Hussin Has 112,000 Men ln the Viadivos
stock DMatrict.

SAN Fraxcisco, Nov. 1L -—=A letter
rontaining u duplicate of advices sent
by the regular correspondent of the
Hong Kong press at Viadivostock was
received by the last Ching steamer and
was turned over to the Bulletin to-day.
The communication shows that the
czar is massing troops in the Viadivos
stock district and lias already & num-
ber of naval vessels concentreated in
Northern waters, The principal des
tuils of the situation are contnined in
the following paragraph:

“Although the Rossian government
explaing that the massing of troops in
the Primorsk and Eastern Siberia is
due to *exchange of army divisions,” it
is learned that inall the divisions of
Viadivostock there are not less than
112,000 men of avms, which monster
army is looked wpon as o menace to the

by the water which ran aronnd the
edges and through the seams of the
metal. A paval expert is authority
for the statement that if the Texus’ sea
valve had broken at sea. the vessel
