ORICGINAL REPUBLICAN.

How the Party Was Foanded In Malne
I IBsS Temperance Was Then s
Muln Plank  Abotution Came After-

warids,

T. BOOTHRY of
Watertown, Me., Is
the frst man that
\ was usked to join
Wl the republican
3 party. Most people
are not aware of
the fact that the
great political en-
gine of which Ma-
- Jor McKinley will
be engineer for the
next four years was first started In the
old pine tree state, It was in 1853 that
the republican party was born, At
that time Mr, Boothby was a eltizen of
Parla, Me., and one day he was met
on the strect by a democrat who sie-
gested that it would be n good thing if
i political party were formed with
temperance as an issue,  The two
agreed, and, re-enforeed by a mutual
friend, a physiclan, the palr consulted
the editor of the Oxford Democrat. He
took Kindly to the ldea, and after taik-
Ing matters over published a call for
n convention, The convention was held
and it nominated Anvon P, Morrill for
governor. Morrlll polled 11,026 voles
it the electlon, The next year he awept
the state and was clected by 44,000
votes, The movement spread to other
states, the party identified ltself with
abolition and nominated Lincoln. Mr.
Boothby & now a prominent citizen
of Waterville, where he has bullt up
one of the largest insurance businesses
In the state. He has attended republi-
can conventions for thirty-one years,
and in all that time his candidate has
never falled of nomination.

Varlous states clalm the honor of be-
Ing the birthplace of the republican
party. Among them may be mentioned
Michigan, Ohio, Kentucky, Virginia
and Wisconsln. Varlous lndividuals
in varlous states clalm to have been
present at the first meeting ever held.
Joseph Medill, until quite recently edi-
tor of the Chicago Tribune, has always
maintained that the republican party
was born In Cleveland In 1854, Medill
was then a printer, working on the
case, and organized a meoting of his
