SENATE PROCEEDINGS

WORK ACCOMPLISHED BY
THE UPPER BRANCH,

A Condensed and Conclss Report of the
Work Accomplished During the Pas
Week—Birief Notes of the Session's
Dolngs.

Haturday, January, 30,

In the senate n petition was pre-
sented from Dundy county eltizens
asking for ald in transporting seced
rorn, and referred,

Senator Beal moved a reconsidera-
tion of the vote taken on 8. F, 14 the
day previous He claimed hedid not nn-
derstund the purport of the bill when
he voted the day before.

Talbot opposed the motion strenu-
ously and l'lﬂ'lll‘nﬂ‘ a call of the
house. A motion by Talbot to table
and by Henator Spencer to adjourn
were voled down aud the motion to re-
consider earried by a vote of 16 to 5,

Senator Beale then moved to wmend
80 a8 Lo ipelude Lancaster, but was
persuaded to withdraw the motion and
on motion of Senator Talbot the bill
was mnde a special order for Monday
at 2 p. m.

The senate in committee of the whaole
took up for consideration Senator
Johnson's bill imposing a tax of one
half of one per cent on bank deposits,
the tax to constitute a safety fund for
the payment of depositors who may
lose funds by the closing of state banks,

The committes urose without taking
action, aud the senate ndjourned.

Mounduy, Febroary 1,

The specinl order for £ p. m. was the
reconsiderntion of the vote taken in
committee of the whole on 8, F. 14, by
Benator Ransom, which provides for
a reduction in the number of county
commissioners in Donglus county from
five o three, and for the election of
commissioners from districts instead of
at large. IFriday, in committee of the
whole. & motion was mude to except
Lancaster from the provision providing
for district election. The vote to ex-
cept was a tie, and Senator Heal, as
chalrman, cast the decisive yea vote,

A lengthy debate was had on the

uestion of excepting Lancaster, Sena-
Talbot making n big fight to have the
county excepted. The controversy
ended by the adoptlon of 8 motion or-
dering the bill engrossed for a third
reading.

A petition from Omahn cltizens ask-
that no law be enacted affecting the

resont law governing the fire and po-
nca departments of that city was read,

Senator MeGionn  presented two pe-
titions, one from his constituents ask-
ing the repeal of the sugar bounty law
and one from the eity council of Omahn
asking the legislature to enforce the
law lflll:lll the fce trust of that eity,

Action was tnken by the senate on
the action of the secretary of state in
not having supplied members with cop-
ies of the statutes of 1805 and stamps.

In regard to the latter the secretary
is of the orlnlnn that he cannot supply
them until the incidental appropria-
tion bill ia past, whilain regard to the
former lie has no money on hand with
which to buy them.

Twelve new bills were introducod,
ufter which the sonnte adjourned,

Concurrent resolution 1, by Senator
Dearing, directing county attorneys to
take steps to secure forfeiture of char-
ters of corporations implicated in the
slevator trust.

Senutor Howell presented a statement
from Secretary Porter, explaining that
the membors had not been furnished
with postage stamps  because he could
not purchase stamps without money,
and he had no money of his own with
which to buy them,

After the noon recess the sennte
wrangled over the disposition of & res-
olution introduced by Senator Cana-
day several days ago, relative to send-
ing corn to the destitute of Chicago
through ex-tGovernor Altgeld. It was
recommitted for specific nmendment.

Sonate file 14, having been reported
correctly engrossed, was read for the
third time and passed by u vote of 23
to 4. The bill reduces the number of
county commissioners in Donglas coun-
ty from five to three, and provides |
for the election of commissioners in |
Douglas und Luncaster counties by
distriots instead of at large,

The senate went into committee of
the whole and first considered Senator
Ransom's S. F. 12 providing for the
appointment of a public defender by |
the district judges of Douglas vounty
in felony cases. After a short debate,
it was recommended for passage.

Committee arose and reported,

H. R. No. 5, the recanvass bill, was
received from the house, and read the
first time at the urgent request of
Senator Ransom of Douglus.

Senator Talbot gave notice that he
would prepare an amendment In re-
gard to the munner of winding up the
affairs of banks. He said the average
receiver of a bank held on for from one
to five years, making the job n soft
snap, and that depositors rarely got
any benoflt. The recciver was the
on{y beneficiary in many cases. Asa
remedy Senator Talbot proposed to
prepare an amendment which would
nuthorize the discharge of u recelver
upon petition of depositors and selec-
tion of a committee of depositors to
succeed the receiver with power to
wind up the affairs of the bank. He
believes this plan will result in a sav-
ing of time and money.

proposed new charter

Friday, Feliruary 5.
In the senate this morning & momo-
rial was read from the people of Ante-
lope county protesting against the
bounty appropriation.
The committee that recently visited
the atate normal school at Peru filed a
report as to the condition of the prop-
erty, showing the necessity of & new
bullding to replace the dormitory re-
cently destroyed by fire to cost $14,000.
The report commends the care of the
buildings, and the work of the author-
ities, teachers and pupils. The report
recommends  the appropriation  of
$20,000 for a ladies’ dormitory.
A joint resolution for submitting an
amendment for a constitutional con-
vention, was read the fiest time,

8. F. 52, generally amending the law
reguluting public rouds, was passed,
The house recanvass bill was umend-
ded by the senate to provide for a non-
partisan canvassing board to be ap-;

It is reported that an effort will be
made to Lest the legality of the adop-
tion of the old constitutional amend-
ment which extended the legislative
session from forty to sixty days and
increased the pay of the legislators
from 83 to 85 u day. Representative
Clark of Lancaster county, while dis-
cussing the rocanvas bill in the house
soveral days ago, oculled attention to
the old amendment and stated that its
legality had never been tested, It is
understood  that arrangements are
being perfected whereby a test case
will be commenced in the supreme
court,

An injunction suit to restrain Audi-
tor Cornell from paying members of
the legislu'nre more than §3 a day for
forty danys will probably be the nature
of theuction. Such a suit would bring
in question the legality of the old eon-
stitutionnl nmendment which the legis-
lature declared adopted, Those who
have investigated the legislative rec-
ords declare there are futal irregulari-
ties in the procedure nttompted,

Another point involved is that the act
authorizing a recount on the old eon-
stitutional amendwent is void because
its provisions are retroactive, As the
same points are involved in the present
vnse it is believed that a decision of the
court on the legulity of the old amend-
ment would also decide the controversy
that has arisen over the amendment in-
crensing the number of supreme cours

A Boceinct Bummary of the Past Week s
Dolngs In the Nebraske Houss of Repre-

Auturday, Junnary 20

At ita session today. the house by a
vote of 55 to 41 unsented the republi-
cean members of the house from Doug-
las county,

At 10:30 Mr. Hull of Harlan moved
that the house proceed to the consider
ation of the special order, which was
contileration of the majority and mi-
nority report of the committee on priv-
leges and elections, reluting to the
Douglns county contests, The ma jor-
ity report wus for unseating, while the
minority report, which was signed by
two fusionists and two republienns,
was favorable to the republican con-
testoes,

Mr. Hull moved that the majority
report be mlnrlml. Mr. Jenkins of Jef-
ferson moved to adopt minority re-
port,

The motion to adopt the minority
report wus lost by a vote of 52 to 49,

he spenker then announced that
the question was on the andoption of
the lua[]orll.‘\' report,

Mr. Jenkins mioved that consideration
be indefinitely postponed.

On this motion the general discns-
sion was opened, Out of the total of
100 members, ninety-eight had re-
sponded to roll cull and there was no
chance for n call of the house, nor was
there any desire for delay,

Mr. Jenkins declared that the only
reason uctuating the majority was to
get the votes needed to pass the reean-
vass bill; Mr, Loomis defended the ma-
Jority report. M, Clark of Lancaster
sald he “thanked heaven he did not be-
long to a party that had to fire four
members in order to pass a bill." Mr.
Dobson of Fillmore made the s h of
the morning on behalf of the bill.
Among his other remarks he said *I
thank Uod the fentlemnn from Lancas-
ter does not belong to the populist par-
ty. You talk about our consideration
for the constitution, When did your
party in this state begin to have re-
ward for the constitution"

Mr. Burman of Douglas, one of the
contestees, said he *'did not have to
have the place for the money in it. It
was different with the man who ex
pected to get his place. The latter was
8 briefless lawyer to whom $5 a day
was something.” He alleged that Clark
of Richardson had made the proposi-
tion that if the contestees would vote
for H. R. 8 they would not be unseat-
ed. Clark of Richradson denied this. He
sald he had held out no promise or en-
couragement or agreed to take part in
the deal.

A WHALEBACK YACHT.

It Was Ballt Bottom Up and Holled
Into the Water 5

Captain James N. Pierce, a veteran
pilot of the Atlantic coast, who holds
licenses in various ports, arrived in
Baltimore from Norfolk in his whale-
back fishing smack Capalca, a curlous
craft that was built upside down, in-
side out, wrong end first and finally
rolled down a hill, turning soven times
in its descent into the mud, fished out
the next day and floated. 7The last
named process constituted her launch-
ing.

The novel craft is thirty-seven feot
over all, seven feet four inches beam,
four feet six inches depth aft, and
cighteen inches forward, says the
Baltimore American. She was built
of white vak ribs, with cedar planking,
with house and siding of North Caro-
lina pine. She is in three water-tight
compartments. Her building was be-
gun in Norfolk, Va., two years ago,
and she was partly finished at Camden,
N.J. When the last touches are put
upon her there s no telling where she
will be. On her forward deck is a
comfortablé house in which the cap-
tain has his spring bed, cooking uten-
sils, and other useful articles. Just
aft Is  cookpit five feet long, semi-
circular forward, with room for
four men to fish. Aftof that is what

constitutes the amidships watertight

compartment, which Captain Plerce
usies a8 & well for fish, and it avorages
28 inches in depth. Aft of that, and
on the overhang, will be when com-
pleted, & store room for fish or any-
thing else. Beneath this and the
house forward are watertight compart-
ments. ‘The rig is of the old bum
ketch" pattern, with two masts, and
ghe carries three sails, a jib, a main-
sail and a jigger. Her hull hus a
regular rocker-built bottom, and
stands the sea admirably, If capsized
she will almost right herself. Captain
Plerce says he sailed his craft over 800
miles withouta rudder. She is named
after the famous bark Capales, which
rescued the unfortunate Fenians from
Van Dieman's land years ago, when
Captain Pierce was mate of her. Ca

tain Pierce is on a cruise in the bay,
and is accompanied only by his Now-
foundland dog Rover. He elaims Bal-
timore as his home, but lives aboard
his strange craft. He is 55 years old.
