INDIAN REFORM.
The Sennto Passes s Il Which Makes
Many Radical Changes

WasminaTox, March 1.—The Senate,

at 11;20 last night, passed the Indian
sppropriation bill, after striking out
all of the Platt provision cxcepting
that relating to jurisdiction of United
States courts. An amendment trans-
ferring the jurisdietion of tha Indian
courts to the U'nited States courts was
offered by Senator Vest and sdopted.
The purpose is tolet the Dawes com-
mission go on with its work und com-
plete treatics with all the tribes, the
only reservation being the provision
relating to the jurisdiction of the
courts, which abolishes the functions
of the tribal judiciury. The Indians
will doubtless nccept this ultimatum
without attempting any opposition,
1ad to get off at this price. This will
eave the Dawes commission n free
hand, and allow them to consume a
few years longer in bringing the In-
dian question to a close,

Senators Teller, Platt and Hoar
urged the necessity of replacing the

rropt Indian courts with a United

tates judicinl system, whil : Mr. Vilas
protested against “jamming” through
sn amendment despolling Indians of
their rights. The amendment, as
finally agreed to, gives the United
States courts exclusive jurisdiction
over all eivil and criminal cases, abol-
{shing the native courts. Two addl-
tlon;{ judges are. provided for the ter-
ritory.

The part of the Indian territory [:m-
vision in the appropriation bill stricken
out by the scnate is the committee
amendment authorlzing the Dawes
commission to set apart townsitesand
churches and educational and miperal
lands, and to allot the remaining lands
among the five tribes. i

The complaint was filed before Judgre
Cochean in the conuty conrt of Lancas
ter county Saturdny morning by the at-
torney-general, Connty Attorney Mun-
jrer concurring init, At 2130 o'vlock
Me, Hartley nppenred, accompanied by
his connsel, Messrs, Ames and  Pettis.
Mr, Bartley remained in the judge's
private office the remainder of the af-
ternoon, e did not look much the
worse for wear when he entered, but
when he left ppom later in the af-
ternoon it was nt that the unxiety
pecompanying gl long delay had af-
fected him.

When the attorney-general and coun-
ty attorney nppeared there were con-
ferences between them und the oppos-
ing counsel, which resulted in adjourn:
ment of the ense for five daye.

The complaint consists of vleven type-
written pages containing fourteen dis-
tinctive counts. The first count recites
that on the first day of May, 1805,
Joseph 8. Bartley, treasurer of the
state of Nebraska, did fraudulently
convert to his own use and embezzle
E180,101.75 belon ging to the state of
Nebruska.

The second and third counts arve the
same only worded differently to meet
the legal requirements,

Count fourth. fifth and sixth charges
him with fraoudulently converting to
his own use, embezzling and stealing
$201,884.05,  Connts seven and cight
charge him with the collection and
theft of 8547.702.04. Counts nine and
ten allege the colleetion, conversion
and theft of S135,87808, The three
closing counts contain o resume of the
missing fands,

The petition resembles the eriminal
vomplaint filed against the ex-auditor
in that it contains nine counts which
are devoted to a detailed recital of the
collection and approprintion of the
funds, Nine breaches of the bond are
alleged. 'I'he first three recite the con-
versiop to his own use by Mr. Moore of
$10,788. 854,  The next three infractions
uwre Mis approprinting $15,470.20, The
seventh breach is his failure to pay
these funds to his successor or the
state treasurer, It is further claimed
that he has violated the covenants of
the bond and judgmentisasked against
his bondsmen for $24, 728,05, The state
asks interest on §10,470.20 from Janu-
ary i, 1805, and on $1°,728.85 from Jan-
uary 1. 1804,

The petition recites thut Mr. Moore
entered upon the duties of the office of
state auditor on January 3, 1805, and
continued to act until Janunry 7, 1897,
when he surrendered to his snecessor,
John F. Cornell. It was his duty to
collect nll moneys for services per
formed by him as auditor and [pay all
such to the state treasurer und to turn
over ull funds thut came into his hands
ot the expiration of his term to his
SUCEOSKOT.

The petition ulleges that Mr, Moore
was his own & 1ecessor when hie entered
upon his dut.es in 1805, and that he had
8432.15 which he paid to the treasurer
on January 24, 1805, That sum com-
glntrd the pnrmenl. of funds for his

rat term, making $37,264.45 which he
collected.

The piaintiff relates that since the
election of J, Ii, Meserve as state treas-
urer, Mr. Moore has paid $4,000. This
sum being deducted from $27.208.05,
Mr. Moore s still indebted to the state
in the sum of $23,208.05,

The great cork forests of the world
are in southern Europe, especially In
Spain and Portugal. The trees will
grow and even thrive in America, but
the cork produced ls of an Inferior
quality,
The Spanish cork forests cover an
area of 620,000 square acres, those of
Catalonin and Barcelona taking first
rank. Cork trees growing near the
seaconst are  subject to a fungous
growth which renders thelr product
uscless for purposes of commerce,
Cork trees are not strong enough to
stand the operation of barking tiil
they nre fifteen years old. After that
time they may be barked every three
years without detriment and will con-

Cork of the first stripping Is called
corcho bornio, or virgin cork: that of
the second stripping is known as pelas.
The work of removing the bark from
the trees In done in summer time by
men, who are paid about 60 cents a
day. After the bark is stripped it Ia
bolled, sometimes In the woods, but
more often In Ilarge caldrons at the
cork factories, for the purpose of in-
creasing its thickness and elasticity,

In Spain, Ttaly, Turkey, Morocco and
Algerla, the countries where cork Is
most plentiful, It ls used for many
things besldes bottle-stoppers. For in-
astance, bee-hives, kitchen palls, culin-
ary utensils, coffing, Imagesd, crossed,
cabins, drinking vessels, pillows, shoes,
armor, boats and many articles of furn-
iture are made from cork.
