As soon as the symp-
toms of the disease are observed “the
fowls should be separated as much as
possible and given restrictod quarters,
where they may be observed and whare
disinfectants can be fresly used, As
Koon ug the pecullar darrhoea 18 no-
ticed with any of the fowls, the birds
of that lot should be changoad to frewls
ground and the sick ones killod. The
Infected exerement ghonld be carefully
seraped up and burned, and the inelos-
ure in which It bas been thoroughl

disinfected with a one-half per can{
solution of suiphurie neld or a one pos
cent solution of earbolle acld, which
may be upplied with an ordinary waters
Ing pot,  Dead birds should be burned
or deeply buried at a distance trom the
grounds frequented by the fowls, The
germs of tho disease are taken into the
system only by the mouth, and for this

Fowls for Kgge “’l

One of the difficult things to learn I
poultey culture {8, that it 18 not the
fumber, but the kind of (ndividesl
hens or pullets which are kept thas
makes the difference In the balance to
their credit at the end of the ysar, sn
4 writer In Poultry Herald. Proba
there ure i great many who keep chicke
ens that do not realize the vast differ-
ence In the Individual hens In a flock.
We can assure them If they will but
take the palns to watch thelr fowls in
this respect they will And some of the
hens laying more than double the nume
ber of cges some of the others are, and
besldes there being a marked differeuce
In the size of the eggs. A very grave
mistake among a great many (s that
of keeping all the old hens over for lay=-
ing stock, and housing them and the
laying stock together, The roaunlt gon-
erally Is few It any eggs, us the old
hens naturally domineer aver the pud-
lets and obtaln the majority of the feod
thus becoming fat internally, which
will hinder If not entirely stop them
laylug; while pullets, which need the
most food to develop them and bring
them up to egg production, have to do
with the little they can get after the
bens have been satlsfied, and conses
quently few pullets In the fock will
begin laying until well aloug towards
spring. By selecting the cholcest of
hens for breeders for the following ses-
gon and giving them a pen by them-
sclves, disposing of all the others and
depending alone on the early pullets

for the winter eggs, the result would
be quite different.

Texun Fover Teals. '

A recent communication from Colum-
bia, Mo, says: The executive commite
tee of the Missourl hoard of agriculture
has made arrangements for extensive
experiments with Texuss fever. In co-
operation with the experiment station,
the work of last season will be dupli-
cated.  Texas cattle, freed of ticks by
the use of a dip, will be placed In pas-
tures with natives to prove the efficacy
of this mode of diginfecting. Pastures
that were Infected last season have
been burned over, and native cattle will
be placed upon them to ascertain if the

burning has effectually destroyed (ke
