Thousands of
pallons of “liquid" carbonic acid gas in
steel eylinders under high compression
inay now be seen every day being con-
veyed in earts from place to place, and
vimilarly other gases are stored under
pressure in “tubes,” as, for instance,
oxygen, hydrogen, nitrous oxide and xo
«in, all of which may expose the public
10 danger. Bolid bricks of metallic
asodium, again (kept under naphtha, of
course), are every day carried from
port te port as part of a ship's cargo,
and very serious accidenta have occa-
arisen from the intermixture

of various chemicals on board ship by .
