At Goodwin, in the west part of Da-
kota county, the other night, Henry
carperter, & well known farmer, was
thot by James Lindelle, n bartender.
The affray happencd st a dance and
was the outcome of & drunken spree.

Early in the evening n fight was had
but the serap in which Carpenter lost
his life, ocourred about 4 &, m. in the
dark, outside of the dance hall and
after nearly all had departed from
the hall. Bert Franecisco of Hubbard,
an eye witness, was unable to tell how
the shooting happened, other than
that Lindelle, who was underneath,
shouted for help, and immediately
after two shot were fired, one of which
took effect in Carpenter's bowels,
Lindelle at onee left, und a physician
was summoned for Carpenter, and on
his arrival he prononaced the wound
fatal. Waile eing talen to Sjoux
City to Le operatel on he died,

Carpenter was a n'an about twenty-
six years old, a well known farmer,
and bere a good reputation.

Harmony and enthusinsm prevailed
in the republicnn state comvention
Thursday and a ticket was nominated
practically by acelamation. There was
no opposition to  Chief Justice A. M,
Post for judge of the supreme court
vor to C. W, Kaley as his own succes-
sor as regent of the university. John
N. Dryden of Kearney was nominated
by acclamntion as the second eandi-
date for regent. A spirited contest re-
sulted in a victory for Johan 1. Me-
Pheely of Minden over Judge Ben S,
Baker of Omaha for the permanent
chairmanship. Norris Brown of Kear-
ney presided as temporary chalrman.

Norris Brown of Kearney was pre-

sented as temporary chairman., Mr.
Brown spoke entertainingly for ten
minutes, He seored Governor Holcomb
for declining to accord Nebraska her
proper place among prosperous  states
nnd for ascribing what prosperity she
possesses to his being governor.  Mr.
Brown deciared the popoeratic admin-
istration hud assaulted the state treas-
ury as its frst act. Bogus contests
were commenced by the legisiature to
unseat lawfully elected men.  In their |
stead men who had not pretended to
receive a plurality of the votes were
sented. This was but the beginning.
When the legisluture had thus secured
votes enough to uttach an emergency
clause to u bill it orgenized a deliberate
nssault on the constitution and under-
took to count in two judges of the
supreme court. In this the popocrats
failed, not on thelr own accord but be-
eause of the vigilance of honest men.
“Now, perhaps you are all thinking
of the ratio between silver and wheat"
continned Mr., Hrown.

The pust week has been adry one,
thero being only a few light showers
previous to the 20th. On Saturday
night and Sunday morning good showers
oceurred in the central conaties, and
light showers wero quite general in the
southeastern portion of the state, The
raiofall exceeded an inch in Greoloy nnd
Merrick counties, and excceded half an
inch in several adjoining counties. In
the romainder of the state the rainfall
was generally below a quarter of an inch,
and in much of the wewtorn half practi-
cally no rain fell.

The dry, warm woek has been very
fuvorable for thrashing and curing hay,
and this work has been pnshed forward
rapidly. The ground is generally too
dry to plow, aod very little grain has
been sown,
Corn has ripened very rapidly. Tho
#nrly planted is generally ripening in
iood condition, but in some placos even
the enrly corn will be shortened some-
what in yield by the dry weathor of the
past week. Tho late corn has genorally
been damwaged somewhat, and in some
counties it has been ser.ously injured,
In some of the northeastern connties the
hot weather bas been just what the corn
needed, and it has made excellent prog-
rees. Taken as whole, the prospects for
a large corn crop are not #o favorable
as they were 0 week ago.
