The state woman's suffrage conven-
tion, the first held in ten years, met
in session Friday und Saturday in the
Universalist church at Lincoln. OM-
cers were elected as follows:  Presis
dent, Mrs, Clnrn . Colby, HBeatrice;
vice president, Miss Aunctte B, Brack-
ett, Lincolu; recording secrcetary, Miss
Edith Abbott, Grand Island; corres
ponding secretury, Misa Helen M. Goff,
Lincoln: treasurer, Mrs, Mary K,
Smith-Hayward, Chadron. At the ey-
ening session. Mes. Colby road & lotter
from Elizabeth Cady Stanton, who is
now eighty-three yenrs of age. Mra.
Stanton is president of the national
sullrage association,  She was referred
to by Mrs. Colby us “‘our grand old
woman,”

Mrs, Ida C, Hazlett of Colorado was
introduced.  She snid she was roised
in Hlinois, had Hyed in lowa and was
now a rosicent of Colorado, She de
sired to bring words of encouragement
to the suffragists of Nebraska., She
did not want to see them  become dise
conraged,  They woulid win the fight
in the end and she wunted them to be
of strong heart,

Representative Sheldon of Dawoes
said he thonght it would be well for
the convention to send some word of
recognition of efforts in behalf of wo
man suffrage to Representative Smith
of Richardson eounty, He was n
hearty supporter of the movement and
ounght to receive some thanks, He
thought the rest of the memwbers un-
derstood that the hearts of the ladies
was in the right place and did not necd
noy demonstration,

A motion was passed instracting the
secretary to semd Mr. Smith a cordial
letter of thanks for his efforts in their
behalf. The other supporters of the
amendment were rewmembered  also
and will receive the thanks of the con-
veutiou some of these days, Strong
resolutions were passed appealing  for
womun suffrage.

s ted, but the competition was
nct Hmited to these.  The conditions
were that the papers should be based
as far as possible upon the exneriences
and observations of the writers and
shonld contain new facts of general
valve. The length of the papers was
specified not to bLe less thun 10,000
words, or over 20,000, and ench dis
cussion would be accompanied by
suitable illustrations, photographs,
mups or draftings

As o result of this offer, which wne
widely printed, there was sent to Mr,
Moses a number of manuscripts and
these in turn were submitted to ex.
perts for examination. On the whole
the results were somewaat disap
pointing, both as regards the secope
and character of the wmaterinl,  As
was anticipated, theoretical papers,
bordering even on “erankiness” were
in the majority.
