A Beientiat Mells Uncis Sam Gold Mades
Out of Merican Dollars,

Wasmisoron, Oct 5 —~Among the
eallers at the offlee of the director of
the mint to-day was Dr. Stephen H.
Emmens of New HNrighton, Staten
Isimnd, N. Y. The doetor has discov-
ored a process by which he iy able to
extract gold from Mexican sllver dol-
Inrs at o profit, and the object of his
visit was simply to pay his respeets to
| Director Preston, who iv one of his
best customers

The dootor is an eminent scientist,
and when  he prodoced letters from
such men as Peofessor Willinm Crookes,
the inventor of Crookes tubes, nnd
Henrel de Parville of Paris, editor of
La Nature, showing that they re
garded  bim as o great discoverer in
the domuin of sclenee, Mr, Preston
treated  his visitor with  the highest
consideration,

Dr. Emmens has o laboratory on
Staten Island, where he converts Mexs
He ealls
the produect argentaurmn gold, which
he sells e the United States assuy
ofHee in New York ¢ ty nt B3 per
onnee. He deposited the fivst ingot ot
the assay olllee lnst Aprll, which as-
sinyed 813 to the onnee and for whiok
he recelved 80505 Sinee that thine he
has deposited thieteen ingots of about
the sawe toeness, for which he has

I recoived aums of mopey ranging from

£120 to £155. He ealled the dircetor's

" attention to the dates of the different

deposits, nnd Mr. Preston was able to
verify the atatements made by the vis
itor by referring to the records,

After Dr. Emmens had taken his de-
parture Mr. Preston salid:

*1 do not know what to think about
Dr. Emmens or his process of convert-
ing silver into gold. The returns
from the assay office fn New York
show that the dostor hus been selling
gold to the government sinee lust
April.  Ho has sod sltogether about
$5.000 worth, At lirst he deposited
only two lngols, or about twenty
ounces per month.  In Avgust he  de-
posited four ingots having a total
welght of seventy ounces,  He depos-
ited three ingots in September weigh-
ing elghty ounces.  Ile told me that
he made thils gold from Mesican silver
dollars and that it was produced at o
profit of about 25 per cent,”
