PENSION REPORT.

18,014 Names on the Holls —Ne Dea-
erense Has Yot Began.

Wasuizxaroy, Nov. % —In his first
snpusl report Commissioner of Pen-
sions H. Clay Evans says there were
added to the rolls during the year the
names of 40,101 new pensioners and
there were restored to the rolls 3,971
pensioners who had previously been
dropped, a total of 54,072

Duriug the same perlod the losses to
the roll were 31,060 by death, 1,074 by
remarringe of widows and mothers,
1.845 by legal limitation (minors);
2,683 for failure to cluim pension for
three vears, and 4,560 for other cnuses,
An aggregate of 41,122

The whole nuiiber of pensioners on
the rolls June 20, 1807, was 970,014
I'he gain over the previous year was
5,336, Lt will thus be seen that the
pension roll has wumot yet begun to
show any diminution, though it has
been antlcipated for several years

The report gives the number of
Western pensioners and the amounts
of pensions disbursed for the fiscal
yeaur of 1807 ns follows: Missouri,
53,257 pensioners, $7,806,425.04; Kan-
sas, 40,843 pensioners, $0,2%4,128 30,
Indian Territory, 2,630 ponsioners,
§340,003.51; Oklahoma, 0,172 pension-
ers, 8011,209,16,

Seven widows of Revolutionary
soldiers und nine daughters of Revo-
lutionary soldicrs ure still on the
rolls.

During the year 04,454 pension cer
tilcates were issued, of which num-
ber 50,108 were orginal allowaneces

This number, however, Jdoes not in-
claims which were made for
higher rates of pensions  The smount
disbursed for pensionsduring the year

The average annual value of each pen-
sion at the close of the year was 8$133.-
17 The average annual value of
each pension under the general law
was S1027 04; each under the pet of
June 27, 1300, was oo, o5,
gregato annual valoe of all pensions
ut the close of the yenr was $120, 700,
124 This, of course. excludes the
cuses that were held up

Referving to the consolldation of
agencies, Commissioner Evans recoms-
mends that the executive order of
July 14 last, suspending the operation
of the order of February 6, 1507, the
latter of which provided for the con-
solidation, be continued ludefinitely,

In conclusion, the report recom-
mends the publicution or a complete
list of peusioners, and of the passage
of a law to the end that no pension be
granted to the widow of any soldier
that shall marry hercafter.

HIS LAST HOPE GONE,

NO FEDERAL COURT AID
TO DURANT.

Chief Jastice Foller Renders tha Declsion
Which Will Hesult in the Young “an
Franclaco Mun Pasiug the Penaliy for
the Church Murder,

Waswisarox, Nov, 9 —The United
States supreme court to-day affirmed
the decision of the United Statos cle-
cuit court of Californis, refusing o
writ of habers corpus to Willlwmn Hen-
ry Theodore Durrant, under sentence
of death for the murder of Miss
Blanche Lamount in the Emanuel Bap-
tist chnreh in San Franolseo in April,
14905,

The decision was in response to the
motion. of Atorney Genernl Vitzger-
ald of Californin, entered lust Monday,
to dismiss the case or aflirm the de-

Monday. as at first arranged

Chief Justice Fuller, in rendering
no comment whatever beyoud remark
ing that the order of the cireuit eourt
was aftirmed upon the aulbority of
the decisions of the conrt in the onse
of Hurtado ws, Californis, volume 110
of the snpreme court reports: Nord
atrom vs. Washington, volume 184 of
these reports and of Cremer vs. Wash.
ington, recently deoided.

Attorney General Fitzgerald was
preasent in the court room when the
oplnion was rendered, nud said that iy
would lasure Durrant's punishment
and was in all respects satisfactory te
the state.

The court granted the motion of the
state attorney general to sdvance the
cases on Hill and Cross, the two men
under sentence of death in Califoruia,
fixiog the date for their heuring upon
the first Monday of December.

IN SAN FRAMNCISCO,

Sax FPraxcisco, Nov. 9 —When the
rews that the United Stutes sUpreme
court had decided not to interfere
with Durraot's sentencs came crowds
gathered about the newspupor hulle
tin boards.  The decision was not un-
expected wad apparently only Dup-
rant apd his attorneys seemed to have
any hope thut the murderer would be
saved from the gallows.

Durrant had not been informed of
the decision at noon. His parents
were notifled of the court’s decision
and were deeply affected. Mrs Dur
rant wept, but sald that her son was
inpocent and thut she did not yot give
up hope that he would be vindicated
and his innocence proveil.

District Attorney Barnes, who econ
duoted the original trial, was mucl
plensed with the declsion. Tle was
counvinced that Durrant committed the
murders and bad chafed ut the delay
ln earrying out the sentence. lIle said
that Durrant wonld not have to he
resentenced, that ull that was neces
sary would be for the district attor
ney. when he received official notice
of the docision, to go into court and
ask for an order to curry out the sen
tence and that o day be fixed for it

The decision of the Supreme cour
paves tho way for the deaths of five
other murderers.  Among tliess wre
Worden the train wreoker, Harvey
Allender of »an Jose aud Eabanks of
San Diego, who buichered an aged

couple.

Steamer Mariposs Arrives With the
Kanrvivors of the Flaho
Brevraro, N Y N T —Thn

itenmer [dahio of the Western T'ransiy
line (New York Centraul foundered in
eight futhoms of water st 4:00 Sutur-
day morning off Loung Point on Loke
Erie. This point, just out into the
Inke from the Cansdinn shore aboud
65 miles west of Buffalo and Its
vieinity, has been Lhe scene of many
disasters,

The ldaho, commuanded by Captain
William Gillies of Buffalo, aad having
on board a crew of twenty-one all
told, left Buffalo Friday afternocon
Inden with package freight for Mil-
waukee. A strong southwest gale

wias  blowing at  the time and
the weather office  had  storm
siguuls up for the lake  Caplain

Gillies thought he could wenther the
gnlo and headed steaight up the lake
Shortly after passing Loug Point he
discorerad his mistake and trled to
run for shelter. The sea was runniog
very high at the time, and in turning
the ldaho shipped o ULig ses, which
fuenched the tires in the engines ana
the boat was helploss in the trough ol
the sea.

The cuptain and crew were lower
ing the lifeboat, wheu ths steamer
gave n lureh und went down on hee
slde, stern firste. Twoof the orew, a
deck haud named Willlam Gill of Ro-
chester, and the second mute, name
unknown, manayed to reach the top
of a single spar thut stood nbove the
water, There they clung until eighy
hours later, when they were rescued
by the Mariposa

The captain of the ill-futed steamer,
Alexunder Glllis, was one of the mosk
widely known of lake seamen. He
was 41 years old and knew the lake
waters like & book.

The second mate, Louis Lua Foree,
told n Liarrowing story to the crew of
the Mariposa. He said that in the
riush of men from the hold, one of
them, a watchman, was trampled to
death. The crew was frantic to get
viut of the place. Six or vight, he said,
must have drowoed like rats in the
hoid.
