The pipe line alloges that the eon-
spirncy has been in existence since
January, 1ss2, and provents any per-
sons or corporations other thun the
defendants from storing and trans.
porting oil and conducting operations
incident to that business. This has
been done, it is nlleged, by sunits and
injunctions and the publication of de-
famatory siatoments regardiog the
United States Pipe Line company, re-
flecting n its management and
financial  responsibility and by de-
stroying of its pipes nud by inducing
emploves of the company to osetruy
their trust,

The defendents in thelr answers
make general deninls of the charges
and futimate that the pipe line was
not organized for the storing and
transporting of oll as & common car-
rier.,
