During the recent joint action of
the powers, their main influence was
vxerted at  Muadeid, the only
action ot Washington being the cour-
teous expression of hope for peace.
Bui the present movement contem-
plates that the influence shall be ex-
erted at Washington rathee than at
Madreid, and it is the common belief in
diplomatie quartees that the Madreid
anthorities have veaeled the Timit of
concessions, und should now be given
adeguate time to ses what they ana
the powers have offersd as o means of
restorng pence in Caba

There is no suggestion, however,
that this influenece at present will by
of a materinl ¢haracter, hut it js ox-
peeted Lo be an assertion of all the
woral influence of the powers in
checking tendenciss, which, it is be-
lieved, fnevitably will lead to war

Itis not so certain, however, that
all of the powers are ready for u step
of this character.  Germany has of
late  shown w disposition to avoid ex-
erting strong influcnces on the United
States.  Russia bs also thonght to bo
somewhat indifferent.  France and
Austrin are most active in the present
movement, as they were inthe former
one.  Whetlier all of the six great
powers are ready to join in the move-
ment is in doubt, and without this
united uetion it is felt that the fores
of stuch influence would be lost

submitted by Spain to the powers will
review the whole Cuban  question,
pointing out that all the trouble in
the United States avises through the
ciamor of the sugnr manufacturers,
who, it is elaimed, fomented and or
panized the entire revolt., Attention
will bo recalled to the alleged un-
molested  American  filibusterers, and
it will be asserted that the chief in-
surgent leaders are not Cubans, but
wdventurers of all nationalities, whosse
sule purpose is plunder and robbery,

The concesslons mide by Spain will
bo enumerated, and the note will say
that while Spain has dove everything
possible to pacify the island, the con
suls of the United States have eonsti
tuted themselves insurgent agents,
and the further statement will be
made that when nutonomy promised
the desired result an Americnn squad
ron was sent to Cuba to encournge the
insurgents to hold out.

These contentions, it is added, will
be supported by documentary evi
denee, which, it s alleged, will prove
the baud faith displayed throughout by
the United States toward Spain,

The note to the powers will coneludw
with declaring thut Spain, having ex-
havsted every means of peace, is re
luctantly compelied to prepare for
war and to tight for the muintenance
of its rights and honor,
