Oppose the Rlo Girande Sirike.

The members of the Order of Rail-
way Conductors and the Hrotherhood
Rallway T'rainmen, employed on the
Denver & Rio Grande railroad, at &
mecting in Denver, voted unanimously
to stand by the rallroad company in
the strike declared by the Switchmen’s
Union of North Ameriea. A plan was
adopted for recommendation to the
company as to the manner in which
vacancles ocenrring by reason of the
strike shall be filled,

The action ends the strike so far as
the rallromd company is concerned, but
a fight may ensue in other portions of
the country between switchmen and
trainmen. Where the switchmen's or-
ganization is strong, labor leaders say,
they may retaliste by injuring the
trainmen,

Two Men Scealded to Doath.

M. R. Murphy and J. H. Russell, two
steamfitters, were killed and two oth-
ers serlously injured by the blowing
ont of & valve in the water pumping
aparatus at the Schwartschild & Suls-
berger pucking plant at Armourdale,
Kas,

The accident occurred in a deep pit
in which is located the packing compa-
ny's packing machinery. The apara-
tus is all below ground, where the
men were working on repairs.  Sud-
denly the large “TI" valve, which ls
used to regulate the pressure and fdow,
was blown out and the men were en-
veloped in a cloud of sealding water
and steam. -

Another Peace Scheme.
Dispatches to she London Dally Mail
announce that the Capetown guard has
again been called out, and that Lord
Kitehener has issned an order direct-
ing that all Boers eaptured in British
uniforms are to be shot.

The Daily Mall gives another peace
scheme which Mr. Kitchener is said to
be willing to conclude. This would be
on the basis of granting sutonomy to
the two republies under a convention
guaranteed by France and Russia, in
exchange for cesslon to Great Britain
of the Rand district and the gold
flelds, which should be regarded ns the
total Boer indemnivy.

PECULIAR LAW SUIT

South Dakota Wants North Caroline te
Redeemm Honds,

An original bill in equity was filed
in the United States supreimne court by
John L. Pyle, attorney general of South
Dakota, against the state of North
Carolinn to compel a settlement of
bonds issued in the name of the West-
ern North Carolina Railroad Co, The
state of South Dakota is the owner of
ten of these bonds of 81,000 par value
each, donated for the benefit of the
state university. When the rallroad
in question was built the state of
North Carolina subseribed for 30,000
shares, amonnting to 3,000,000 of the
stock of the railrond company, and in
return guaranteed the payment of
certain bonds, among which are in-
cluded these held by Sonth Dakota,

Itis alleged that notwithstanding
the satte of North Carolina is receiv-
ing dividendson the stock held by it,
there has been a failure on aceount of
an extension of time to pay the bonds
or the interest on them. The bill filed
asks for a general determination and
settlement of the question,

received from Miss Ellen M. Stone, the

abducted American missionary, it ap-,

pears that she is enduring the trials
of her hard experience with fortitnde,
forgetting herself in her ansiety for
her companion, Mme, Tsilka. Miss
Stone does not dare to complain of the
treatment to which they are subjected,
but she finds the confinement irksome
and the weather extremely trying.

NEW DYNAMITE GUN

Successful Exporiments Conducted by
Ordinance Board.

Suceessful tests of & new dynamite
gun of destructive power in excess of
any wenpon hitherto designed have
just been privately conducted by a
special board of officers of the burean
of ordinance of the United States army
at Fisher's island,

The government has for several
years been engaged in the erection on
Fisher's island of fortifications on a
colossal scale, intended to make the
eastern entrance to the sound impreg-
nable to naval attack and secure the
safety of all the cities along the sound
from New London to New York.

In this system of defense the new
dynamite gun is mounted so0 as to
cover the channel between Fisher's isl-
and and Plum island, on which heavy
batteries have also been erected.

Insurgents Attack Breakfast Party.

Major William L. Pitcher of ghe
Elghth regiment of infantry, com-
manding the Mindoro expedition, re-
ports that the garrison of Abra de llog
was attacked by a force of insurgents
commanded by Lenocos, The Filipi-
nos apparently attempted to repeat
the Samar tactics, but the Americans,
whojwere breakfasting, fully armed,
completely routed the insurgents, who
left five men dead on the fleld, each
having a rifie and ammunition. One
American was seriously wounded.

Captain Noyes of the Thirtieth in-
fantry, commanding 'a detachment of
fifty men, has captured a deserter
named Richter of the Sixth artillery,
wearing the uniform of an insurgent
leutenunt.

Major Pitcher saya he recently cap-
tured three officers and & large part of
an in surgent company, all fully armed.
It is believed the insurgents recently
received an illicit supply of munitions
of war,
