Details of United States Treaty
Witn Panama

UNCLE SAM CONTROLLER

As Agresment Which Means That Other
Natlous Csnnot Dictate Manngement
of Isthmaulsn Canal

The Panama commissioners, Dr.
Amador and Mr. Frederico Boyd, con-
sulted Minieter Bunau-Varilla and Mr.
Frank D, Havey of Now York, the legal
advizer to the legation now in Panama,
It 18 understood that they read over
the treaty signed and discossed Its
terms and provigions io detail. 1t met
thelr hearty approval,

Under it the Unlted States guaran-
tees nud agrees to maintaln the Inde-
pendance of Pananma. It Is anderstood
that this clavee wan {nserted in order
to sot at rest all questions as to the
rocognition of Panama as an Independ-
ent nation by the other governments,
Panama grants to the Unlted States
the perpetunl use and control of a zone
of territory ten miles wide across the
fsthmus for the canal, with the right
to acquire by purchase or by the ex-
erclee of eminent domain any other
lands In Panama wherever situated,
which I the judgment of the United
Btates may be necessary for the con-
struction of the canal, the provision of
fts supply of waler and the proper
sanitation of the citier of Pannma and
Colon, and other territory adjacent to
the canal route,

With the zoneo of territory for the
canal and within the limits of the
other lands acquired by the United
Btates, the United States will have the
same power and authority as if the
territory were ceded to the United
Btates and the republic of Panama will
ceasa to exercise any power and au-
thority within that zone, The Unlited
Btates undertakes to construct modern
systema of sewers and waterworks for
the citles of Panama and Colon and
has the right to collect tolls for the
period of fifty years In order to repay
the cost of thelr construction, with In-
terest. At the end of fifty years the
sewera and waterworks become the

‘property of the cities of Panama and

n.

he republic of Panama undertakes
to compel the citles of Panama and
Colon to comply with the sanltary or-
dinancea of the United States, and if
they fall to do so the united States

the right to enforce its rules and
gulations n regard to sanitation,
In addition to these general provi-
alons, which constitute the foundation
of the treaty, there are many articles
of an administrative character which
provide for the exemption of the ma-
terlals and supplies for the construc-
tion of the canal from customs duties
and for the neutrality of the caual and
the entrances to it
Panama s to receive $10,000,000 and
an annual payment of $250000, begin-
ning nine years from the dale of the
treaty.

Wenoe They Laugh Over the Story that
They Carried 2000 Out of 9000
Mchool Districts

John MacDonald, editor of the West-
ern Bchool Journal, makes a few com~
ments in his paper concerning the
pewspaper fake that went the rounds
of the eastern newapapers a few weeks
ago, statipg that the women of Kansas

had organized a secrot campnlgn to
capture control of the annual school
meetings In Kansas while the men
were In the harvest flelds and had
elected women as school officers on the
issve of dolng away with the alleged
provision of school contracts prohibit-
ing teachers from being courted,

It geems that this story has even
been taken geriously by some of the
educational papers of the east, and this
is what calls forth Mr. MacDonald’s re-
marke. He says:

“The unquestioning falth of our east~
ern brethron in newspaper storles fille
us with mirthful emotion, and adds
years to our life.

THE LAST OF TOM HORN

Me In Finnl'y Killed According to Law
at Cheyenne, Wyoming.

Tom Horn was hanged at Cheyenne,
Wyo.

The execution
was witnessed by forty persons includ-
ing the guards, friends of Horn and
newspaper men.

Tom Horn was born in  Scotland
county, Missourl, November 21, 1860.
He was a celebrated army scout, Indian
fighter and cattle deteciive, He was
the scout in charge of the party that
captured Geronimo and was chief ol
scouts under General Milea in his Por-
to Rico campalgn. In 1892 Horn par-
ticipated in the raid agalust the cattla
rustlers of John=on county, Wyoming.
Horn was a sclf-educated man, He
spoke German, Spanish, Apache and a
number of Indian languages fluently.
