A steamer bound for Beattle touched
at this place a day or two Rgo to take
on a lot of salmon, which had been put
up by the salteries here. One ot the
passengers chanced 1o notlee that the
barrels which were being ralsed on
board were labeled “salmon hellles™
He asked an officer of the ship what
was done with the rest of the figh, re-
ports the New York Tribune.

“Often It I8 thrown away,” was the
reply. *l have seen thousands and
tens of thousands ol pounds of good
salmon thrown into the sea”

“Why lsn’t all the fish used ?” was the
natural question.

“In the canneries it 18" answered the
officer, “but in the salterfes they often
pack only the bellies.  You see, it o) es
a lot of money to start a cannery., You
have got to have a big bullding anc
vxpensive machinery for cleaning, holl-
ing and packing the salmon.  So a goud
many men with small capital start salt-
eries. They clean the flsh by hand, cut
outl the bellies and pack them in barrels
with salt.  You see this doesn't roguire
any big or expensive plant.
