Unanimous Opinion Given by the
Supreme Court

AS ‘A WHOLE LAW 1S GOOD

No - Objections to Law of Snch Impori s
te Reguire Declaration of Whole er
Part of Act Unconstibniblonnl

Without stopping to pase on Any
particular, rection of the new revenue
law, the Nebraska supreme court has
given an opinion holding that the act
as & whole I8 a constitutional expres-
elon of the will of the leglalature. The
wourt lMkewlse refuses to give direc-
tions to tax officers as to the manner
fn which they shall enforce the law for
the reason that the court docs not de-
¢ide matters until specific anits are
brought.

As to the provigiong for taxing for-
cign inAaurance companies. the court
eays the state may impose whatever
conditions it desires upon forelgn cor-
porations seeking to do bueiness (n
this state. Regarding ecotions b8 and
61, relating to life, Ore and accident
companies, it was charged that a dis-
crigaination is made In faver of do-
medtle companies.  Without stopping
te construe the tv'o sectious the court
sugmests that If the foreign companies
are discriminated against they may
gocure rodress by w proper wotlon and
that they might successafully contend
fthat the sectlons are invalld and in
that event the law must be enforced
without them. In any view of the
madter the eourt says H 18 not required
by sound reason or legal necessity to
dodlare the whole law Invalid.

Dr. George A. Soper, of New York,
& sanitary expert, sngaged by the Fan-
gineering News to  investigate the
yphold epidemic at Butler, Pa.. and
ts causes, will report that the epi-
demic has by no means attained {ts cul-
mination, about 50 per cent of the
cases not having the critical stage,
The epldemic which he regards as the
most severe one of typhold of recent
record, he attributes to the suspension
of the mechanical filteration of the
city water supply. The report SAYS
that the water for the town is ob-

us treated by mechanical fiitera-
tlen, but that during chauges in water
works plaht unfiltered water from
Conquenssing croek was supplied
from October 20 to November 2, the
epldemic starting on November 5. In
three weeks there were 1,000 cases and
up to December 14, 1247 cases and
fifty-one deathe had been reported| In-
vestigation of the dralnage areas
showed the exlstence of numerons
sources of pollution and particularly
the occurrence of oases of typhoid on
the banks of Conoguessing since July.

The Loulsiana supreme court has
given damages in the sum of $56.000
eaoh to Peter Warner, Reuben Brown.
and Edward Warner, against thirty cit-
izens of Dodson, Winn parish, who had
whitecapped them in an effort to secure
information as to the authorship of
aeveral incendiary fires recently.

The jury in the district court gave
each of the victims $500, This was in-
creased ten-f 'd by the supreme conrt
which declared that the action of the
whitecappers, In refusing o await a
hearing In the fire cases by the grand
jury, reduced the community of which
they professed to be the representatives
to the level of lawless and lgnorant
EAVAgen,
