Tremendous Effect Produced by the

One bundred years ago. oxactly
one week after his active participa-
tion In the Fourth of July eelebration
In New York elty, Alexander Humil-
ton was shot in that memorable duel
with Aaron Burr. Nothing now re.
mains of the fatal feld which, more
than noything else, has made the
name of Weehawken historie In the
annals of Amerien.

It was on July 11, 18504, that the
two brilllant men, separated only by
the murderous distance of ten paces,
leveled pistols at ecach other, awalt-
ing the word to fire. Only one shot
was fired by each. Burr's, almed di-
rectly at his antagonist, inflicted a
mortal wound, while Hamilton's, as
was ascertained the day after, passed
above Burr, the bullet lodging in the
branch of a small cedar tree

On the following day and for sever
al days thervafter the newspapers ap
peared with wide black borders on all
of thelr pages. The newspapers In
thig city, Boston and other eitles did
the same as soon as the news was re-
celved, for, dependent upon stage
conches for information, many of the
outlying towns did not hear of Ham-
titon’s death until after the funeral
in New York.

The funeral was held on Saturday,
July 14, and Hamilton was buried
where his remains still He, in Trinity
churchyard, New York.

The prominence of the combatants
and the tragie ending of the meeting
directed public attention not only to
this duel, Lbut to dueling in general,
ag had never been done before in the
United States, The practice was
common o century ago. Alexander
Hamilton's eldest son, a young man
but 20 years of age, was killed upon
the same field three years before his
father received his death wound,

The pulpit and, to some extent, the
press invelghed against the cusfom as
unworthy of a elvilized community,
but it remained for the Burr-Hamil:
ton duel to arcuse public sentiment
so strongly against this method of
avenging insulis that the praect lce was
never afterwards regarvded in so hon-
orable a light.

It s dificult to imagine at the pres.
ent day the effect produced by the
duel, not only in New York city, but
throughout the entire country. Polit-
ical feeling in those years was in
tensely bitter, but Hamilton's serv-
jces for his country had been of such
recognized value that his death and
the manner of it occasioned wide-
spread mourning. A wave of almost
universal exeeration burst over Burr,

Although vlee president  of the
United States, he had been out of
favor in his own party ever since the
vlection of Jeferson, late In 1800,
Jefferson and Burr each recelved sev-
enty-three ballots in the original elec-
toral vote. For over & week the
house of representatives balloted
upon the question, and Burr was ac-
cesed of intrigning to defeat Jeffer
son, the logical candidate of his
party.

To repair his waning political pres-
tige, Burr secured the nomination for
governor of New York In 1504, Op-
posed to him was Morgan lewis, the
candidate of the Federalists, It was
a bitter fight, for Burr realized that
defeat meant political extinetion.
Hamilton was a strong supporter of
Lewls, and when the Iatler won,
Burr, after an Interchange of letters
regarding certain slatements made
by Hamilton, sent & formal challenge.

The fact that the two men were to
meot on the Weehawken dueling fleld
was known to but few In New York.
It was about 7 o'clock in the morning
of July 11 that the duel was fought,
and, although Hamilton was Im-
mediately brought buck to New York,
the afternoon papers of that date
make no mention of the occurrence,

"John B. Church. Neither was Injured,
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Maj. Richard Churceh of Rochester,
He {8 a grandson of John B. Church,
to whose houge the body of Hamilton
was taken from Mr. Bayard's home in
Greenwich village.

The history of the plstols is inter
eming. Mr. Church purchased them
in London, and It is sald they were
made by a celebrated gunsmith. W.
H. Mortimer, gunmaker to George 1L
They were used In the duel between [
Aaron Burr and Mr. Church in 17989,
and It {8 stated that they next figured |
in the fatal meeting between Phillp |
H. Hamilton, the eldest son of Alex- |

ander Hamilton, and George [ Eac-
ker, who fought at Wechawken on
Nov, 23, 1801, young Hamilton belng
ghot in the right saide and dying the
next day

As Alexander Hamlilton was the
challenged party, he had the cholce
of weapons, and it is but natural that
his brotherin-law's famous plstols
were ueed again, After the duel they
were returned to Mr, Church and
have been carefully preserved in the
family ever sinee.

When the rallroad was cut through
in the early seventies the last vestige
of the old dueling ground wasg oblit-
erated. A large red sandstone boul-
der had up to that time stood near
the spot, and it was said that upon
this boulder the head of Hamilton
rested after he was shot, This origi-
nal boulder may still be seen in the
Iittle inclosure on the high cliff, over
100 feet above the old fighting place.

Efforts have from time to time
been made to erect a suitable monu- |
ment near the site to Hamilton, lmt!
nothing except a very modest monu- |
ment stands there to-day. A small
semi-circular plat of ground has been |
goet apart in the locality now known |
as Highwood, and which may Dbe
reached in about ten minutes from
the ferry landing at Weehawken, and
here is to be seen the only memorial
of the duel.

The red sandstome bounlder stands
upon a granite pedestal, and the boul-
der is surmounted by an ancient bust
of Hamilton, done by Rilordan, the
sculptor. In 1804 a number of resi-
dents In the neighborhood bhad @

of oitizens wore crepe for thirty days.

Services commemorative of Hamil-
ton were held all over the country.
Bcores of orations were dellvered
upon his character, and it was truly
sald that not sinee the death of Wash-
fngton had such universal mourning
been seen.

William P. Van Ness, who later be-
came judge of the Southern distriet
of New York, by appointment of Pres-
Ident Madison, acted as Burr's sec-
ond, and he afterward published a de-
talled statement of the duel, in which
he clalmed that Hamilton fired first.
His statement was really a protest
against the widespread disapproval
of Burr, amounting to ostracism.

Burr himself was amazed at the
opprobrium heaped upon him, Never
before had the popular i1l will been
s0 denunciatory for the surviving
duelist, Burr himself had fought a
duel on the same spot in 1789 with
although Burr received a bullet
through his coat.

For a few days Burr continued to
go about his business in his usual
way and recelved his friends at his
famous home, Richmond HIll, now
totally obliterated, but which stood
for years at about the junction of
Varick and Charlton streets, New
York. Finally he left the city.

Burr was indicted for the murder
of Hamilton, but the Indietment was
quashed about three years later.

bronze tablet placed upon the boul
der, and the inseription on it reads:

- U'pon.
this stone
rested the head of the
Patriot, Soldier,
Statesman and Jurist,
Alexander Hamilton,
after the duel with
Aaron Burr,
fought July 11, 1804,

Beneath this Inscription are two ex-
planatory lines, as follows:

“The duel took place on the bank
of the river near this spot, and the
stone was moved here when the rail-
road was bullt.”

In the rear of this modest little
monument is & tall Aagstaff, and the
Hamilton Memorial assoclation of
Highwood will commemorate thé an-
niversary of the fatal duel In an ap-
propriate ieanner. — Philadalphls
Ledger.

The silken gown relgns supreme for
almost all occasions; but for the for
mal gown-—for visiting, dinner and
reception purposes——Lhere is absolute-
Iy nothing which can take its place,
And the way In which the real laces,
thoge of bhold and wellralsed designs,
are used o supplement the richness
of the =ik, is not by any means the
lemst of their attractions. A recent
gown shows the new radium  satin
messaline—a white shot with faint
yellow, pale pink and hint of mauve
in different lights—combined with a
heavy mesh pointe Arabe in the new
yellowish tint which blends so softly
with white. The corsage, which fas.
tens in the back, is of the lace with
an overlaid yoke of the radium satin,
this likewise furnishing the very full
puff sleeve, which is met at the elbow
by a lace cuff. The present fancy for
panel effects Is seen in the front de-
sign of lace, where the panel is split
to admit the tiny yoke of satin. The
fit over the hips Is attained with dart-
shaped tucks, and the bouffantry at
the foot is cleverly maintained with a
group of lingerie and silk ruffles
sewed Inside the skirt at the foot.

Box plaited effects are exceedingly,
fashionable and any combination ol'
those of full length with shorter
tucks is sure to make a satisfactory
walst. The full length plaits give the
long lines that always are desirable
while the shorter

This very excel-
lent model is
adapted to a wide
range of materials
but i{s shown In
white mercerized
madras, the collar
and cuffs being of
; the material fin-
igshed with fancy
stitches. The back
a8 (lluscrated Is
bloused slightly over the belt but can
be drawn down snugly whenever pre-
ferred.

The walst consists of the fitting lin-
fng, fronts and back and & fitted by
means of shoulder and under-arm
gcams. The effect of the box plaits
is obtained by wide tucks which are
turned one outward and one inward in
each group and the closing Is made
invisibly at the center front. The
sleeves are wide and full below the
elbows, but tucked to it snugly above
and are finished with stralght cuffs.
The novel stock is a festure and 1a
adapted not to this walst alone, but
also to the separate enes which are
always in demand.
