Sketch of His Career.

Russell Sage, multi-milllonaire and
nestor of American financiers, was
born on Aug. 4, 1816, in Verona
Oneida county, N. Y., where his pa-
rentg, Elisha and Pen'¢nce Sage,
members of a little company o1 plo-
neers from Connectlent, had halied
while on their westward march in
quest of a homestemd., At the age of
twelve yours, Russell began his ca-
reer as an errand boy In the grocery
store of his brother, Henry, In Troy.
ol twenty-two he establish-
¢d a wholesale grocery of his own in
that place, In 1857 the young mers
chant had aequired a fortune estis
mated at hall & million dollars, a vasi
amount for those days, and deters
mined to retlre from active husiness
e, He had, however, alreaily be
come Interested In railroads, his first
tranzaction of this characier Leing a
lonn to the LaCrosse Ruallvogd coms
pany, which led to furiher trausac
tions, resulting In his acquiring large
interests In the roads now forming the
Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul sys-
tem, of which he became vice presi
dent, This determined Mr. Sage to
devote his future energies to opera-
tions In Wall street, and in 1863 he
opened his first office in New York.

About this time he formed an asso-
clation with Jay Gould, whiclk contin-
About 1872 Mr.
Sage originated the system of trading
in “puts,” “calls” and “straddles,” in
which he continued to deal thereafter
on a colossal seale. While he pur-
chased a seat on the New York Stock

he never appeared on the floor of the
exchange.

Only onece, it is said, did Mr, Sage
experience a  tremendous reverse,
which would have crushed most men,
but from which he emerged with

courage and confidence unshaken,
This was on the memorable day In
IS8, when the great fallure of Grant
& Ward was announced, resulting in
the loss to Mr, Sage of about $6,000,
000 on a long line of “puts."”

At the time of his death, Mr. Sage
was an officer and director In twenty.
five great rallway and telegraph cor-
porations.

An  inclaent which stariled the
whole country oceurred In Mr., Sage's
office, in the old Arcade building, T1
Broadway, on Dec. 4, 1891. On that
day he was visited by Henry P. Nor-
ecross of Boston, a man of unbalanced
mind, who demanded an immediate
gift of $1,200,000, When the demand
was refused Noreross dropped a dyna-
mite bomb upon the floor, the explo-
glon of which decapitated Noreross,
killed one of the clerks and wreceked
the whaoale office. Mr. Sage was only
slightly hurt by the explogion,
