at least one year must pass belore
theeo ean subside and elections be
cartied out In & manner creditable
to both the United S'ates and Cuba.
T™e only other desire regarding the
date expressed by the conservative
cenmittee wns that Coban Independ-
enee he re-established belore the ex-
plration, Dece. 19, of the present recl-
procily tieaty, in order  that Cuba
be in 9 position to treat for & renewal

of this troaly.

guently, scparstely, or together, as
Mr. Taft might think best.
