Earning a bare subsistence of fifteen
penece o day by toillug from  early
morning 11l far on into the night, she
yel managed to give up one day in the
weel 1o her labor of love, Bhe died In
poverty, but the result of her life's
work was the reform of the prison
svatem of Yarmouih.—London Chron-
