Before being finally lynched Stricks
Innd was given a chance to confess to
thoe misdecds of which the mob sup-
posed him to be guilty, but ho pro-
tested his innocenee until the end.

Three times the moose was placsd
aronnd his netk and the negro waa
drawn up off the ground; three times
he was let down with warniogs that
death was in store for him shou!d he
fail to confess his complicity in the
Cranford murder. Thres times Striek-
land proclaimed hls innocence, until,
weary of useless torturing, the mob
