At the Royal Technlesl school in
Charlottenburg, Germany, Prof. Josso
has recently tested, with remarkable
resultg, o method of increasing the
efficiency of steam engines, which was
fovented by two Germans some ten
yeurs ago, but has only now heen ef-
fectively applled, The principle de-
pends upon the employment of the
exhaust steam from an ordinary com-
pound engine to evaporate another
Hguid having a lower bolling point
than water. The liquid used {8 sul-
pliurous acid, The heat of the exhaust
gteam I8 sufliclent to lbernte sulphur
dloxlde gas, und this, passing Into the
evlinder of an auxillary engine, acts
the part of steam. It s afterwards
condensed and goes back to the vapor-
fzer. The result s sald to be that
to every indicated horse power devel-
oped in the main engine about half a
horse power 18 added by the auxillary
engine, without Increasing the ocon-
sumption of fuel,

An interesting discovery, showing
another link between the living forms
of the old and new worlds in former
ages, was announced at a recent meet-
ing of the Cordilleran section of the
Geological Boclety of Ameriea. Some
bones discovered at Glen Eyrie at the
foot of Pike's Peak proved to be the
remains of a goat-antelope, unlike any
animal of the kind now inhablting
America, but closely resembling the
antelope of the Himalayan region in
Asia, Other bones found in the same
place belonged to a slender-limbed
species of horse now extipet,

FIGHT NEAR PEKIN

Chinese Soldiers Attack Boxers
and Many Killed.

THE SITUATION BECOMES VERY ACUTE

Cinah Netween Jupan aod Russin Im-
minent—Propondernueeof the Cear's
Troops More Than Mikade Wil
Ntand—Other News,

A Shanghal, June 8 dispatch eays:
The soldiers dispatehed to attack the
boxers have fought an engagement
quite close to Pekin, Many were killed
on both sides.

Alarming reports are current here of
the hurried completion of the mobili-
gation of the Jupanese floct,

In consequenve of the representa-
tions of Japan the landing of a large
Russian force at Takn is alleged to
have been stopped. It is belleved here
thut should Russin persist in seading a
prepondering military force to the
front a collision with Japan will inevi-
tably result.

Bad News Vrom Conger,

A Washington, I C., June 8, speeial
anys; Bad news continues to eome from
Minister Conger and the American na-
val force in the Pel Ho river has been
ordered to be reinforced,  The minis.
ter cabled that the situntion w.as worse
at Pekin and this statement, taken in
connection  with  Admiral Kempfl's
alarming cablegram announcing that
an engagement had been begun, deeid-
ed the state depiartment to strengthen
the naval forces nearest the seene of
trouble,

Accordingly, a eablegram waos sent
to Admiral Remey st Manila, divecting
him to dispatch at once to Admiral
Kempff's command the gunboat Hel-
ena, or if that craft is not at Manila,
and ready for immediate service, then
some crnft of correspondingly light
draft and power. The purpose is to
place at Admirnl Kempfs disposal an
eflicient warship eapable of ascending
the Pei He river us far up as Tien
Tsin. Admiral Kempff,s flugship, the
Newark, daawing twenty-three feet of
water, cannot ascend the river safely
beyond the Taku furts, near the en-
trance, but the little Helena drawing
only eleven feet cun safely ascend to
Tien Tsin, forty miles above.

The Helenn was especinlly designed
for rervice in these Chinese rivers and
8o is likely to prove much more effect,
ive than any other of the foreign war-
ships which can puss the Taku forts
and reach Tien Tsin. She carvies n
battery purticularly adapted to dealing
with such half organized mobs as the
“boxers.” Besides her eight four-inel
rvpid-fire guns, she carries four six-
pounder rapid firers, four one-pounder
rapid firers, two colts and one three-
inch rapid firer ficld gun.  She Is com-
manded by Commander Swinburne and
her complement is ten ofticers and 126
men.  In view of the service ahead of
her, it is expected that Admiral Remey
will’add to this one or two companies
=1 murines,

SCOURING WHOLE COUNTRY

SINKING ARTESIAN WELLS

Water Prolblem Holved In Northwest

Nebruakn.

Geologienl experts who have found
strong Mowing wrtesian wells in Da.
kotn and the north, Wyomiag on the
west, and Colorado on the south, have
wlwns mnintained that the sembarid
Pine Ridge nand sand hill belt of west.
ern Nebraskn was barren of subter
ranean water. This theory has at last
been exploded by the sinking of an
elght hundred foot well at Whitman,
tirant county, where a flow was found
that rises to within sixteen fect of the
surface, making pumping easy and is
prictienlly inexhaustible.  The drill-
ing rig has been moved to Hyannis,
the first station west on the B, & M.,
where a nine hundred foot well will be
sunk at a cost to the town, after which
Alllanee intends to operate,

Box Nutte county is now actually
agitating the proposition of sinking
artesinn wells 8o that small farming
might be successfully prosecuted, and
it is argued as favorable that some of
the nearby counties have been able to
obtain artesinn water. The proposi-
tion is to sink one well in Hox Butte
county by way of experiment. and if
the one should prove suceessful then
interested parties conld sink thelr own
wells *vith the full knowledge of ac
quiring n flow of subterranean water,
It is doubtful that the bonds would
carry should the proposition be sub-
mitted to the voters, Notwithstand-
ing the Whitman experiment it is still
doubtful whether an  artesinn flow
could be obtained so far west as Al
Hance,

The present eapncity of the Alliance
witter system has failed some vears to
supply the demand which each year
has inereased, and although a new
pumping plant is Leing put in, which
will help replenish the shortage, yot
there seems to be no remedy for the
witter famine that threatens the town
during the hot summer now commene
ing.
