The circumstances surronnding the
tragedy are a little unusual, M
Kline is the only employe in a place
of this kind in the city, and an insalt-
ing remark in her presence eansed the
trouble. HMer hushund, secking to de-
fend her honor, took up the wifair,
Upon Richardson’s attempt to mix up
in it also a fight ensueldl without weap-
ons,  Richardson, however, in some
unknown manner, got hold of a gun
and in the meantime nlso Mps, Kline
proeured a pistol which she brought
wnd placed in the hands of her hus-
band.  Shooting then eommenced,

STRANDING OF OREGON

Captatn Wilde Warns Ruasslan OfMcer of |

ilis Terll.

Muil advices from Yokohoma, Japan,
ontain the following story regarding
the strandiog of the battleship Oregon
on the Chinese const recently:

The Chinese cruiser Hai-'hi, com-
manded by Captain Sah, a thoroughly
westernized ofticer. on lier way from
Taku to Che Foo decried the Oregon
in her precarions plight and offered
her  valuable assistance which was
most gratefully received by Captain
Wilde. The Hui Chi anchored close by
for further use needed. The same day
a Russian  eroiser came along, Her
commander soming on board the Ore-
gon, received the Chinese wvessel with
suspicion and asked what she was do-
ing there, On being told, he shook
his head and said it would neverthe-
less be his duty to take possession of
her. Captain Wilde nodded and
answered, “Well I am & bit embur-
rassed just now, but there is ammuni-
tion aboard and my guns are in ex-
cellent condition,

The next day after the departure of
the Russian, Captein Wilde visited the
Hai-Chi and suggested to Captain Sah
that as he was protecting somne refu-
gees on bourd it might be well for
him to run up the American flag to
the foretop. This was done and no
questions were asked by passing cruis-
ers afterwards,

FIGHTING AT PEKIN

Amerleans and Others Engaged in n

Continaed Maittle,

A Washivgton, Ang, 2 dispatel says
From teneral ChniTee the war depart
ment reccivel oficin]l confizmation of
the fall of Peliln and the rescue of the
besieged legationers,

Thedispatch of the Amerienn com-
mander was nol long and contaloed
fow details but the unconeealed satis-
faction with which It was received by
the ofticinls of the anministeation in-
divated clearly the anxiety that had
been engendered by his prolonged
silence.  His last communication to
the governm *nt prior to the receipt of
toduy's advices was dated Angost 11 at
Mautow, almost thirty milesfrom Pelcin.
The exp anation of his silence Is sug-
gested in a dispateh received by the
navy department from Admiral Remey,
who, telegraphing from Taku on the
18Lh, says the telegraph line between
that point and Pekin is interrupted.

The cablegram from Admiral Remey
contains some important information
not mentioned by General Couffee, He
makes the startling statement, on
dapanese anthority, that the inopereity
of Pelcin was being bombarded by the
allied forces. Admiral Remey says al
so that the empross dowager is de-
tnined in the inner ecity by Prinee
Yungede.

Adispateh received last night from
the fareign office at Tolkdo, Japan, by
the Japanese legation in this city tends
to eonfirm and amplify previous ag-
counts of the captoie of Pekin by the
allied troops.

Following is the text of the dispateh
from General Chaffee, as made publie
by vhe war department.

“Chee Foo, Ang. 19 —Pekin, Aug.
6 =We entered the legation gronnds
at 5 o'clock last night with Fourteenth
and Light battery. Eight wouuded
duriag the day's fighting., Otherwise
all well,  (Signed) CHAVFER,

War department officials think the
date Pekin, August 15, is an error in
tramsmission.  They believe it should
be August 16, as all previons reports
indicate that Pekin was caplured on
the 15th.

The dispateh which was received
during the morning. was traosmitted
immediately to the president at the
White house, He expressed gratitica-
tion at the news, particalarly at the
small loss sustained by the American
troops. A copy of the disputeh like-
wise was sent to Adjutant Geoeral
Corbin, who is In New York

A London, August 16th dispateh says:
“The alliex are  reported 1o have
reached Pekin Monday." says the
Shanghal correspondent of the Dafly
Express, wiring yestenday.  He adds:

“Chinese ofticinls news confirims this
Matement but without details™

A Paris moessage repeats this hut the
satement, especially as it emanated
from Shanghni sonrces. is accepted
with considerable rescerve.

Other London morning papers, bas-
Ing their remarks uwpon Washington
dispatehes, which, with the exception
of the foregoing from Shanghai, form
the latest news regneding the advanee,
wre divided in opinion, some believing
thut the allies must  alveady  have
reached Pekin, and oithers preferving
to believe that the relief will not he
accomplished until the end of the week.

At Washington.

The statement was mude in Wash-
mgton on reliable authority that the
Pekin  government would designate
some high otficial to meet the com-
manders of the alliecd armles at Tuang
Fhow and agree with them on some
measures for the safe condoct of the
foreign legntions in the ecapital. In-
formation to this effect has been re-
teived in Washington.

Itispot ar all unlikely that the
meeting already has tnken  place if
enersl Chatfee has poshed on to
Tung Chow.
