According to reports from those who
wore with Brown when he Jeft Nov,
13, he bad less than 8500 with bim.
Brown's salary was only 81,000 a year.
Hia bond was for $10,000.

Hrown's aystem required a wonder-
ful memory. The experts say he car-
ried in his head the fignres that en-
abled him to eall off correctly a lot of
false entries ina way to throw the
clerks who were doing the checking
completely off the track. A depositor
would put in 83,100. Brown. it is said,
would enter the proper amount of
the deposit in one book and
enter it ax 8100 in another. He would
take the difference —83,000—himself.
Then when it eame to checking
up, he would handle one of she
books. Another clerk would check
and Brown would call off. lostead of
calling off 8100 which appeared ax the
amount of the deposit on the book
which he was handling he would eall
it as §3,100 thus making it correspond
with the book In the hands of the
other clerk, He also, it is alleged,
worked it in another way. A deposit-
or would draw out $100. Brown would
make the properentry in one book and
enter 83,100 in another. When the de-
positor had his acconnt checked up the
figures were taken from the book in
which the correct entry bad been
made. When the bank ofcinls looked
to see what amount was due the de-
positor they were given their informa-
tion from the book which showed §3.-
100, was drawn. The general ledger
was correctly kept and balanced with
the cash, while the individual ledger
it is alleged, was fixed o suit Brown's
purposes, the former the one that the
bank officials examined.

The rapidity with which the
vehicle was passing saved its oceu-
pants, The axe, or hatchet,
fell  just behind the carringe The
womnn was  immediately  arrested.

The woman's npame is Selma
Schnnpke. She occupieda place in the
front rank of the spectators, on the
side farthest from the emperor. The
hatchet, it now appears, struck the
carringe. A crowd of people who wit-
nessed the outrnge threw themselves
on his majesty's assailant, but the
prownpt intervention of the police
saved the woman from injury.

The missile, it developed later, wasa
short hand chopper.
