PRUSSIAN DIET OPENED.

Npeoch From Throne Read by Chancel-

lor Yon Buelow.

The Prossisn diet was opened Janu-
wry & in the name of Emperor Wil
liwm, who is suffering from o slight
ecold, by the imperinl chaneellor, Count
von Buelow. who read the speech from
the throne, The prioeipal point in
thix was the announcement of the pre-
sentation of an extended canal bill,
comprising not only the Rhine and
Flbe seheme. but also the construction
of & waterway for large ships between
Berlin and Stettin, & most practica ble
waterway between the Oder and the
Vistula, and  improvements  in  the
Wartha, lower Oder, Tower Havel und
Npreds,

The speech veferved to the continued
satisfactory inancial situation. suying
a satisfactory surplus had been ob-
tained in 1800 wnd that equally favora-
ble resnlts were expected for 1000,
while the budget for 1001 showed &
marked increase in revenue and the
profits from the state railrowds were
satisfactory,

It was proposed. the speech added,
to introduce bills dealing with the
reform of the loeal government of Hers
lin, the relief of provinvial tinances,
the housing problem, ete.

The speech concludes with an uppeal
for the putriotic lubor of the members
of the diet and with a reference to
the bicentenary of the kingdom of
Prussin.

INSIST ON SURRENDER.

Countrymen of Boers Ask Thew o Glve

tp the Fight.

A Capetown, Junuary =,
suys:  The central police commiltee at
Kroonstadt has issued a cirenlar, in
the course of which it says:

*The time has arrived for the inhab-
itants of Orange River eolony to make
an effort to save the eountry from fur:
ther destruetion, The countrey s lit-
ernlly n vast wilderoess.,  The farmers,
ruined and facing starvation. wre
obliged to go to the towns for protee
tlon, and huge refugee camps have
been formed by the Heitish for them,
This is eansed by an obstinate minor-
ity, who will not bow tu the inevita-
ble."”

The eircular points out that the
British will never restore independence
to the republies, and urges upon the
burghers the duty of surrendering aud
accepling the teras offered. The re-
cent Afrikanker congreas at Worcester
in eriticised in the cireular as ““mislend-
ing the Boers and giving fulse impres.
sions. "
