utensils. Therevoval adds over 50
families to the population of the
city, who have been provided with
cheap tenements for residences.
The faotory employs 120 workmen.

COLORADO.

The Colorado Central is now
working in a large body of rich ore.

Valley gives prom-
ise wf immense crops this season.
The increased average is very large.

Estes Park, in the western portion
of Larimer county, is declared to
rontain finer scenery than the ro--

It is reported that a custom silver
mill will be erected in the Caribou
District this summer. The mines
of that districtare yielding welL

Lieutenant Anderson is detailed
to survey a road from Fort Garland
over the mountains to Fort Win-gat- e,

also to survey Pike's Peak.

Since the organization of the new
county of Rio Grande, about two
months since, 126 conveyances have
been filed for record in the Recor-
der's office.

The Boulder News announces that
work will begin on the smelting
works in that town during the com-

ing week, and they will be pushed
to completion within sixty days.
Eight carloads of machinery have
arrived.

The stock subscription book of the
Pueblo and Salt Lake railroad has
returned to Pueblo from Denver
with 1,500,000 worth of stock suo-scribe- d.

Tho work will certainly
be begun on or about the first of
July.

The Golden Smelting Works re-

sumed operations on Monday, un-

der control of the Golden Smelting
Company. The Company is now
purchasing ores under more favora-
ble terms than heretofore, and there
will be no halt iu work during tho
present season.

To tell the truth, says tho Greeley
Tribune, "it is an uphill business to
grow fruit in uoiorauo. vine iossws
of trees, especially of apples, have
been frightful." Taking the great
loss of fruit trees into consideration,
the past or two, it may appear
an "up hill business," but fruit rais-

ing has not as yet been fully tested
in Colorado. Fruit trees need, and
must have protection from forest
trees, or otherwise.

San Juan miners are happy over
the confirmation of the Ute treaty.
The Indians in that section are
friendly and peaceable. Of the
country ceded by tho treaty the
Prospector says that It has an area
of many thousand square miles.
"It is mostly a mountainous region,
chiefly valuable for mining pur-
poses, but in it are many fertile
valleys and parks which contain
thousands of acres of good agricul-
tural and pastoral land. Within
its limits lie the headquarters of the
Rio Grande, San Juan (a tributary
of tlje Colorado), Animas, La Plata,
Mancos, Gunnison, and other rivers,
some of which flow toward the
Pacific and others toward the At-

lantic."

NEVADA.

The coal mines in El Dorado Can-
yon, Lyon county, Nevada, are to
be thoroughly prospocted immedi-
ately.

Over 100 car-loa- ds of ore are now
daily being shipped over the Virgin-
ia and Truckee railroad to mills on
Carson river and at Silver City.

Dr. Hazlett is mentioned as one
of the most prominent candidates
for "the Republican nomination for
Governor of Nevada.

The Pioche Record hasbeen shown
a letter from Adolph Sutro,in which
ho announces his intention of be-

coming a candidate for United
States Senator from Nevada.

A new discovery of the Placer
mines has been made on the head-
waters of the Bruneau river, Elko
county, and about seventy miles
northeast of Elko. The prospects
run from three to nine cents to the
pan, fine gold, but of tho very best
kind.

Times are very lively in Reno,
Nevada, this Spring, owing to the
large number of buildlngenterprises
which have been set on foot. Car-
penters and masons are greatly In
demand. The brick buildings which
are being erected by the prominent
business men of the town are the
finest in the State.

On the Glenbrook side of Lake
Taboo, the snow is all gone, and
they are engaged in sowing wheat
on Captain Fray's ranch. On the
north side of the lake the snow is
pretty deep. As yet no vehicles can
reach the lake. In ono place the
snow lies to the depth of thirty or
forty feet. Those traveling between
the lake and Carson Valley make
the trip either on foot or horseback,
a trail having been broken over the
snow.

The Kossuth and Alhambra Min-
ing Companies, near Silver City,
Nevada, are at war. The works of
the two mines having made an un-
expected connection several hun-
dred feet below the surface, the
Kossuth people built a fire In their
shaft to smoke out tho Alhambra-itc- s,

which was such a success that
Scheel, the superintendent, narrow-
ly eicaped death by asphyxia, fall-
ing back insensible Just as he reach-
ed the surface. A deserter from the
Kossuthites says Walley, foreman
of the Ko&suth, had ordered him to
drill a hole underwheretho Alham-
bra men were at work, put a heavy
charge of giant powder Into It and
when the enemy came to work, to
fire the charge and blow them all to
h 1, but that ho quit work rather
than obey.

CALIFORNIA.

A beet-sug- ar factory Is to be built
at Anaheim, Los Angeles county.

Horses are still sick with the epi-
zootic in the vicinity of Nevada
City.

The travel to tho Geysers via.
Cloverdale, Is larger than ever be-
fore.

A glove factory, with a capital of
$30,000, will be organized in Healds-bur- g.

An immense quicksilver ledge has
been found at Mount Jackson, San
Bernardino country, about fifty-sev- en

miles from Santa Rosa.
Work has been suspended on the

Little Borax Mine, Lake county,
on account of the low price ol
borax.

The Sacramento Beet Sugarie has
made arrangements to make a large
quantity of sugar this summer. It
is thought that the mill will be able
to run about nine months.

In Los Angeles, a company has
been formed to propogate orange
trees on a large scale. This compa-
ny intends to sprout not less than
half a million of orange trees this
spring.

A large bed of lodestone has been
discovered in Tulare county. It
has been found of great efficacy for
rheumatism, by simplyiapplylng It
to the aflected part.

The Southern Pacific Railroad
Company will at an early day com-

mence the erection.of machine shops
on their ground in" the eastern part
of Los Angeles.

Several of the ranchers in Ama-

dor county are experimenting --with
cotton on a small scale this year, in
order to test the question as to
whether it will grow and thrive iu
the foothills.

The Monterey Democrat says
hot fmm the shores of the bay to

the Soledad crossing, a distance of

this yea will present an almost un-

broken grain field. The area of
tilled land comprised within the
space indicated will not fall short of
110,000 acres.

Dan De Quille says he can stand
it to hear tourists from the Atlantic
seaboard who come out here to the
Pacific coast talking about "San
Joeyquinn," "San Josey," "Stanis--
louse" and tno like, but when they
begin asking questions about "Mt.

OREGON.

There are 118 prisoners in the
Oregon penitentiary.

The Willamette River Transport-
ation Company has purchased the
Farmers' wharf at Astoria.

The Superintendentof the Oregon.
Slate Penitentiary now has seventy
men making brick, who turn out
about 90,000 brick per day.

The railroad telegraph office in the
Gervais depot, Oregon, was struck
by lightning and set on fire in the
office and on the roof, May 4th. Mr.
J. L. Williams, the operator, had
just left the office, or he would un-
doubtedly have been killed., as the
stroke melted all the instruments
in the office.

Portland people are excited over
the reports of rich diggings at Cas-sia- r,

and many are leaving for the
new JU Dorado. Tne ice being out
of the river, passengers will be, able
to reach Buck's Bar without any
great hardship or expense, and. the
djstgnco tq 'the inlnes from that
point is so short as to be accomplish-
ed In a few days' brisk travel.
Nothing is said as to the extent of
the diggings.

Two gentlemen, Sabin and Polly,
each with a family of nine children,
who came to Oregon last fall, says
the Eugene City Guard, were pas-
sengers on the last steamer, return-
ing to thejr old hopes, wholly

with Oregon. This Is one
of the natural results of over-ratin- g

a country. People are led to expect
too much and are disappointed and
dissatisfied.

MONTANA.

Mining in Nelson gulch and at
the Park is progressing favorably,
with only a moderate water supply
compared with previous seasons.

Helena merphaudjso shipments
this year from Eastern and West-
ern markets, it is estimated, will
exceed by more than one-thir- d the
shipments of 1872-- 3.

The cash deposits in the Helena
banks were probably never greater
than at present. In the burglar
proof safes of a single ono of them
there $540,000 currency deposits.

The Bozeman Courier admits that
the Yellowstone expedition has not
met the expectation of those who
contributed money and supplies to
outfit it.

The grasshoppers are hatching
nut by the million, iu the Madison
valley. They will do much damage
to the crops before taking their de-

parture.

A prominent stock dealer is at
present In Helena to interview
cattle men, and to Inspect their
herds with a view to purchasing for

I the Chicago and other eastern mar
kets,

The placer mines in Bald mouiu
tain district bid fair to be quite val-
uable, as the Odell Company claim
to have found an old river channel
running through the hills, with
good grospects in from ten to twenty
feet of gravel.

Advices from the Bryant mining
district, of Beaverhead county, are
encouraging, and state that the
claim owners are getting in and
pushing the development of their
lodes rapidly forward. The wagon
road is being constructed into the
district from a point near Brown's
Bridge, which will be something
over twenty miles long when com-
pleted.

THE NEW MORMON PROPHET.

A Message Sent to Brigham
Young.

From the Salt Lale Tr bune.

Salt Lake City, 1

May 12, 1874 : 5G34. J
To President Brigham Young : I

have received a revelation from our
Lord and Savior Jesus Christ of
Nazareth, that he is very much dis-
pleased with you because you are
not acting according to his com-
mandments, as he has given to the
Church by His Prophet, Joseph
Smith.

1. You make tho Saints to take
water instead of wine, for the me-
morial of his blood; and not you,
neither the Saints do kneel down at
the timo when the blessings of the
Sacrament are offered, which he
commanded to be done. Doctrines
and Covonants, See. 2, Par. 2.

2. Also, you did not build up the
Temple of the Lord before you built
tho Theatre, and other large build-
ings, for carnal seourjtles, Book of
Mormon, 2 of Nephl, ch. 11, 3d par-
agraph, page 166. And you are the
means of depriving the Saints from
the washings and annointjngs, and
sealings, and baptisin for the dead,
as the Lord has commanded by the
Prophet Joseph Smith. Doctrine
and Covenants, Sec, 103, Par. 10, 11,
12, 13, 14, 15, 16, 17, You have mis.
appliwl the money that the Saints
have paid temple donations and
tlthinga, money which is not for the
Lord, and not for the salvation of
the Saints: Therefore, He, the Lord
has called on mo tq Jet you know
his mind, and what He, 'the Lord,
Intends to do,

He commanded me to tell you
that you should stop building the
Temple here. He will accept it,
but not in St. George. But you
should take all the moneys you
have got In the emigration fund and
in the tithing office, and If that Js
not enough, you shall produce of
your own money, which is the
Lord's: and you shall send swift
messengers, yea, ohosen messengers, J
ana gamer up all the Latter-da- y

Saints from all parts of the world,
and bring them here in this valley;
they should be Instructed according
as the Lord will reveal through me,
to prepare them to go to Jackson
countyjMissouri, to build upja Tem-
ple to his bojy name, and also the
City of Zlon, for the coming of our
Lord and Savior Jesus Christ of
Nazareth, to take possession of his
Inheritance, this world, which he
has purchased with his own blood
on Mount Calvary near Jerusalem
In the East, to reign forever and

.ever, as King of lungs and Lord
of Lords.

3. He is also displeased with ytu
for trying to establish the United
Order of Enoch what you call. You
have not proved yourself faithful
enough, and also many elders of the

"church, in the things "which you
and they naa m nana, to buna up
the kingdom of God In righteous-
ness. Therefore, you are comman-
ded not to proceed any further In It,
and let the Saints keep what they
have got, for the purpose to go to
Jackson county to build a house for
the Most High to dwell in, that he
may restore again "that which was
lost unto j'ou, or which he has
taken away, even the fulness
of the Priesthood." Doctrine
and Covenants. Sec. 103, par. 10.

I hereby discharge my duty, and
let you know what the Lord our
God has revealed unto me, and I
leave for you to act accordingly.

I am your friend, and your broth-
er and Prophet, Revelator and Seer
of the Church of Jesus Christ of
Latter-da- y Saints.
