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HE weroplune's career as a suvior of
lives In large numbaer began as early
as 1911, in the very war in which
it first demonstrated its potentiall-
ty as an instrument of war, and
the result showa that its poten-
tinlity wns greater as an Instru-
ment of peace—na life saver.
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Itallans were saved from an unpleasant surprise
by the aerial scouts, who observed three advanc-
lug columns of Turks and Arabs of about 6,000
men, The Italluns, after recelving this informa-
tion, could successflly caloulate distances and ar-
range for thelr defense.

On the following day, October 24, the battle of
Belura-Sciat took place, resulting in the loss to
the Turkish army of 3,000 men. During the bat-
tle two ameroplanes were circling the alr. The
flights took place above the line of fre, so as to
be able to direct the firing of the blg guns from
the battleship Carlo Alberto and also of the moun-
tain artillery, The aeroplanes were often shot
at by the guns of the enemy, but with no results.
The finding of the enemy was an influential event
The situation at the time was such that without
that discovery the Itallans would have met with
a defeat which might have affected the whole
campalgn. Thus two men and two old, half worn
meroplanes saved a defeat which might have in-
volved the Joss of thousands of lilves—as was the
case In the Erithrea campalgn—at a cost of pos-
sibly only a few dollars, the price of gasolene and
oll,

Later in the campaign the aerpplane became a
veritable advance agent of peace, being used by
the Itallan officers to drop manifestoes over the
encampment telling the natives of the ltalians’ in-
tentions. This {8 a very Important matter, be-
cause, as shown by France's long campaign in
Algeria and Morocco, most of the trouble in colon-
fes {8 due to the natives misunderstanding the
purposes of the invaders, who never have a
chance to expiain thelr intentions.

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It 18, therefore, gratifying to find that the water
aeroplane, the hydro-aeroplane and the flying boat
seem destined to save life,

The hydro-aeroplane began Its career as a life
saver in 1911, while still in the experimental
perfod. It was during the famous Chicago meet
an avintor lost control while fiylng over Lake
Michigan and fell into the water., Three-quarters

the surface of the water llke a big seagull. The
pilot of this craft, seeing the aviator's fall, went
to the rescue. Fying at+a mile a minute speed,
he reached the spot, landed on the water by the
submerged neroplane and offered to take the
avintor to land=-all {n less than one mifute! |

Some months later, on March 8, 1912, two avia-
tors fell in San Diego bay while flving und thelr
machine capsized. An aviator on the shore saw
the aceldent, Jumped on his hydro with his
mechanie and flew to the rescue, landing n min-
ute later by the "shipwrecked” two

The first demonstration of actually rescuing a
person not connected with aviation was given on
October 10, 1912, by Charles Wald, instructor in
the Wright school of water fiying, at the Glenwood
Country club. A man named Walter Strohbach
foll Into the harbor from a rowboat In which he
wins seeking diverslon with a friend The row-
boat was half a mile off the shore at Sea Clff and
fully a mile from the Glenwood Country elub,
when, miscalculating his position, Mr. Strohbach
attempted to sit further on the stern of the boat,®
with the result that he fell overboard. Although
his friend tried to reach his companion, a strong
current ecarried them apart. Shouts along the
shore told of the plight of the young man, who
was exhausted In the chilly water, Mr. Charles
Wald, learning of the occurrence while at the
hangar preparing to make a flight, jumped Into
his machine and flew to the man In the water,
who could be seen from the club station.

Alighting In the hydro-aeroplane on the water
near Strohbuach, the aviator first threw a life pre.
server to the young man, who was scarcely able
to keep aflont, then. bringing the machine along
slde, mannged to get him aboard one-of the floats
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drop life belts, ropes, food, medicine or stimulants
~-necording to the urgency of the needs.

With all the navies working to develop means
for launching aeroplanes fromn battleships and
receiving them back, It Ils safe to say that the
problems connected therewith will be solved very
s0on.  Then liners will carry aeroplanes to use for
carrylng dispatches gnd for general pllot duties

Just as the water ueroplane is a wonderful nux-
illary of the navy, it is a wonderful auxiliary for
ocenn liners, promising to afford to phassenger-
carrying ships services of the highest kind.

The water aeroplane is wonderfully adapted for
preventing disasters of the kind which overcame
the steamship Titanle, and, in case such disasters
take place, minimize the loss of life. A fiying
boat on A steamer can rige to investigate unseen
dangers ahead. It can do so at night as well as by
using thae ship's searchlights as the aeroplane's
searchilights. In case of the vessel becoming dis-
abled the aeroplane can fly to notify othesr vessels,
utiliziug the wirelesy apparatus, with which every
fiying boat Is being equipped In the foreign na-
vies, to notify the other steamships of the need or
of its aproach

The most appalling thing o the Titanie disaster
wans that there were a number of steamships with-
In call distance—some not as much as 40 miles
away-—which the wireless telegraph did not reach
in some cases because it became disabled as the
ship sank. A flying boat could have covered the
40 miles In less than an hour, while ita wireless
