Water Lost In Three Ways

Wauter in the soll may be lost in
three ways. By downward percolation,
by oveporation uwt the surface, aud by
use of the plants.  As there is scareely
ever enough water in many parts of
Nebruska to ullow percolntion, it need
not generally councern  the farmer.
Evaporation, however, is n thing thmt
catt be partinlly controtled, Muisture
comes 1o the surface like oll o a wick.
If land is caltivated,
is greatly returded, for
slowly thro a loose soil. As ruin s
generilly followed by a wind which
iuduces evaporation, it it weli to culti
vate ns soou after a rain as possible
It also assists in destrovinge another
factor in the loss of water, the weeds
Cultivation kills weeds which uwse the
moisture that should be reserved for
the plunts.

Why Not A Few Sheep?
A few shieep on the avernge Neliraska
farm, if properly eared for, will give
wood finaneial returns, A farmer who
is not familiar with sheep husbandry
should start with & small floclk aud as
his number grows his kuoowledge ol
sheep manngement will inerease. The
profits derived from the sheep busi
ness, the Nebraska College of Agricul
ture finds, are largely determined by
t:ho shepherd's knowledge of the indus
try. Sheep are sometimes called the
plaut scavengers of the farm, They
will thrive on more kinds of weeds
than will any other domestio animal.
Sheep prove Invaluable in cleaning
weedy pastures, fence corners, and in
removing brush, Sheep can always be
used to good advantage in utllizing
products which would otherwise go to
waste, such as the scattered heads and
volunteer growth in the stubble field,
orab grass, aud the lower leaves in the
cornfield.
