Lethbridge, “Alberta—A terrific ex-
plosion, coming without warning, Fri
day entombed 250 miners employed in
mine No. 20 of the Hlillerest Colllers
company, limited. Of the fifty res
cued only fourteen are alive. Desplte
efforts of the two score men leboring
among the poisonous debris hope of
rescuing allve the 200 men yet In the
mine is waning. The explosion, which
occurred at about 9§ n'clock, shook the
countryside for miles, lifted the roofs
of many miners' cabins and demol-
fshed numerous small bulldings. A
moment after the exploslon a score of
panic-stricken surface workers rushed
from the mine, followed by a dense
cloud of amoke and poisonous fumes,

MUCH MONEY TO LOAN,

§500,000,000 Avallable for Farm Mort-
gage Loana.

Washington.—Comptroller of the
Currency Willlams estimates that
about $500,000,000 In national banks
throughout the United States is avalla-
ble for farm mortgage loans under the
provisions of the federal reserve act
making it possible for national bank-
ing assoclations to lend money on im-
proved lands.

Beorea of Inquiries concerning this
provision reach the treasury depart
ment dally and there does not seem
to be a general understanding that the
farm loan clause of the act is now in
force and makes it possible for na-
tional banks to make farm loans be-
fore the formal organisation of the
federal reserve booard.

The estimate of Comptroller Wil
aths is based on reports showing the
capital stock and surplus of national
banks to be $1,777,000,000. Twenty-
five per cent of this amount, or $444,
260,000, is avallable for farm loans.

Uitimatum to Delegates.

Niagara Falls, Ont.—Justice Lamar's
memorandum to Emillo Rabas, head
of the Mexican delegation, announc-
ing that the United States “must in-
sist” on the acceptance of its plan for
the pacification of Mexico {s an unti-
matum. Unless the Huetra delegates
¥leld mediation will end at once. This
is the firm determination of the United
Btates as it was conveyed to the me-
diators.

among Carranza's followers had been
nipped and that this enhanced the
chance of an agreement being reached
upon a provisional president of Mex-
ico and that internal Mexican hosltill-
tles might be checked.

SUIT FOR LAND RECOVERY.,

Government Charges Fraudulent Pos
seasion In Califernia.

Los Angeles, Cal.—S8uit has been
filed by the federal government in the
United States district court here to re-
cover oil lands, valued at more than
$60,000,000 in Kern county, California,
from the BSouthern Pacific Rallroad
company, the Standard Oll company
and fifty other corporations and indl-
viduals. The land area Involved is
107,799 acres. This is one of the series
of suits in equity instituted by the gov-
ernment to recover lands which It
maintains were fraudulently obtained
by the railroad company in violation of
the provisions of an act of congress in
1866, supplemented by a joint resolu-
tion adoptéd in 1870. The act of con-
gress of 1866 granted large tracts of
agricultural lands to ald the bullding
of transcontinental rallroads but with.

To Kill All 8tray Doge.

Health officers of Cass county have
been ordered to kill all stray dogs
there and to muszle all remaining
dogs who bave owners. The order
was promulgated by the astate bao-
teriologist, following the report that
two cows, two steers, two horses and
twenty-five dogs have been killed there
during the past month on account of
affliction with rables. The disease
has been transmitted from one of these
animals to another through bites. Thus
far the disease has been confined to
Casa county, as far as the state health
authorities know. They believe that
by attention to their orders from now
on all trace of it can be wiped out.
