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| VIENNA MELANCHOLY AS A SEPULCHER
A5 WAR GOES ON AND NEWS 15 BARRED

(The following story 18 tha first re-
celved In the United Htatea telling of
actual war conditfons In Vienna, It 1s
written by the first  American-tralned
newspuper wotnan who has had an oppor-
tunity to sees things aus they nre In Aus-
trin.)

I have seen a processlon of 4,000
mothers, whose husbands have dled In
Galiela, carrying In thelr arms their
fatherless babes, They filed past the
great cold palace of the ministry of
war. It was thelr mute appeal for
peace.

1 have seen a procession of little
children, plaintive and futile emis-
sarles of life, sllently protesting
agalnsl needless death.

Dazed by War Horrors.

1 have seen tralns arriving, every
one crowded to suffocation with the
wounded and dying. From the midst
of these maimed and mutilated, sick-
ened and suffering men, 1 have reen
uncompreliending soldiers, dazed by
the horrors of war, erazed with joy at
being home agalin, dragged from their
companions and placed under arrest.
Thelr erime?—Why, they eried out in
the delirium of excitement thelr
curses agalnst the Russians who had
brought such terrible defent to the
Augtrian armies. For no news must
‘be whigpered by the wounded or the
fugitive which reflects the truth of
Austrian disasters,

And above these visual pictures of
| the melancholy Vienna of today, 1
have sensed the touch of those gray
‘ wings of dread which cast thelr
shadow over the town—the soiled, the
| sordid, the horrible wings of cholera.

I have falt with the people, stalking
beside this 1ideous enemy, the plague
~—i{ta sister specter, hunger.

Seventy Thousand Now In Hospitals.

In Vienna tnday 70,000 wounded are
| being cared for in hoapitals, schools,
universities, hotels, churches. The
Red Cross admits its inability to care
for all the wovnded, and the sight of
helpless men, suffering needlessly and
hopelessly, 1¢ one which confronts
the worker ip the cause of humanity.

In all Eurnpe there does not exist
today another capital where the pub-
lio is treatad so inconslderately in re-
gard to war news, The newspapers
publish nothing save the official state-
ments—and thelr “news" can be
guessed at.

Arrests are made hourly of Vien-
nese who whisper words of Austrian
defeat. Sples are everywhere.

In a cafe on the Praterstrasse I sat
in a nervous crowd and saw whisper-
ing refugees from QGalicla passing
their story on, furtively and fearfully.
Buddenly 1 saw a young man whose
pale face told of recent suffering de-
serted by his companion, who went to
the door, whispered to an officer and

departed. In a moment the fugitive
was arrested. He had talked to a
BpY.

Talks to Young Mother.

At the msame station where the in-
coming trains bring new misery for
‘ gay Vienna that was I talked with a

young mother whose husband lay dead

on the battlefield. She had fled to
| the caplital to plead with the govern-
| ment which had taken her husband
' and robbed her children of a father
for means of support and some of the
necessaries of life. Bhe told in pa-
| tlent, resigned tones of her sufferings
‘In bringing her three children from
| Galicla, where her home was to be
| her haven no longer, and where blood
ran deep in the garden beds which
she had tended so falthfully walting
| the return of her husband.

“When we arrived at the frontier,
We

were herded llke animals and were
i treated worse than we treat our dogs.
| 1 was days In securing a place In the
trains because I had no money. There
was a4 police officer on the train, and
he demanded our passports, such
money as we had, and when we ecould
show npelther he refused for days to
let us go on."

The natural Impulse of these fugl-
tives here i8 to speak of the evil days
which have befallen them, of thelr
logses and the carnage—and they can-
not understand why they are arrested
for it.’

Moves Citizens to Despair.

The right of automobiles carrying
wounded soldlers past the brilllant
Hof theater, past the opera, past the
gothic splendor of Bt. Stephens, where
formerly gay cars sped on, bent on
pleasure, is one that movem the Vi-
enneso to despair.

I talked to one of these wounded
soldlers as the car in which he was
belng carried was stopped in front of
the Burg theater for repairs. He told
me in whispers, while the guards were
| busy with the car, of the frightful
. ravagea made by the Russiang and

the Bervians upon the Austrlans.

\ “They have buried our dead In
heaps,” he sald, tears coursing down
his face. “They were killed Ilke
sheap driven to a slaughter yard. The
Russlan artillery has done unbellev-
sble things. The Russians waste thelr

| smmunition as though it were free as

ailr. Thelr Infantry is not good, but
how terrible is the artillery—how ter
rible—""

Tho spirit of patriotism In the Vi
ennese runs to ita highest flood when
these wounded men are belng cob-
vayed through the streots,

Show Captured Arms.

Refore the palace of the minister of
war, beside the monument of Maria
Theresa and of Prince Schwarzen-
berg, the cannons und arms captured
from the Russiang are on view, They
are Insignificant arms, but the peopls
do not tire of caressing them. The
meager #igns of Austrinn success are
ltke gleams of hope in a leaden wky

of despalr
And patrolling the streets one sees
increasing In number dally nonde-

script army uniforma Every color
and sort of anclent regalla has been
brought forth from old storchouses.

In the hour when war and {ts hor
rora are keeping a pall over Vienna
the slght of rellglous processions,
headed by priests praying for Divine
nld, brings out In relief the pleture of
faith. The churches are constantly
filled with women and children, pray-
ing for husbands and fathers and
brothers who may never return. In
the time of sorrow too great to en-
dure alone the people are throwing
themselves more and more upon the
bosom of the church, which has of-
fered them consolation so many times
before.

Rich Are Accused.

While the devout are flling the
churches and the wounded are filling
the hospitals, whila the wretched fu-
gitlves are bringing with them famine
from Qallela, accusations and pro-
tests are rising above the murnwrs of
distress, against the rich.

On different  subseription  lists
opened dally for the Red Cross the
slght of unbellevably small sums giv-

en by members of the nobllity and by |

milllonalres has brought forth waves
of Indignation. A feudal prince who
fs among the richest men in Kuroje
has subscribed 20 crowns ($4)., Ev-
erywhere one hears eriticlsm of the
aristocracy, of the high nobility and
thelr avarice. This selfishnesn, say
the people, is traditional, but the pub-
lie believed that in an hour like this
even the tightened purses of the no-
bility would open, It has been sug-
gested that a list be published, giving
the names of the nobllity, of the rich
who have been gullty of avarice, and
who have added to the general pub-
lic depression. Emperor Francls Jo-
seph does not conceal his indignation
against these grasping members of
the nobility.

HESSIAN PRINCE SHOT
IN BACK, SAY ALLIES

Calals.—Hospitals, both in the fleld
and at the base, are full of work just
now, for the fighting that is golng
on is flerce and reckless.

Troops upon entering a small vil-
lage, held strenuously for several days
by the Prussians, eame upon the body
of Prince Max of Hesse, He had
been dead three days.

Continual night fighting has been
going on, The nights have been des-
perately cold, but the men and horsea
of the allles have a splendid supply
of blankets and good, hot food s
turned out smoking from the travel
ing fleld kitchens.

Troops Have Plenty.

The troops have more than enough
of coffee, jam galore and cigarettes by
the tens of thousands, Thelr spirit
is excellent, their health good, thelr
hearts high and they are still sing-
ing. They are looking forward cheer
fully enough to a tempestuous Christ
mas day in the trenches.

Calale 18 taking it all placidly
enough. The city ia filled with Bel-
glan refugees wandering at will any-
where, anyhow, sleeping under the
atars, amid stable lltter In byways,
in filthy back streets, on steamboats
and on fishing boats,

In the bharbor, where hundreds and
hundreds of fishing boats from all
along the coast e thick as thelr own
packed fish after a spell of great
hauling, there is & living population
almost gqual to the population of the
town at normal times.

Whole families are herding ln an
intolerable atmosphere, There are
familles In rags and tatters with all
thelr cherished household goods, while
clustering aiound them are famjilies
of the welltodo, fat and well-fed,
with furs to warm them and jewels
to decorate them.

Waiting for Boata

Every day hundreds of them are
marshaled off to the quay, where they
wait in long, dreary, patient lines,
in rain or shine, for an English boat
to earry them away,

LESSON FOH NOVEMBER 8

BOWING AND REAPING.

-———

(World's Temperance Lesson.)

LEBSON TEXT-—-Gal. 6:1-10,
GOLDEN TEXT-Whatsoever a mm
sowelh, that shall he also reap. —Gal. 4:7.

Nowhere do the Scriptures axcusa
men from the results of their own
sins. The effects of nins, and of bleas-
Ings alike, are unto the succeeding
generations. France s still paying in
the physical realm the cost of Na-
poleon’s ambition. Europe will have
a greater debt to pay blologically than
any which will be charged against its
exchequers as the result of this ine
human and unecalled-for war,

I. Those Who Trespass, vv. 1.8,
Jesus plainly instructs us that “tres
passes must needs come.” Our probe
lem Is (a) to avold being the tres
passer and (b) the manner of our con.
duct towards those who do trespass.
In this lesson the second question ls
treated first. Though a man be over
taken In the very act of trespassing,
those who are taught and governed by
the Holy Spirit (see chapter 6:16-95)
are to prove to the world by thelr
conduct that they are thus taught and
governed. They are to ‘restore such
an one,” considering at the same time
themselves lest they, too, stumble. To
restore is to replace, "to reduce a frac-
ture,” to put a member of tha body
Into its proper place. Every bellever
ls a member of the body of which
Christ is the head I Cor. 12:12, 14, 27,
and one who falls (stumbles) into sin
I8 & member out of place,

Man's Duty to Man.

The first step is to help our erring
brother to bear his burdens (welghts)
of temptation, weakness, fallure and
sin, and in so doing we “fulfill the law
of Chriat,” Ch. 6:14; John 13:34; Rom.
16:3. Jesus Christ not only gave us
this law, but he also lived it aa well,
Phil, 2:6-8. The true disciple, who is
really trylng to help his brother bear
his burden, does so with the consclous-
ness not of his own rectitude, but rath-
or that through the grace of God he
has been kept from a like fate. Other-
wise the man who “thinketh himself
to be something” decelveas himself, and
no one else, God knows, so does the
one whom we seek to help, if we are
animated by spiritual pride and boast-
fulness. This is a measuring line
whereby we may Jjudge ourselves
(v. 4). Pride and criticilsm of others
largely comes from a desire to glory
in ourselves, not so much that we
condemn the acts of our neighbor. In
verse three we are admonished to bear
the burdens—"welghta"—of others. In
verse flve we are told that every man
must bear his own burden—"load,” L.
e, the burden of his own responsi-
bility. No man can bear that load
for another, whereas all men can share
the ‘“welghts” of temptation, weak-
ness, failure and sin.

I1l. Those Who Are Taught, vv. 810,
Paul clearly sets before us the re
sponsibility of being enlightened. Belng
taught, we must pass on the knowl-
edge we have been taught, share the
“good things"” (v. 6) we have re-
celved, see Prov. 11:24; 'II Cor. 9;6.
Those who refrain from thus alding
their teachers galn no personal ad-
vantage. The word “mocked” means
to sneer. Men may sneer at God and
think they escape the result of thelr
sln, but like still produces like. Sow
corn, reap corn; figs, reap figs; sin,
reap 8in; Rom. 8:6, 6. In spite of the
contempt men have for God and im
the face of their acceptance of this
principle in other realms they con~
tinue In their sin with a strange fa-
talistic persistence.

Habits Bless or Curse.

This principle has a wide applica-
tion. Sow shame, reap dishonor; sow
hate, reap bitterness; sow love, reap
the fruits of love, kindliness, affection
and esteem. Every act is a process of
sowing. Every appetite fostered, grati-
fled and pampered helps to produce
& crop of habits either to bless or to
curse. This glves color and signifi:
cance to the words of verse elght. “"He
that soweth to his own flesh shall of
(his own) the flesh reap corruption.”
If, however, under the leading of the
Holy Bpirit (cf. John 6:63; II Cor, 3:6)
we sow to the Bpirit, we will reap
pternal life for “this is eternal life
that we may know him."

Bow a thought, reap an act;
Bow an act, reap a habit;
Sow a habit, reap & destiny.

The practical application is in verse
nine. If there are such possibllities of
development, “let us not weary of well
dolng.” Our sowing is not a matter of
caprice or convenlence. Nor should we,
through weariness, cease our activity.

The temperance application is all
too plain. We must constantly sow In
the minds of the youth the “reaping
of the flesh” for those who cultivate a
‘taste for liguor. We must sow In the
minds of taxpayers the criminal wasta
and folly of trying to regulate this
traffic or seeking to tax it for the sup-
port of governments. We must sow
in the minds of those poor souls now
in the clutch of this damnable ewil
that there ia & way of dellverance—
/the way of the Cross, a permanent and
complete cure for tha one who has
