How British and Boers Exchanged
Compliments During the Long
Slege of Kimberley.

During the Boer war Mr. Rhodes
was shut up in Kimberley, and the
Boers constantly shelled the town with
long-range artillery. They were not
very successful, for with 300 big shells
they only killed 12 people.

Meantime, Mr. Rhodes nccomplished
the extraordinary feat of getting a
cannon built at his works inside the
town. It was a regular modern rifled
gun, and fired shells—also homemade
—on each of which was stamped,
“With compliments of C. J. Rhodes.”

The Boers themselves were not with-
out a sense of humor, During Christ-
mas, 1899, they were besieging Lady-
smith, and on Christmas eve they fired

ten plugged shells into the town each |

with a plece of plum pudding inside,
and each bearing the words, “With the
season’'s compliments.”

Two of the shells were found by the
garrison, and it was discovered that,
like Mr. Rhodes', they were home-
made, having been cast in a foundry
at Johannesburg.

A Bubstitute River.

training than is offered by the ordi-
mary rowing machine, has been met
watisfactorily at Syracuse university
through the installation of an indoor
rowing tank, provided with mechani-
cal means for simulating the passage
of the boat through the water.

MAN WAS “STUNG”

Story of 'Humphrey and the
Amusement Resort Which
He Purchased.

STRUGGLE FOR DECENCY

How He Drove Away the Saloons,
Gave Everyone Value for His
Money, Kept the Place Decent
and Finally Won.

Humphrey's father left the farm to
him. Some persons may find pleas-
ure and profit in tilling the soll, but,
hard as he worked, Humphrey made
little headway. He longed for the
comforts and opportunities of ety life

He looked at the fakes and scowled.
Everything that seemed profitable to
the owners met with his disapproval.

ng, good surroundings, cleanlinesa
and deconey, there were the delights
of boating and bathing and fAshing,
Humphrey had changed everyvthing
at the lakeside. All the bonts wera
new,  All the bathhouses were neat

and well kept., Even the beach was
gone over several times a day to re-
move anyvthing or everything dropped
by careloss persons,
Drove Away the Saloons.

From being neglectod, Beaeh Park
stiddenly sprang Into favor.  Ite for-
maor ovil reputation was forgotten and
was used ng g basis for expressing s

Humphrey to let them have the bar
privilege at  his newlyamade gold
mine. Some approached him on the
proposition, but never agaln.  Then
they did what they considered to be
the next best thing. They opened sa-
loons across the broad highway from
] the main entrance to the park. Some
of those saloons were pretty tough
Humphirey did not like his ealoon
nefghbors,. He determined to get eid
of them. Rigging up powerful search-

keep up appearances. Hlis brother,
who had Jjoined forces with him,
helped him out with money and serv-
fces, but even with his ald it was
the tightest kind of a squeeze to get
through without a visit from the
sherift.

It had been proved so conclusively
that the public would have nothing
to do with Beach Park that no one
supposed Humphrey would ba so fool-
ish, after that experience of the third
season, as to waste more of his time
and hard-earned money on {t. Dut
the popcorn man was obstinate and
he opened up the fourth year as
blithely as ever, It was the old story
until about the middle of the season.
Then there was a slight improve-
ment. Somebody of consequence and
influence told somebody el¢a, that the
place was changed so much he hardly
could recognize At He was so glow-
ing In his plcturing of the charm of
the park that the other man was
tempted to go there. He was sur-
prised and delighted, and felt it was
his duty to tell everybody about it

Both Decent and Paying.

Before that fourth season closed
Beach Park was paying expenses. It
opened next year with an excellent
business, and in & month or two It
was having a patronage such as It
never had known before. It was ex-
actly the place for a respectable man
and his family. There were no toughs.
There were no bars. Everything was
moderate In price, yet good. There
were no shooting galleries, no fortune
tellers, no freaks or fakes or loop the
loop or thrillers In the way of roller
coasters with sensational dips that oe-
casionally brought disaster. Dut there
wan everything that was legitimate
and safe and decent. The dancing
pavillon was a delicht. There was
a dancing master there to inctruet
the awkward or the young or to
cheek any tendency to fmpropricty,
Tha musie was of the heet for dane-
ing purpozes.

Every pala
table “soft” drink 1s sold there, but
nothing with a suspicion’ of dope.
There is no ballyhooing, no deceit, no
loudness. Every visitor gets value.
The whole establishment—and it cov.
ers many acres—Iis econducted ration-
ally, efiiclently and yet most profit-
ably,

There has been so much profit in
Beach Park as he conducts it that the
popcorn man has had to wok about
to employ his money. Liking the
amusement fleld and believing he was
doing a gond service in providing for
those who want to take their pleas-
ures in a decent, respectable way, he
bullt a great winter earnival right In
the heart of a eclty. There he nas
hockey tournamenis, fee skating and
other sports.  The leeanaking plant
