During the last year the railroads of
Nebrasks employed 30,634 men snd
wowen in this state, auvd paid to them
over $20,000,000 in suluries—and these
willions did their full share to create a
profitable market for Nebraska farm
products and to nphold the volnme of
business of Nebraska grocers, clothivrs,
drygoodsmen and others who depend
upon pnblic putronage.

In other words, wheh the people of
i Nebruska look at their railronds in the
light of an industry —when they look at
the fignres ou the other side of the
ledger—they will ind that not only do
the railronds rétnrn to them in one way
and another practically every dollar
they collect within the state for frefght
and passenger service, but that a nnm-
ber of lines wre actually doing this bosi-
ness ut & loss, while with others the
wargin of profit is so small that it
doesn’t begin to pay a fair return apon
the capital inveated.

In this connection we wish to digress
for & woment to quote some statistics
which should bave had a place in a
former article. It costs an average of 7

= | mills per mile to haul a ton of freightin

the United States, whereas in Englavd
it costs 2.88 cents, in Germany 142
cents, and in France 1.41 cents. In the
United States the average wages paid to
railroad employees are §2 23 per day, in
England $1 15 and fu Germany and
Franoe not over $1 per day, The Eng-
lish railroads are capitalized at $285,000
per mile, in France at $137,000 per mile,
in Germany at $114,185—while in the
United States the stock and bond capi-
talization averages only $63,000 per
wile. In view of this remarkable com-
parison, do American railroads deserve
the wholesale denunciation which has
been heaped upon them?

Lossos Under Present Rates.

As evidence of the justice of the plea
of the Nebraska lines that three-cent pas:
senger rates should be restored, during
the fiscal year ending June 30, 1813, the
Missouri Pacific lost $153,500 on the
total volume of its Nebraska business—
both state and interstate inclnded. The
Missouri Pacific has 871 milea of rail-
road in the state and the above deficit
means that it sustained an actual oper-
ating loss of $166 per mile npon proper-
ties valued by the engineer of the State
Railway Commission at $32,6:33.60 per
wile. During this time it paid $1,207,-
200.64 in salaries to its Nebraska em-
ployees and over $£105,000 in taxes
During the calendar year ending
December 31, 1913, the 8t. Joseph and
Grand Island Rallway sustained an
actual operating loss of $86,404 or a
deficit of $708 per mile on properties
valued by the engineer of the State Rail-
way Commission at $22,506.46 per mile.
During the same period, the Rock
Island, which has 246 wiles of road
within the state, showed net earnings of
only #104 per wmile upon properties
valned Dby the State Railway Cowm
wission at $43,06443 02 per wile. Darlng
the year 1014, the Rock Island earned
only & little wore than §16,000 on all its
Nebraska business, while iu the mean-

In view of the facts and figures guoted
mmw is there a single fairwinded
leitizen in the state of Nebraska who
will contend that the reilroads are not
entitled to help?

Losscs Growing Continually.

Frow these figores, which are open
to ubsolute proof, it can be seen that the
Nebraska lines are not only sustaining
# luss amounting to thousands of dollars
annually on their traffic, but that with
an ever loncreasing cost of operation
these losses are constantly growing
heavier—and if the service to the public
in to remnin efficient and adequate, and
if the railroad investmnents of the state
Are uot to be driven to the point of con-
fiscation, the people of Nebraska must,
tirough their rate-aking anthonties,
consent to a retufu to the three-cent
passenger face which was abolishied
without 8 due regard for increasing
labor aud supply cost or an adequate
interest return npon the millious in-
vested in Nebraska railroad propefties.
What industry is there in the unation
which conld have tolerated a reduction
of one third in its income on a large vol

ume of its business during the last few
vears without coming to grieft

Four years sgo as governor of New
York, Justice Hughes of the United
States SBupreme Court, vetoed a two-
cent passenger law enacted by thelegis-
lature on the ground that it was an
arbitrary procedure which did not take
into consideration & fair retarn upon
the rallroad properties of that state—
and few men stand higher in the esteem
of the American people than this great
Jjurist, who did perhaps as much as any
other man in the country to break up
illegal and unfair practices on the part
of large corporations.

8o, too, the Supreme Court of Penn-
sylvania held that a two.cent passenger
fare was unconstitutional in that state
becanse it was essentially confiscatory.
This high court took the position that
capital invested in railroads, as well as
in other lines of private property, is en-
titled to earn 6 per cent on & fair capi-
talization and that the arbitrary enact-
ment of a two-cent fare rendered such a
return upon the lines in Pennsylvania
impossible. It also took the position
that railroads not only have the right to
insist upon a fair return upon both
freight and passenger business, but that
it is their duty to de so in order that one
¢lass of patrons may not be compelled
to pay an inequitable rate to make up
the losses sustained in another depart-
ment,

If the arbitrary enactment of a two-
cent passenger rate is unfair to the rail-
roads of New York and Pennsylvania,
where there are large centers of popu-
lation and where the nation's greatest
density of freight tonnage naturally
exists, how much more unfair is such a
rate in a pursly agricanltural state like
Nebraska, which hasa total population
