The reonltsot spraying expeilments
at tho Nelnaska Agiioultural Experi-
ment Station show that tobacco vvashiB

are the safest and tno&telFeotive appli-

cations for the little green or black
plant lice or aphlds destiuclive to
melon and cucumber vines If a lobac
co eUract is not readily obtainable, a
good solution may be made by dissolv-
ing one and one hulf pounds of soup
in one gallon of water, adding two
(iiarts of strong tobacco decoction and
diluting it to make five gallons. The
tobacco decoction Is made by stopping
tobacco steins In water until the decoc-

tion becomes the color of strong coffee
