Neo News from Mexican Capital

Washington, D, C.—Anxlety in-
eroased In official quarters over the
situation in Mexico City, with which
the state department has been unable
to communicate since June 18, when
General Gonzales, the Carranza com-
mander, cut the wires to Vera Cruz
at Otumba, twenty-five miles east of
the capital. Consular advices from
Vera Cruz sald the wires were down
and It was improbable that communi
cation would be restored before Gon-
zales entered the city. Vera Cruz dis-
patches to, the Carranza agency here
have inalsted Gonzales was trying “to
save the city from the horrors of at-
tack,” and had been ordered to ex-
haust every means to induce the
Villa-Zapata troops to withdraw with-
out resistance.

ITALY PROPOSES TO WITHDRAW,

Fear of Revolution Induced Proposi-
tion from Government.

Berlin.—The special correspondent
of the Tafglieche Rundschan at Vi-
enna telegraphs he has learned on ex-
cellsnt authority that Italy, reallzing
already the Impossibllity of making
headway against Austria, has proposed
to ‘Austria that she would withdraw
slowly from the region formerly of-
fered to Ttaly as compensation in re
turn for which Italy pledges herself
to cease all military actlvity, except
for the occupation of this territory.
This proposal was made to Austria
through neutral persons. Italy the
correspondent continues, Is ready to
make a new alllance after the war

The Itallan government fears a revo
lution.

Berlin Celebrated Lemberg's Fall.

Derlin—~The news that Lemberg
had been carried by Austrian and
Hungarian troops was recelved with
great jubllation in Berlin. Throngs
crowded the public squares and the
parks, flags were displayed, bands
played patriotic airs, extra editions of
the newspapers were shouted on the
streets, and the church bells were
rung. Everybody felt that another
great step toward final vietory had
been gained,

Lansing Takes Oath of Office.

Washington. — The United States
Eovernment has notified all forelgn
governments of the appointment of
Robert Langing to be secretary of
elate. Notlce was also sent to all
diplomatle and consular representa.
tives of the United States in foreign
countries, Mr, Lansing took the oath
of office Thursday as the successor of
Willlam Jennings Bryan. High om-
clals. diplomats and close personal
friends were on hand to witness the
ceremony and to extend thelr con-
gratulations,

GREAT BRITAIN CLAIMS ORDER:
IN-COUNCIL JUSTIFIED,

Nine Companies of Colorado Militia

Sees No Prospect of
Early Peace.

Washington.—Grest Britain, In a
memorandum transmitted to the
United States and just made public
here and in London, recites at length
its efforts to minimize inconvenience
to neutral commerce resulting from
the order-in-council agalnst trade with
Germany, Austria and Turkey, and as-
gerts that American citizens have no
just ground for complaint on account
of the treatment accorded thelr car-
goes, No attempt {8 made to answer
the principles asserted In the Ameri-
can notes of March 1 protesting
augninst the order-ig-council and fnsist.
ing upon the right of neutrals to carry
on legitimate commerce with each
other and to trade in non-contraband
with civilians in belligerent countries.
In trangmitting the memorandum, Am-
bassador Page sald it was “merely an
explanation of concrete case and the
regulations under which they are dealt
with.”

Bees No Prospect of Early Peace.

New York.—President Wilson does
not see any prospect for an early
peace in KEurope. Thursday Col. E.
M. House, his close friend and unof-
ficlal envoy to Europe, gave the presi-
dent the result of his sojourn of sev-
eral months in the principal capitals
of Europe, where he talked intimately
with the responsible oficials of the
ierman, British and French govern-
ments, and the information he im-
parted In the long walks and talks
which they enjoyed reflected the {deas
held by both diplomats and the mill-
tary element in each of the countries
at war.

NO LONGER IN NATIONAL GUARD

Nine Companles of Colorade State
Militia Drepped from Roll.

Washington.—Nine companies of
the Colorado state militla have been
stricken from the list of national
guard organizations recognized by the
wir department because of deficlen-
cles in recruiting, organization and
equipment, Several other companies
were placed on probation pending
their compliance with the require-
ments of the federal law. Those
dropped from the list, five in the first
regiment and four in the second, will
have their arms and equipment with-
drawn, and no longer will receive sup-
port from the federal government,
* Washington,—After a score of years
of litigation the suits growing out of
the fallure of the Capital National
bank of Lincoln are again to be re-
viewed. The United States supreme
court has ordered that four cases
known as the Jones National bank. the
Bank of Stapleaurst, the Utlea bank
and Thomus Dalley against David
Thompson, Charles E, Yates and oth-
ers be restored to the supreme court
docket for argument,

Italy Will Harvest Big Wheat Crop.

Washington.—Italy will harvest 20,
386,000 more bushels of wheat thig
year than in 1914, according to a fore-
cast of crop conditions cabled the de-
unrtment of agriculture by the interna-
tlonal instiute of agriculture in Rome.
Italy's wheat yleld is estimated at 202,
083,000 bushels for 1915, as against
175,687,000 bushels in 1914. No yearly
comparisons are given for other grains,
but it is estimated that Italy’s rye
crop this year will total 4,724,000 bush:
els; barley, 9,186,000, and oats, 31,083,
000,

Providing for Promotions.

tions for more than 12,000 postal em-
ployes In different parts of the coun-
try will be authorized by the postoffice
department, July 1. despite the fallure
of congress at lis lust sesslon to pass
the postal appropriation bill.  PFirst

GERMANS DECLARE LOSS OF LEM.
BERG FATAL BLOW
Seven Brit'sh Reservists Arrested ir
New York—Carranza Refuses
To Treat With
Villa.

London.—The Russlans have lost

Lemberg. They occupled the Galielan
capital early in September and held it
continuously until Tuesday, when the
combined Austro.German forces cgm-
pelled them to retreat from the clty,
which I8 only gixty-oid miles due west
from the nearest point of the RHussian
frontier. Whether the fall of Lemberg
means that the Russian army operat-
Ing south of it in southeast Gallcla I8
effectively cut off from the army to the
north stretehing accross Poland to the
Baltic can not yet be stated. The
newspapers of both Vienna and Berlin
say this Is the case and that the
Russian arms received a blow from
which they can not recover,
Refuses to Deal With Villa,

Washington.—General Carranza has
informed the United States governs
ment that under no circumstances will
he treat with General Villa; that he
will not compromise with his oppon-
ents, and that he will continue his plan
to crush his enemies by military cam-
palgn, President Wilson has received

a long report on General Carranza,
views as given in Informal conversa-
tion with an American consular officer
at Vera Cruz. He found in it little
hope for a reconciliation of differences
a8 between the Mexican factions.

VIOLATING NEUTRALITY LAW,

Seven Men Enlisted for English Serv.
ice Arrested at New York.

New York.—Seven men who are al-
leged to have enlisted at San Fran-

cisco as British reservists were ar-
rested here by special agents of the
department of justice. The men were
en route to Kngland, According to As-
slstant United States District Attorney
Roger B, Wood an investigation of al-
leged breaches of the neutrality law of
the United States is now in progress
in San Francisco. The men arrested
here, he asserted, were wanted as wit-
nesses. An order for their arrest was
fssued by a federal judge.

Civilians
Douglas, Ariz.—A" flour mill own-

ers in Sonora, Mexico, have been noti-
fied by the Villa, authorities not to s¢'l
flour to civilinng under any eirenm-
stances, as it will be needed for the
army. Recause of these orders farm
ers are sald to be making their own
flour in primitive stone mills and
have ceased selling to the mills,

Want Workers in Harvest Fields

Washington.—War orders from En
rope, the prospective record-breaking
crop of wheat now being harvested
and heavy yields of other grains are
creating a new demand for labor, ac-
cording to indlcations at the govern-
ment employment office in the depart-
ment of labor. Requests for workers
are coming from many manufacturers
and farmers throughout the country
and from state lahor commissioners.

BOUNTIFUL PROMISE
FROM WESTERN CANADA

Average Increase of Acreage in
Wheat Over 22 Per Cent.

The growth of the crop during the
past week was very satisfactory. Rain
fell in many places during the early
part of the week, followed by warmer
weather, which has been most bene
ficial to the grain. Breaking and sum-
merfallowing were well under way,
and conditions generally were most
promising,

The following reports have been re
ceived by the department from the
various centers: Denholm—A little
rain needed in the northern part to
start late grain; remainder of district
plenty of molsture. Davidson—Idea)
growing weather;’ a few farmers har-
rowing grain to conserve molsture by
breaking eruer formed glnce last rain,
North Battleford (v Prince Albert—
Good growing weathér; crops looking
well. Slight damage near North Bat-
tleford from cutworms; recent rains
beneficial. Kindersley—Crops looking
fine and prospeets good; plenty of
molsture, with prospects of more rain,
Every slough in this country is full,
Prince Albert—Crops in fair condition,
though cutworms and light frosts
have done damage in some sections.
Have had moderate quantity of rain.

Owing to prompt marketing of the
harvest of 1014, the farmers were en
abled to devote more time than usual
to cuitivation in the autumn, under
condltions which were decldedly fa
vorable, and that, combined with the
opportunities for sofl preparation pre
gented by an early spring this year,
has resulted In the seeding of a wheat
area estimated at twenty-five per cent
greater than last year. Areas sown
to oats and flax may be lesg than last
year, because of the concentration
upon the cereal in greater demand for
export. Wheat seeding was completed
elght days earller than the average,
under almost ideal conditions.

Alberta,

“Prospects  excellent, Abundani
moisture throughout the province, fol
lowing rain. Area thirty to thirty-five
per cent greater. Crop generally two
weeks earlier.”

Attention 1s drawn to the fact that
the land has not been in such fine con-
dition to work for years; neitkar has
there been as much molisture as there
wan last auttmn. This was protected
during the winter by a little more than
the average snowfall, which remained
on the land, not being removed by the
warm chinook winds, as {s usually the
case, There never has been a more
optimistic feeling than exists today,
judging by the information recelved
from various parts of the province. We
feel justified in saying that the crop
never went in under more favorable
clreumstances; weather splendid and
land particularly well worked.

Whiie it is true that the acreage will
be greatly increased, it is pleasing to
learn that despite the high price of
feed, the receipts of milk and cream at
the dairies continue to keep up, and
that the output of the creameries has
Increased in quantity.

One of the most encouraging things
In last year's work was the increase of
practically thirty per cent In the out-
put of cream and butter south of Cal-
gary.

Manitoba,

Owing to the exceptionally early har-
vest last year and favorable fall
weather, a much larger acreage of
land was prepared than usual, and
partly for the same reason and the
prospects of high prices for all kinds
of grain, farmers took more pains in
the preparation of land, so that the
spring opened up with 1,235,000 acres
of fully prepared land above the pre-
vious year. Beeding was general by
the 7th of April, some days in advance
of the average, Since that time the
weather has been exceptionally favor-
able for the sowing of wheat, and the
farmers have taken full advantage of
ft. Much of the crop is now above the
surface. There has been a very gen-
eral and lberal rainfall; this will
hasten the germination of the recently
sown wheat, and will prevent the soll
from drifting off the later sown crop.
The area sown in wheat {s fully 15 per
cent greater than last year,

To sum up the agricultural situstion
generally, the Department of Agricul-
ture says: “The area is larger than
usual, the land has been well prepared,
and the wheat has been sown at the
right time; not so early as to run the
risk of belng killed off by frost, but
sufficlently early to insure Its ripening
In the fall."—Advertisement.
