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"SURVIVORS TELL OF

ATACK ON ARAB

But Little Confusion Among Ei-
ther Passengers or Crew.

NO WARNING GIVEN LINER

Calm Sea and Lifeboats Already Swung
Out Help Materially in Prevent-
Ing a Great 8ea Horror—Many
Passengers Bruised.

Queenstown.—No survivor of the
Arabic disaster who was Interviewed
here saw the German submarine that
sent the big liner to the bottom, Au-
guat 19, though several sald they saw
the U boat that a few minutes before
torpedoed the Dritish steamer Duns-
ley, and belloved It was the same sub-
marine.

They agreed that the Arable was
sent to the bottom without warning,

Three things, the passengers agreed,
prevented a larger loss of lite. They
were:

First, that the sea was calm; sec
ond, that lifeboats had previouely been
Bwung out to meet such an emergency,
and third, that there was no panic and
the crew displayed good discipline in
getting over the boats.

Little Confusion Shown.

From the moment the heavy blow
struck by the torpedo rocked the
steamer with a violent explosion until
she sank beneath the waves, there was
little confusion among either passen-
gers or crew. Men who had passed
through other disasters sald that noth-
ing impressed them so much as the
calm, orderly manner in which the pas-
‘sengers got over the sides within
eleven minutes after the vessel was
struck.

The drowned were Iin two boats
which capsized almost immediately
after they struck the water. One of
them was caught by the liner as she
rolled over in Ler death plunge. Some
of the occupants struggled to rafts and
clung fast until they were plcked up
by other boats. Those that could not
swim went down beneath the waves
rolled by the einking Arable. Several
of the crew, it I8 belleved certain,
were blown to pleces when the torpedo
plunged into the vessel's side,

Many Passengers Bruised.

Many of the survivors landed here
were suffering from severe bruises.
They had been thrown about violently
when the exploslon shook the Arablc.
Probably a score of women who es-
caped in their night clothing were still
under care of physicians, suffering
from exposure. None of the Injured,
it was belleved, will die.

“Most of the passengers were on
deck or at breakfast when we were
struck,” sald Joseph G. de Lorrimer,
Montreal lawyer and son-in-law of a
former Canadian minister of marine.
“Possibly fifty of the passengers were
still in their berths.

“It was about nine o'clock, or a little
after, when several of us sighted what
we thought was a submarine quite a
distance to starboard approaching a
steamer we later found out was the
Dunsley of London. While we were
watching we caught the faint sound
of an explosion. and took It for grant-
ed that the Dunsley had been torpe-
doed.

Attack Prepared For,

“Our course was taking us over In
the direction of Dunsley. We prepared
for an attack at once. The crew ran
about distributing life preservers and
swinging out the boats.

“l adjusted my life preserver and
ran below to get a suitcase full of

important documents. 1 had just re-
turned when 1 saw a white streak
rushing toward the Arabie, churning

up foam at a great rate,  Then there
wns a tremendous explosion. The
ship stopped almost Instantly. She

rocked from side to side and began to
kel over, Most of the passengers
wera in the boats in an instant, and
there was not the slightest panic.

“1 barely had time to make the last
liteboat. We were launched success-
fully, but hadn’t got clear when
tha Arabie rolled over and went down.
She was half turned on her side, and
her starboard quarter struck our boat,
caving In the side and throwing us
into the water.

Clings to a Raft.

“l thought it was all over, but 1
finally came up and awam to A& raft.
I don’'t know what happened to the
others, While I was clinging to the
raft 1 saw another lifeboat about to
gink. They called to me and threw me
a haweer. 1 tied it around the raft
and hung partly to the hawser and to
the raft untll I was picked up ex
hausted.

“I counted ten Ilifebonts pulling
away, One of them filled with water
Just after It cleared the Arable's sldae
and sank. A woman, who 1 later
learnod was the sister of the Arabic's
surgeon, was thrown into the water.
One of the Arable's sallors swam to
her and the eaptain of a French ship
that came Lo our reacus dived off the
deck of his vessel and helped get
her into a boat. It was a fine piece
of work."

Women Cool in Danger.

Stella Carroll, a professional sing.
or, who was among the survivors, said
there was no pamie. The women, she
snld, were particularly cool; but sev-
eral of them, very scantily clad, suf-
fered from the cold wind after they
got Into the boats.

“There were four women and 29
men in our bhoat,” sald Miss Carroll,
“We got away safely, and we saw the
captain dive off the bridge as the ship
sattled under him. It seemed that
our boat drifted a long while before
vo wers plcked up, When the wom-
en became greatly distressed 1 sang
‘It's a Long Way to Tipperary’ to
cheer them up.”

B. Curry, the assiatant purser, and
gaveral other officers and passengers
who were on deck when the Arable
was hit corroborated the story told
by Captain Finch.

“l was on the bridge at 9:16 Thurs-
day morning, watching the Dunsley,
which appeared to have heen torpe-
doed, when I saw the white wake of a
torpedo 300 yards away,” sald the
captain, “I saw no submarine. The
torpedo struck about ninety feet from
the stern on the starboard side at
about right angles,

Lifeboat Splintered.

“A big stream of water spouted up
to a great height, carrying a lot of
wreckage and splintering one of the
litebcats. The vessel began to settle
almost Immediately,

“The greatest order prevalled. The
boats had previously been swung out,
because we knew a submarine was in
the vicinity, and 14 of them were filled
and lowered in no time. Two of the
boats capsized for some unaccount-
able reason, and had it not been for
this there would have been scarcely
any loas of life.

“l remained on the bridge until the
water was lapping at my feet, and
then dove off, When | came up my
head struck some wreckage and | was
slightly injured. | swam to a near-by
raft, but wae unable to draw myself
up on it. Two women with a baby
were clinging to one side. | helped
them to clamber on the raft, and then
hung on until all of us were rescued
about 20 minutes later."

GOD'S CARE OF ELIJAH.

LESBON TEXT-1 Kings 17:1-18,
GOLDEN TEXT Casting all your ans-
fety upon him, becauss hie cureth for you.

I Peter 827 1LV

We now skip thirty to forty years
to consider the firet of those great
prophets whese llves are recorded at
length. Samuel and David fought anl
mals, armies and giauts, but these men
fought engagements in the moral and
epiritual realm of equal and greater
importance. Emphasize Elijah as &
real live flesh-aud-blood hero. His
work was with the northern kingdom
and he probably first met Ahab at Sa-
maria, his capital in 912 B, ¢, (?7) The
Moablte stone (A. D, 1868) {8 a re-

markable confirmation of the Bible
story of this period.

I. The Challenge, v. 1. The lesson
{8 a great fllustration of faith. Bin
had again made vast inroads upon the

people (ch. 16:30.33) and this “man of
the hour,” whose name means “Jeho-
vah My Strength,” (1) saw the condi-

tions; (2) responded to the need, and
(3) had faith in his cause because It
was that of Jehovah., The sourcae of
his faith was the word of the Lord
God (Deut. 11:18; 32:20). He that
“liveth” and before whom the prophet
stood in dally, hourly communication.
Elijjah was a man with a mission
(Matt. 28:19) who trusted in God and
considered it safe to obey, Hls power,
“according to my word,” was in ratlo
according to his life of faith (Rom.
10:17). He was also o man of prayer
James [:17) and showed his faith by
his works (James 2:17, 20, 26).

Il. The Command, vv. 27. Elijah's
falth was not audacious. He took each
step as commanded by God (v, 2).
There {8 a time for seeming retreat
as well as for the spectacular charge.
Elijuh's first place of testing was
“Cherith,” a gorge to the east of the
river Jordan. This command was con-
trary to human reason. “Would it not
soon be involved in hia prophesied
drought?”

Again, ravens frequently feed upon
carrion, and he knew all the regula-
tions regarding cleauness. Thus to be
secluded would prevent his observing
the effect of the drought upon both
king and people, BStill the command s
explicit. It was “there” (v. 4), and
there only, that Jehovah was to save.
The miracle .of saving was to be
wrought under the most adverse cir
cumstances and by the most unlikely
means, “So he went." Having faced
the peril, God hid him to preserve him,
and at the proper time God also re
vealed him (ch, 18:12). It was a dally
testing for Elljah at Cherith, thus to
be fed and to see the waler evaporat
fng, but It was a time of communion
and after the brook was dry there
came a new command (vv. 8, 9).

11l. The Continued Deliverance, vv.
8-18. Zarephath was (Luke 4:26) in
the dominions of Jezebel's father, on
the coast of the Mediterranean sea be-
tween Tyre and Sidon, a dangerous
journey for Elijah through Abab'd
kingdom (ch. 18:10). The word Zare-
phath means "smelting furnace,” and
it too was suffering from this same
famine. Commanded to hide in Cherith
Elijah is told to “"dwell” in Zarephath
and that a widow was to be the agent
to supply his need. Again Elijah's
pride had to be overcome for there
were abundant reasons for disliking
guch a journey, such an abiding place
and such a dependence upon a poor
widow. Elijah, however, “arose uand
went,” & continuance of his life of
obedlence. He first asked for water
and as she went he added his request
for food. It was a particular widow to
whom he was.sent (Luke 4:205-27) and
through her God was ready to work a
miracle of ealvation on hls behalf,
Though about to prepure what she
thought was to be her own and her
son's lust meal (v. 12), yet she at once
proceeds to obey the commund of the
man of God as it was conditioned upon
the word of Jehovah (v, 14). God,
through his prophets, has commanded
us, given us sssurance and promised
to sustnin (Phil, 4:19), yet we hesl-
tate. “"She went and did” the secm-
Ing Impossible, but according to the
word of command, and those of “her
house did eat many days.” Obedlence
saved her own, her son's and the
prophet’s lives, There Is sound philoso-
phy In Prov. 11:24 which found its
complete fulfillment In Jesus who
"came not to be minlstered unto but
to minister.” Read carefully Prov.
3:7-10 and Il Cor, 9:6-11, As with the
Israelites in the wilderness the supply
was only from day to day (v. 18) noth-
ing ahead, no accumulation, yet a per-
petual supply because based on “the
word of the Lord"” (v, 16),

God worked this miracle: (1) to up-
hold and to preserve his chosen mes-

(2) to show his loving kindness and
sustaining grace to the poor; (3) to
gtrengthen the falth of his prophet
agalnst his sapectacular conflict ou Mt,
Carmel; (4) to the end that he might
show Israel and all others down

of his sustalning grace and providence.
