THE BOY JOASH CROWNED KINQ.
LESEON TEXT-1I Kings 11:4-12
QOLDEN TEXT-The house of the

wWicked shall be overthrown; but the tent

of the upright ahall Mourish. - Prov. 1§
i, B Vv

This is a great and most intensely
Interesting boy's story. For thirty
yeara two great heroes, Elljah and
Ellsha, fought agninst Daal,  They
stond up agninst Kings dand people,
and fought for pure mornls as the
champions of Jehovah,  Jehoshaphat,
a good man, allowed his son to marry
Jezebel's  daughter and the natlon
reaped the results,  The son of this
nnlon reigned over Judah but one year
und was almin by Jehu, the destroyer
of Ahab's dynnsty, Athallah, ns dow-
nger queen regent ruled for six years
(S5 2 Chron, 22). General Jehu
wrought in the northern kingdom,
hence the temporary oscape of this
child of Jezebel, the cursed queen,

I. Concealment, vv. 1.3, Jehosheba,
the wife of Jeholada, the high priest in
charge of the temple, Ia thought to boe
the daughter of Joram by another wife
than Athalinh, Bhe was the agent in
God's hands of saving the boy's life
and of the final extinguishment of the
geed of Ahab, Jehosheba, as daughter
of ons king, sister of another and high
priest's wife, was famillar with every
nook and corner of the temple, and

Il, Conspiracy, vv. 48, Athallah's
bloody relgn I8 one of the darkest
puges in the history of Judah, She
murdered not her own children but
her grandehildren to gain, or rather to
continue, her rule, for as her son's
counselor she was the real ruler of
“he nation (11 Kings 8:26, 27; 11 Chron,
22:3, 4, God had made n promlse
(eh, 8:19; Iea, 7:6; Jer. 38:17-26) and
that promise must be fultilled, for no
evil ean thwart hia will, Athallah is
a terrible example of unrestrained
heredity. We have here the results of
an unholy alliance. This is also an
appalling example of the fruit of
gelfish ambition: (a) upon the nation,
(b) on the famlly, (¢) on the lndivid-
ual.

As against this picture we see & con-
secrated woman, a devoted home and
the teaching of a pious priest, the
final outcome of which was the over-
throw of evil. This priest and his
wife took certaln other tralts Joash
inherited from his vile ancestors, such
as courage, energy, skill and perse-
verance, and, tralning them under
right and plous environment, turned
them to the blessing of the nation.

ing throughout his reign (12:1, 2).

i1l. Crowning, vv. 912 (to v. 16), It
was a great service the priest and his
wife rendered to Judah to save and to
train a child., So likewlse we are priv-
fleged, and those who are truly saved
and rightly trolued will also ultl-
mately be crowned (II Tim. 4:8; 1
Peter 6:14; Rev, 2:10).
