Washinglon, - - Congress adjourned
Friday night for the Christmuas holi:
days after the sonate had adopicd the
jolot rosolution which passed the
house, extending the emergency reve
pue law one year, or until December
31, 1916, Tho senate adopted the res
olution after a lively partisan debate
by a vote of 46 to 20, democrats sup:
porting it solldly and republicans
unanimously opposing it. President
Wilson signed the measure. Both
houses will reconvene at noon Tues
day, January 4, when the administra-
stlon legialative program, including the
plans for national defense, will be un-
dertaken in enrnest,

During the two weeks of the ses
slon tho only important leglslation was
the extension of the war tax. This
was done to prevent a lapse of the
law Decomber 31, next, with the un-
dorstanding that the luw will be taken
up for amendment In order to increaso
the revenues as soon after the holl
dags us possible,

To Protect American Markets,

Washington. ~Legislation to protect
the Industrial and commercial mar-
kets of the United States from a “de-
strictive type of struggle and unfair
compelition” at the close of the Eu-
ropoan war, {8 recommended to con-
gress by Secretary Redileld in his an-
mual report. Every strategem of in-
dustrial war, he says, will be used by
powerful forelgn agencles nagainst
American Industries which may men-
ace large markets heretofore con-
trolled abroad, To prevent *“unfalr
competition” the secrotary suggosted
that the machinery of the departments
of justice and treasury be used and
that congress supploment oxisting
laws to glve the federal government
adequale moans to protect American
markaets,

TIDE OF IMMIGRATION I8 LOW.
Ebbed to Its Greatest Degree During
Past Fiscal Year,
Washinglon —The tide of Immicra-
tion to the United Stats ehbad to Its
lTowest point In more than twenty
yoaras during the past fiseal vear, ne-
cording to Ngures made publie In the
annunl report of Socretary Wilson, of
the department of Inbor. The total
number of immigrant aliens, the re-
port shows, foll from 1,218480 in the
provious year to 325,700 In the period
ending June 20 last. All admitted ar-
rivala of allens, immigrant and non-
fmmigrant, were on'y 434 244, as com-
pared with 1,403.801 the year before.

PASSPORT RULES STRINGENT.

State Department Plans to Make Them
More 6Strict.

Washington, — Passport regulations
more stringent than those effective at
present will be enforced by the state
department, under an executive order
isgued by President Wilson. Dupli
eato applications and three coples of
the applicant's photograph, instead of
a single application aad two photo-
graphs will be required. Applicants
must name the dates they expect to
gril, ports of departure, names of
steamers they will take and must file
their applications with the depart-
ment at least five days prior to sail
ing. The order provides that slate
department agents must ingpect and
indorse all passports lssued and that
all persons leaving the Unlited States
for forelgn ports must provide them-
selves with pnssports,

SINKING OF ANCONA UPHELD IN
AUSTRIA,

American Crops Are Worth Close to
$10,000,000,000—Anglo-French Syn-
dicate Has Withdrawn
Bond Sale.

Washington, —While gravily of the
ptuntion existing between the United
sStules and Austria-liungary 18 em-
phasized by the statement of the Aus-
telan admiralty giving ubngualitied ap-
proval of the action of the submarine
commander who sank the Ancona, of-
ficlals here sald they were not sur-
prised to find the pdmiralty supporting
its oflicer,

It was pointed out that the German
admiralty vigorously defended the tor-
pedoing of the Lusitania und that the
concessions made by Germany to the
United States In the matter of her
conduet of submarine warfare were
the work of the Berlin forelgn of-
flee In apite of naval authorities,

members of the syndieate, according to
a previons agreoment, The svndicate
wlso announced that the managers are
digtributing to those who did not with.

Bride's Home a Bower of
Beauty—No Attendants
or Ushers.

Washington.—Pregident Wilson and
Mrs. Edith Bollingtialt were married
at 8:30 Saturday night and !oft jme
medlately afterward to spend their
lhoneymoon at Hot Eprings, Va, The
president and his bride traveled In a
private car attached to a special train
leaving here at 11:10 o'clock.

At Hot Bprings Mr. and Mrs, Wilson
will live at the Homestead hotal until
after New Year's day, unless some de-
velopment should necessitate the pres-
{dent’s earlier return to the capital.
Two of the White house automoblles
have been sent on ahead, and the
couple expect to sp2nd their honey-
moon motoring, golling and walking
over the mountain tralls, Besides the
secret service guard, the party was
accompunied by one stoncgrapher,
The president will Keep in touch with
the White house over special wires.

No Great Crowd Around Home.

Beciuse the hour of the wedding
was known to comparatively few per-
sone there was not a large crowd in

the vicinity of the bride's home, al-
though a large police force bad been
provided,

All arrangements for the wedding
had been fully completed, the presi-
dent arriving at his bride’s home soon
alter 8 o'clock and the remainder of
the wedding purty, which pumbered
less than thirty, following soon after.
The ceremony was begun as had been
arranged at §:20 o'clock, and was fol-
lowed by a buffet luncheon,

Mrs, Wilson was married in the
traveling gown she wore to the traln,

The president dined as usual at the
White house at 7 o'clock with his
daughters, and afterwards drove to
the bride's home, about a mile from
the executive mansion. A cold, driv-
ing rain, which swept the city all day,
cleared off nt sunset, and the evening
was cool and pleasant,

No Attendants or Ushers.

Everything was In readiness for the
ceremony when the president arrived
and it proceeded without mausic.
Neither the president nor Mrs, Galt
had any attendants and there were no
ushers or flower girla. Noither the
army, the navy nor the diplomatic
corps was represented and the occa-
glon was esgentially what both of the
couple had wished it to be—a home
wedding.

On the firgt floor of the bride's
home, in two communieating rooms, a
wedding bower had been arranged
with a background of farleyanse and
maidenhalr ferns, which extended from
the floor to the ceiling. Overhend
there was & canopy of green in the

form of & wshell lined with Scotch
heather. In the background and at
the center wag placed & large mirror
framed with orchids and reflecting
the scena. Above the mirror was a
#pray of orchids across & background
of ferns and the corners of tha canopy
were caught with orchide. American
Beauly rosea were on both sides of
the canopy, beneath which was a
prayer rug on which President Wil
son and Mrs, Galt knelt during the
cergmony.

Just at the hour for the ceremony
tha piesident and his bride appeared
at the head of the stalrcase, which
waa decorated with ferns, asparagus
vines and American Beauty roses.
They descended to the lower floor,
where the guests were grouped about
informally.

The Rev, Herbert Scott 8mith, rec-
tar of 8t Margaret's Protestant Epls.
copal ¢hurch, of which the bride is a
communicant, was walting bheneath
the cunopy to perform the ceromeny
and with him to assist was the presl
dent's pastor, the Rev, James . Tay-
lor  of the Central Presbyterian
church,

Given Away by Mother,

Mrs. Willlam H. Bolling, the bride's
mother, gave her away. The presi
dent stood at the right of the clergy-
men and the bride stood on thelr left,
At once Dr. S8mith began the words of
the Eplscopal marrisge service, the
president making his responses first
and then the bride making hers. Af
ter the bride promised to “love, cher-
ish, and obey.,” the president placed
the wedding ring, a plaln band of
gold, upon her finger and then, after
a prayer, and while the couple clusped
their right hands together, Dr, Smith
declared them muan and wife, The
brief and simple ceremony wuas over

Hundreds of presentgs were sent to
the bride's home despite the fact that
word had becn given out that nothing
should be sent by others than relatives
and intimate friends.

The houses of congress, out of il
ference to the prestdent’s wishes, selit
no presents oiliclally, but wany per-
sonal remembrances were sent,

The state of Virginia, through a
delegation, gave the couple a magniti-
cent loving cup.

Mrs. Galt's costuma was of black silk
velvet. The skirt of walking length
cut in full and eiegant lines, The walst
was in silken embroldery of wonderful
blues, shading from the deep tones of
royal blue to delicate pustel and thread.
ed (hroughout with silver, made on
new and original lines, the lower part
being of the same beautiful embroidery
of finest black net over a band of sil
ver in design of lilles whioh extended
from under the arms to the front,

Washington, — Woodrow Wilson is
the third president to be married dur-
ing his term of offlce. President
Tyler was the first and President
Cleveland was the other, Mr. “I'yler,
like Mr. Wilson, was left a widower
during his term. Two years  ter, in
1844, In New York city, ho was mar-
ried to Miss Julla Gardner, who then
presided at the White honsa functions
during the last year of her husband's
term of oflice.

Farmeras and feedors of Nebraska
want a readjustment of the state rail-
road rates on grain. At the opening
gossion of the Nebruska Parmers’ Co-
operative Grauin and Live Stock asso-
ciation, held at Omaha, the shippers
agreed to make everything elge sec-
ondary to securing the desired reduc-
tion of the present rates to a wore
equitable basis. An active campaigm
to secure by legisiation the readjust-
ment will be launched and carried on
to a conclusion at the next sitting ot
the Nebliraska legiglature at Lincoln.
This, together with the advocacy of &
national cooporative elavator insur-
ance organization, fentured the intilal
gessfon of the thirteenth annual con-
vention of the assgoclation.

Nebraska's Big School

The University of Nebrauska (s the
greatest gingle institution in the state,
not only In point of expenditures In-
volved, but also in numbers employed
and in attendance. Sabstantially one-
third of all the state expehdiiures are
for the state unlversity, most of which
the techinical bookkeoper would place
in the loss column of his balance shoet,
because, being expended for lnstrue-
tion, they leave no tangible thing
which can be valued and enterod in an
inventory, But it is safe to suy that
the 4,680 students In attendance last
your carrled away with them newly
acquired knowledge and exverience
potentially worth to the people of Ne-
braska and the world tenfold the total
expenditures  for the perlud, says
George Q. DeFranceo, state accountant,
who audited the books and accounts of
the state university, in hig report to
Governor Morehead., Mr., Del'rance
audited the university accounts on the
direction of State Auditor Srmith, the
audit commencing Juno 1, 1615, and
lasting until after November 1. The
auditor discovered that the business
accounts of this institution for which
the leglislature appropriated approxi-
mately $3,200,000 for the biennium
ending March 31, 1917, were noted by
their completencss aud absence of
errors.

Commends the Project

State Engineor Ueorga E. Johnson
in a report to the chiof engineer of
the United States roclamation service
at Washington commends the tri-
county irrigation project and points
out that the subsoil In Phelps and ad-
joining counties is such that it will
constitute a reservoir for the storing
of flood water fro mthe Platte river
at gcusons of the year when water
is not neaded by other irrigation pro-
Jects, He corrects a former roport
made by his predecessor which as-
sumed that the triccounty project de-
gired Lo use water from the Platte at
seasons when other Irrigation projects
would desire wator, He says the waler
of the river 18 approprinted only durs
ing the growing season and the tri-
county project deslres water in the
winter or anytime when the ground
ia not frorzen., He says the cupacity
of the subsoil of the three counties
{2 In excess of 1,000,000 acre foet of
witer and that tha water degired
would increase the earning capaclty
of the land $10 per acre.

Anonymous letters, purporting to
glve information about alleged viola-
tions of law in different parts of tha
state have been coming to the at-
torney general’s office with some fre-
guency of late. Attorney General Reed
welcomes any comu.unication that
may be sent him when the name (s
slgned, but he does not feel that ho
has any basis for action when he does
not know who makes the complaint.
Reed I8 willing o treat such lettors
confldentially, if people will sign their
pames. When instances of lawbreak-
ing are cited, he might want to write
and ask for more facts, or for informa-
tion as to how they mirht be socured.
Anonymous letters make this impos-
sible.

Another big distribution of state
school funds-—the first to be made un-
der the new law—wlill take place in
January, when an amount ranging
from $460,000 to $500,000 will be ap-
portioned by the state superintendent
and pald out by the state treasurer
to the various counties and school
districts of Nebraska, The sum ap-
portioned will be much larger tham
usual at this time of the year, be-
cause, under the old law, the state
treasurer was required to report funds
on hand avallable for the apportion-
ment on the first Monday of December
while a large part of the temporary
school fund revenue is not received by
the former officlal until January 1,

t when sembannual interest on bonds

I8 due and semlannual rentals of
state school lands must be pald. In
changing the law, the leglslature pro-
vided that hereafter the sem!lannual
apportionments shall be basod on re-
ports made by the state treasurer
for the third Monday of January and
July, Coming at those times, they

| will includa the large income from

bond interest and aschool land rentals
in a very short time, after they are
paid in.
