Thomas Kdwards, wife of the Amer|-
can consul at Juarez, who a few days
ago left for the cast, was tho first
Amarican to cross into the United
Btates followlug the order glven out
at military headquarters, The United
Btates border patrol Immeoediately sas
increasncd and traffic over the inter-
national bridge halted. No Amerl-
cans were poermitted to cross, the
ordor of General J, J. Pershing, com-
manding the Eighth brigade st Fort
Bliss, being rigidly enforced.

Red Cross Is Handicaped.

Washington.—Great Britain has sus-
pended the issuance of permits for
shipments of hospital supplies of any
doscription from the United States to
QGermany, Austria-Hungary, Bulgaria
and Turkey. At the sume time it was
learned that the state department, at
the instanco of the American Red
Cross, had made represontations to
the London foreign office seeking with-
drawal or modification of the now
order.

It Is understood, however, that the
answor leaves in doubt the attitude
of the German government towards
the American suggestion that the re-
quirements of the declaration of Lon-
don that “bofore the vessel s de-
stroyed all persons on board must be
placed In safoty.” The Washington
government expressed Itself us not
being satisfied by merely giving an
epportunity for escape In lifeboats on
open soea.

Perfecting Rural Credits Bill,

Washington.—A rural credits bill to
be introduced in boih houses of con-
gress after the holidaye has been vir-
tually completed by the special joint
commission created by the last con-
gress for report at this session. Only
a few detalls remain to be deocided,
The measure provides for a system
of co-operative loval assoclations, fed-
erated with reglonal land banks, which
"banks would have the power to issue
bonds based on the land mortgages
of the local association. The land
banks, twelve in number, will be super-
vised by the government by a board
appointed by the president. They will
distribute in accordance with the agri-
cultural needs of the country and
woulll have a comhined capital stock
of not lesa than $6.000,000. European
systems of land mortgage credit have
baen studied closely by the commit.

Representative Shallenberger Would
Combine It With Postal Sav.
ings Banks.

Washingion.—A bill combining an
enlargement of postal savings service
and rural eredits ig being prepared for
ifntroduction by Representative Shal-
lenberger, Mr, Shallenberger sald
that he proposed to remove all re.
strictions as to the amount patrons
could deposit in postal sanks, and
that he wonld enabl's land owners to
horrow postal savings funds direct
from postmasters at not to exceed 4
per cent, with land ns security.

Seventy-night counties of the state
report almost as great a revenue rals-
ed for all purposes this year as was
rafsed last year in all the counties of
the state. What the additional fifteen
counties will raise will virtually be
excess over and above that amount.
The total for these counties Is §20,-
083,561, according to reports filed with
Secretary Bernecker of the state as-
geasment and equalization board. Last
year the ninety-three counties of the
gtate ralsed $20406457. This includes
revenue from gll sources from the mus
nicipality up to the state. Despite the
fact that the state levy is lower thie
vear, the munielpal and county levies
have grown, according to Mr. Bern-
ecker

Big Scheol Apportionment

Owing to a change in the date of
the semilannual school apportionment
u large sum has accumulated in the
slate treasury and it 1s estimated that
the amount will he $460,000 or $500,
000 by tho third Monday in January.
Treasurer Hall has $325,000 in the
fund at this time. The old law re
quired the distribution of the fund to
counties and school districts the third
Monday in May and the first Monday
in December. The last legislature
changed the dates to the third Monday
in July and the third Monday in Jan-
uary. The law did not go Into effect
until July so the act will for tho first
time be enforced in January. Treasurer
Hall mada the last apportionment in
June, n date not mentioned in the
law because he overlooked the fact
that the law did not go into effloct Im
time to change the first apportionment
of the year in May.

But Few Bonds Are Past Due

Out of £9,700.000 in bond invest-
ments held by the state of Nebraska
for the educational trust funds, the
fncome of whick goesa to support the
common schools of the state, the unf-
versity of Nebraska, the agricultural
collegoe and the four state normal
schools, less than onetwentieth of 1
per cent has become past due by fall-
ure to pay at maturity. BState Treas-
urer Hall has completed a check of
these bonds, and he finds that the only
ones which have overrun their time
are four serles amounting altogether
to $4,700. He expecta to collect the
full amount of each issue, with accru-
ing Interest, as soon as levies are
made to pay them off. The treasurer
considers such & percentage of bonds
past due In a total of nearly $10.000,000
to show that the state's Investments
are exceedingly well placed.

Nebraska's Tobacco Industry.

According to reports filed In the
state department of labor by manufac-
turers of cigars and those engnged in
the preparation of tobacco for the
market, for the year 1914 there was
a capital of $321,139.78 Invested. Em~
ployment was furnished to 426, of
which 169 were females. The total
paid in wages for the year was $247,.
609.09. Total value of stock wused,
$350,699.04. The total value of pro-
duction was $746,818.89. Per cent of
sales in Nebraska, 07%. Nine were
employed under the age of sixteen
yoars. Average wagoes per week $13.79,
Reports were flled by sixty-eight man.
ufacturers, as compared with afty-
five in 1913.
