The text of the note, nddressed (o
Mr. Arredondo, follows:

“Sir. 1 have the honor to neknowl-
edge the recelpt of your communicn: !
tlon of July 4, 101G, In which you
transeribe 0 note addressed to me by |
the secretury of forelgn relntions of
your government, and to request that
You will traunsmit to bl the follow-
ng reply :

**‘Mr. Secroetary: 1 have the honor
to acknowledge the receipt of your
courteous note trunsmitted to me by
Senor Arredondo on the 4th lust, In
which you refer to my notes of June 20
and June 25, and to ussure you of the
Elncere gratifiention of my government
at the frank statement of the ditheul-
tles which have unfortunately orises
in our relutions along the luternntion-
al boundary, and the unreserved ex-
pression of the desire of your govern-
ment to reach an adjustment of these
difficulties on a brond annd amicable
basls. The same spirlt of friendship
and of solicitude for the continuguce
of cordial relations between our two
countries Insplres my government
which equally desires an immedinte
solutlion of the matters of difference
which have long vexed both govern-
ments,

“‘It 18 especlully pleasing to my
government that the de fato govern-
went of Mexlico s disposed to glve
quick as well as practical considern-
tlon In a spirit of concord to the rem-
edles which may be applied to the ex-
Isting conditions, Reclproeating the
same desire, the governmeut of the
Unlted States is prepared immedinte-
Iy to exchange views us to a practical
plan to remove finally and prevent a
recurrence of the difficulties which
have been the source of the contro-
versy,

“iAccept, Mr., Becretary, the re-
newed assurances of my highest con-
slderation, 1 nm, sir, yours very sin-
cerely. ROBERT LANSING!"

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PETROGRAD SAYS SLAVS HAVE
CUT LEMBERG LINE.

Many Prisoners Taken by Czar's Men
in Big Offensive in the
East.

Petrograd, July 7.—The Itussinns
have cut the Delatyn-Korogmezo rall-
wny, the principul lne of communien-
tions for the Austro-Germnn forces
defending Lemberg, and have routed
the enemy on the right bnnk of the
Imfester, according 1o nn oflicial stute-
ment Issued by the war office.  The
stutement follows:

“On the Gallelan front, In the di-
rectlon of the Carpathlans, there wius
an  artillery action. Our left wing
contlnues to press the enemy back. On
the rond between Kolomen and Dela-
tyn we captured after a tight the vil-
lage of SBadzudka.

“On the lower Styr and on the front
between the Styr and Stokhod, and
further south ns8 far as the reglon of
the lower Lipa, everywhere there have
been most desperate battles,

“In a despernte fight on the Styr,
west of Kolkl, we overthrew the en-
emy and took more than 1,000 pris-
oners, Including 170 officers,

“In the reglon north of Zaturze and
nenr Volln Sndovskn we selzed the
first line of enemy trenches, We
stopped by ortillery fire un enemy at-
tnek on Behkline,

“In the reglon of the lower Lipn the
enemy made n most stubborn attnek
without  result, The enemy, who
crossed the Styr above the mouth of
the Lipn. near the village of Peremel,
wins nttneked by us and dreiven back
to the river,

plane, which dropped bombs on our
shilps, was brought down by our avig-

She did not die us she hud lived or
us she had hoped., From the poor
lodging houses or shubby tenements to
which she Mitted to avold nequuint-
ances and tax collectors, she had been
taken, o few weeks ugo, to the rather
pretentious home of her son, Col. Ed
ward H. I, Green, It was there she
pussed away, after three strokes of
puralysis  had  sapped  her  little
strength, She was elghty-one years old
last November, “somewhere around the
20th,” as she herself had testitied in
court,
With a fortune estimated at about
£100,000,000, about $VO.000,000 of 1t cre-
ated by her own efforts, Mrs. Green
bad enrned the title of the world's
grentest mistress of fnunce.  What
won for her a unigue pince in the
publie eye, however, wus not her vast
fortune, bhut her use of It. She wore
the snme old black skirt and cape
und black bounet for years; she lived
in lodging houses and In chenp tene-
ments: she gte in lunchirooms und
often conked her own frugnl meals;

Morris & Co,, SBouth Omaha packers,
have fiied a petition In federal court
alleging that the supreme court com-
miesion of Nebraska has no legal
standing whatever and asks an in-

a decree of that body. Judge T, C.
Munger heard arguments in the case,
The cgse originated in the Injury of
John Korinek at the South Omaha
plant of the company July 12, 1813,
Korinek is listed as a “eitizen of Aus-
tria-Hungary and a subject of Francia
Joseph, emperor of Austria. and apos-
tolie king of Hungary " Judgment was
secured against the packing company
for 87.600 on May 27, 1914, In the dis-
trict court of Douglag county. The
cas®d  was appealed to the supreme
court. The case was handed over to
the commission, which affirmed the
judgment and denfed a rehearing.
Unless an injunction (s i{ssued by the
federal court, the packing company
fears that an execution will be levied
against It.

Will Be Left to Legislature.

The question of a constitutional
convention will not be svbmitted by
initiative petition but will be left to
the next legislature to act upon, ac.
cording to a statement given out by
. A. Borensen, secretarv of the ex-
ecutive committee of the Nebraska
