One
of the sweetest and most cheerful and
tnapiring promises of the Bible I8
found In verse 8 of this sectlion,
“God 1s able,” He Is able to make all
grace ghound, and he does this “to
the bountiful giver,” Nothing more
surely Hmlts the measure of gruce that
we recelve than our penurlous, nig-
gardly giving (Phil. 4:10 and context).
This giving of grace I8 "in order thut
ye nlwnys having ull sufficiency in ull
things may abound unio every good
work.” God's abundant grace I8 be-
stowed upon us that we many work for
uthiers, and live abounding, sufficient
Hves In everything How poor Indecd
our lives must appesr when mensured
by the stundard of this verse, Literal-
1y this Is “bllarious giving"” God loves
the rull-souled, hilurlous giver who
glves time nnd money. Such giving I8
Hke unto God's giving, who guve his
only begotten son.  If we sow as God
provides, he will multiply the seed for
gowlng and Increase the fruits of our
righteousness,  If we do not sow, he
will ceuse to supply.

This Hberality will work through us
to others and thanksgiving to God on
the part of those who recelve (v, 11, i,
V.). Such giving abounds to his honor
and glory through the mony thunks-
givings which 1t will eccasion (Heb,
13:15). * The more we give, the more
God will increase our power to give,
and In this way we will be enriched In
everything unto all lberality (rov,
11:24-25), The church In Jerusulem,
when the salnts of Corinth had glven
proof by the minlstration to thelr newld,
would glorify God for the ohedience of
the saluts in Corloth and thelr confes-
slon of the gospel of Christ, and also
for the liberality of thelr contribution
unto them (v. 13, i, V.), They would
repuy their generosity with prayer (v.
14, R. V.) und they would long after
them by reason of the grauce of God
which was in them,

Paul's words nbout our giving with
thanksgiving to God for his unspenk-
able gift—(S¢e Ch, 8:0) the unspouk-
able gift of God, Jesus Christ (John
8:18; Rom. 8:82)—Is an exhortation
to us. Nothlog should 8o move us to
