I, Paul's Turning Point vv, 06-21),

Paul secms to plek out three different
crises In this rehenrsal, (1) s Inter-
view with Christ, when he saw Jesus
as he really was in his glory, a living
risen Savior (Cor, 9:1; 15.8). He had
positive proof of the resurrection from
the deand. This proof convicted him
of sin. He had heard Jesus call, He
had asked Jesus what he would have
him to do. He was ready to obey, and
something was given him to do. The
light which he met on that Journey ar-
rested him In his mad course, The
volee gave him his directions, In obedl-
ence to the command, “Arise and go”
he gnlned knowledge and =kill, (2) He
lights upon his Interview with Ananlas
(v. 11) where he recelved personal help
from un experienced Christinn, In the
darkness and conflict of those three
days of loneliness the questions must
have been : Could hie leave rank, honor,
frirnds? Could he enter the service of
the despised one and suffer reprouch,
danger and death? During this con-
flict he must have had before him the
vislon of what God would have him do,
and the work for which he chosa him
(vv. 16:18). Hlis vislon and commission
constituted a strong motlve for right
declslon. During the vision he came
into the light, and confessed his falth
by his baptism.
