"Nebrasb Cry" A Delusion:

While the doctor was attending him he told how he
was injured. 7 work in one of the railway freight warehouses'
he said. 'Last week we got a little behind with the unloading of
liquor cars. We unloaded one a day that week and this left us
with three cars to unload Monday. I was hustling along with the
other workmen and strained by back trying to lift a barrel of
whisky.' The workman told the physician that the railroad
for which he worked brought from seven to ten carloads of beer
and whisky to Wichita every week."

These conditions are offered to Nebraska by the advo-
cates of prohibition, not a "dry" Nebraska but a Neb-
raska flooded with an unrestricted supply of alcoholic
beverages for the intemperate and the minor as well as
all others.
