IN NEW SURGERY

Great Success.

ARE SPRAYED WITH OZONE

Stream of Gaseous Substance Flows
Into Deepest Recesses, Killing All
Microbes—Horrors of Dressing
Wounds Eliminated.
London.—Bundages are ellminnted
in the latest wmethods of healing ob-
stinate wounds here, This is one of
the marvelons developinents of surgery
to which the war hus given lmpetus,
One of (he horrors of hoxpitals s
dressing wounds. Strong, brave men’
serenm involuntarily with pain every
dny when the bandnges are removed

and the wounds treated.

At Queen Alexandra's military hos-
pital today several patlents were ex-
hibited undergoing the new treatment.
Two of these men were most severely
wounded in September of lust year,
and for ten wonths had been trented
in the customary wuay without any sign
of healing. On August 2 they were
brought to this hospital, the banduges
were flung awny, the wounds were
subjected to repeated applications of
a strenm of ozone, being lightly cov-
ered with n loose layer of lint in the
intervals, and in four doys henling was
In raphl progress,

This treatment i simplicity Mtselr,
Oxygen passes from a reservoir into
an electrienl machine which converts
It inte ozone; the ozone flows out
through n fine metal tube,  The ma-
chine Is wheeled close to the patient's
bed, the wound uncovered, and a
gtrenm  of the microbe-killing ozone
flows Into the deepest recesses, No
painful dragging off of bunduges, no
rebandaging of the lmb to hurt and
exhaust the patient.

New Treatment a Success.

Here was seen a soldier who had
lost hig right foot, with a stump cov-
ered with skin so healthy and hard
that he could walk upon it, a surglical
marvel.

What might be ealled the open-air
trentment of wounds has come to stay.
At the Herbert hospital is n soldier
with a bad compound fracture of the
leg. The limb I8 not swathed in many
yards of bandages as was the custom,
but lies between sandbags to secure
fmmobility and s covered only with a
gingle layer of lint, The lint is kept
constantly wet with peroxide of hy-
drogen. Surrounding the leg Is a large
cuge covered with a sheet of thin but-
ter muslin, so that the wound is con-
tinunlly refreshed by n free current of
wlr. Extremely rapld heallng and
freedom from the agony of manipuln-
tlon are the great guins from this
mole of trentment,

The whirlpool bath is entirely a war
fnvention, from' which excellent results
In cases of stift Joints have been ob-
talned In France. [t consists of a
small oblong buth, #lled with water
which I8 kept in continuous movement
by a miniature propeller revolved at
fa very high speed by means of an elee-
tele motor. A stiff arm or leg, hund
or foot, placed in the bath and kept
there for some thine 1s much lmproved
by the stimulos of the ronning water,

Marvelons examples of bone carpen-
try are to be seen, such as the trans-
‘ference of o large plece of bone from
the leg to fill n gap io the arm bone
or jaw _

Trench foot Is holng more or less
successfully treated by mnassage, oper-
ation, and other methods.

CROCODILES FOE,
AFTER GERMANS

Irish Aviator, Shot Down in
Africa, Tells of Remarkable
Adventures.

THREE DAYS IN THE JUNGLE

Escapes From a Lion by Climbing a
Tree—Three of His Ribs Broken
When Machine Is Brought
Down.

London.~Tules of adventure from
the Jungles of South Afrien, where
General Smuts s opernting  aguinst
the Germans, are not uncommon, but
it 1% seldom that the wild events en-
countered by Capt. A, 1. O'Brien of
the loyul Flylng corps, told here, have
been equiled,

The detalls of his adventures were
contained in u letter from his wife to
relatives in England sad have Just be-
come  public. It I8 probuble  that
O'Brien will be decorated for his sery-
fees to the British government and in
recognition of his hardiness in surviv-
Ing an ordeal that would have meant
death to the average soldier.

He reported to General Smuts last
April far down in Germun Afriea be-
low Konnoa lrangl. Ilis work as an
perinl  meout ahead of the British
troops operating nguinst the Germans
won him fame., Flying over the jun-
gles and tangled brush country during
the rainy season s difficult, When an
army of vigilant enemles Is added, the
tusk Decomes more than dangerous,
The intrepid Irishman finally enguged
on the losing slde of an argument with
‘enemy antl-alreraft guns,

His Machine Brought Down.

Ile was flying over jungle country
when German guwns located him, One
of his wings collupsed and the machine
slde slipped Into the trees, which par-
tially broke the fall, then crashed to
the ground. Had it not been for the
trees both driver and machine would
have been smashed to bits.  As it was,
three of O'Dirlen's ribs were crushed
and for several hours he lay In a
swamp unconsclous,

Slowly he recovered his senses and
took an Inventory of his injuries. He
eould walk without dificulty, but when
he swung his arms, the broken ribs
hurt cruelly. Holding his arms tight
to his sldes, he scouted through the
nelghboring jungles, where he discov-
eredd unmistakable slgns of the enemy,
Later, he heard a column of Infantry
approaching, and fearing eapture he
sot fire to the aeroplnne and dashed
off through the underbrush,

At the first splngh a score of huge
“eroes” on a polnt of land down stream
mide for him, There followed a race
hetween the manenters and the quarry
that nearly ended disastrously for the
Irishman, The lust few yards were
hearthreaking, for as he glanced back
over his shoulder he could see the

Substitutes for Expensive Meats and
Other Table Furnishings Are Pos-
sible, and Health of the Fam-
ily Will Be' Improved.

We all know, If we hnve given the
subject any thought that the feeding
of the fomily i the most expensive
ftem In the Hst of housebolid accounts

Every honsewife shonld keep a eoares
ful aceount of her income and outgo.
Too wuny of us are lke the youny
bride who wane given o set of books
In which to keep her accounts and
when nsked by her husband at the end
of the month if her accounts balanced,
showed him the hook, on one page was
written, “Hecelved of John, slxty dol-
Inrs on the opposite page these
words “spent it all"”

Rince the cost of living Is constantly
advancing it i< vitally necessary that
real concern be pald to reducing cer-
tuln {tems of expenditure, and as
ment 18 one of the most expensive of
our foods, any econoiny in the pur-
chase of It will make a noticoable re-
duction In the food hill.

By using meat substitutes of cheese,
nute, milk acd eges which are less ex-
pensive but fully as nutritious, the ex-
penses may be redoecd. Cheese has &
food value of twice that of meat pound
for pound, and ean be used with much
loss waste. The use of cheese In com-
bination with milk and eggs mnkes a
most satisfactory substitote for ment,

The cheaper cuts of meat may be
utilized more often and on the farm
all kinds of meat magy be asalted,
pickled, canned or dried for fature use,
So that in time of plenty prepare dor
the famine. Pork sanrage, fried to
senr both sides of small cakes, packed
In lnrge Jars and covered with the
bolling hot fat so that It makes a per-
fect seal over the sausage will keep
to use In midsummer and 1s a constant
source of satisfuction for It Is 80 enny
to get it ready for breakfast as it
needs but little more cooking, Chiek-
en may be canned when too much in
cooked and set away for another time
when an emergency calls it farth,

The utilizing of left-overs in the
planning of the meals Is another im-
portant point for the housewife to con-
glder. It goes without saying that she
plans her menus days ahead In order
to save expense and use these left-
overs acceptably.

Fruite and wvegetables lend them-
selves to nll sortg of combinations as
snlnds and soups, and make dishes
that are tasty and wholesome,

The costly habit of eating more thom
we need 18 not only wasteful of mate-
rial, bad on the complexion, but vast-
ly more Important, ruolnous to the
digestive organs.  Preparing more
food than is used, paring away vege-
tables and fruits, cooking wvegetanbles
A\n so much water that mueh of the
food value Is wasted, throwing awny
the trimmings and bones of meat, that
would mnke good broths, stews or
soups—these are some of the wastes
that need to be watched, Constant
vigilanee Is the price of suecess In ex-
penditures as In other things.

Lemon Preserve,

Peel and eut one dozen lemons in
glices and sonk for a day In cold wa-
ter. Then boil four pounds of sognr
and a cupful of water for nhout twenty
minutes and tir to keep “rom burning.
Next add the lemons, some chopped
ralsing and almonds and let thicken
slowly. This Is a delicions and new
filllng for sandwiches to serve with
fced tea or lemonade on & warm after-
noon,

To keep lemons fresh, put a lnyer of
fine dry sand at the bottom of a large
earthen jur. Place on this a layer of
lemons, stalk end downward, belng
careful that they do not touch one an-
other, Cover these with a three-ineh
lnyer of sand. Add another layer of
lemons, and so on until the jar is full,
In a cool, dry place lemons packed ke
this will kecp a year,

Some Favorite Potato Recipes.
Potatoes Fried Whole—When ncarly
bolled enough, put small potatoes into
a saucepan with butter or beef drip-

plngs, Shake themm about to prevent
burning until they are brown and
erisp. Drain them from the fat, It
