LEBRON TEXT -Romnans 1410108

GOLDEN TEXT-It s not good to eat
fenhi, nor to drink wine, nor to do nnys
thing whereby thy brother stumblet iy
Rom, 14:2L

The early Christinn church had two
cutstanding problems, the question of
the Sabbath daye (two of them) and
the question of eating meat offered to

fdols, This lesson suggests the soly-
tion of the latter. Our modern prab
lem of Intoxleating llquors I8 very

much the snme as thi aneient one of
the early Gentile Christluns,

another” (vv. 13-15). There nre cer-
tuin ncts which are universally eonced-
i to be right and within the Christinn
Iaw of liberty, There nre nlso other
nets which are as pluinly prohibited.

Hterally, to pronounce judgment, They

gclence. Ile must have faith, and be
ussured that he is right; otherwige he
I8 condemned by God and by his own
consclence, and I8 not a4 sincere Chris-
tian disciple. The word “therefore” in
yerse 18 polots buck to verse 12, which
vught to be carefully pondered, Ax we
have euch to render our necounts to
God, we should stop Judging one an-
other. Fowd I8 a very proper thing,
and laws are also proper, yet love s
the rullug principle of the Christisn
ife, .

We ought to have our liberty cur-
tnlled rather thun have our souls lost,
If we magnliy our liberty to the sacrl-
fice of our Lrother's soul we “walk no
longer in love,” The demnnds of
Christiun love ure more to the true
followers of Clrist than the permis-
slons of Christinn lberty, The privi-
lege of enting and drinking while It
Injures others, however hurmless to
Yourself, is not to be toleruted,

The word “stumbleth” here used
(v. 21) Implies o0 movable trap or snare,
Uternlly any impediment placed in the
Wiy so as to cause unother to full, We
must never forget that even o weak
brother I8 “a brother for whom Christ
dled,”

1l. “Let not your good be evil spoken
of " (vv. 160.24). The kingdom of Gl
I8 not meat and deink, but it Is a life
of righteousness, penee und Joy In the
Holy Ghost, Our liberty 18 to be so
used that it shall not he evil spoken
of. The real proof that we are in the
kingdom of God and that the kKingdom
of Gad Is in us is not found in our
scrupulousness or lnek of i, In our cat-
Ing wnd drinking, but In the munifestpe
tions of righteonsness in our lives, gand
of having peace in our hearts (15:18).
