The most important increase in Ne-
braska will come as a result of the
effort of each individual family to be-
come as rgarly self-supporting as
possible. If each family in the state
of Nebraska would grow all the po-
tatoes and beans needed they would
have for themselves a balunced ra-

It has been suggested that farmers
and uthers should be permitted to use
the waste land along our highways.
In the western part of the state per-
haps half of the highways are already
used ns pastures. I estimate that in
Nebraska we have more than 900,000
acres of land now being used as pub-
lic highways. Perhaps n:'u-lhirnll of
this could be used for crops without
in any way interfering with good road
building or maintenance, This would
add 300,000 acres to our producing
arca. The farmer with land adjoin-
ing should have first right. Unde:
the present law he cannot even plow
without the consent or divection of

rignl.

In addition to the public roads [ find
that we have mopre than 150,000 acres
in railroad right-of-ways, and that ap
proximately one-half of this or 75,000
acres could be used for farming, The
furmer abutting should have the fivst
right again vpon payvment of reason
ahle rental.

The 8t, Louisg called
special attention to the necessity  of
improving our system of distribution
that we may use less lnbar, and have
lgsg waste. They recommended &
food survey, and price fixing and goyv-
ernment eonlio the necessity should
urise, * They ealled attention to the
enr shortage and the need of prefer
entinl shipments of food and farm
muterinl, I have been informed thut
many ciurs of the poorer ¢lass have
been sent to Russia by way of the
Pacific where they are used to move
armies. and their sapplies,

Let me cull attention to a recent
statement by a professor of Bonn
university of Germany, that a “fam-
ine is staving Ameriea in the face.”
There is more possibility of this than
we lke to admit. The professor, how-
ever, has forgotten two things, First,
that we produce 2,750,000,000 bushels
of corn as against 775,000,000 bushels
of wheat, and that we can increase
the amount tremendously by adding
southern acrenge—and that we ean
eat corn bread. He was thinking on-
Iy of our wheat. Second, that Ameri-
en is not likely to starve first for Eu-
rope must depend upon us for her
food,

I wish to close with another state-
ment of the professor's, that “upon
the American wheat field the war will
be decided,” nnd with the first state-
ment of the 8t. Louls conference:
