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GOYERNOR ON THE DRAFT

Asks County Officers to Help Take
Cennus

Governor Neville has issued a let-
ter to sheriffs, county eclerks, and
county physicians advising them that
a military census is soon to be taken
for the purpose of enforcing the draft
act passed by congress. It will be
the duty of these officials to assist
in taking the census of all peisuns
who are to be required to register,
The age limits of those required to
be registered have not heen announc-
ed, but Jt has been suggested in the

“press that those between nineteen and
twenty-five may be registered,

Governgr Neville 18 concerned with
the mattér of obtaining the services
of citizens to serve on registration
boards, He says two men will be
needed in each voting precinct. He
has asked counties to organize county
councils of defense and suggests that
these organizations can assist in
taking the census. The government
will pay necessary expenses, but the

rnor hopes the work can be ‘ac-
complished without expense to
rnment. It must be done with-

n fifteen days after the president is-
sues his notice,

Governor’s Letter

The following letter has been sent
by the governor to sheriffs, county
cﬂarlu and county physicians:

“Dear Sir:—An act of congress,
recently passed, gives the president
of the United States authority to call
upon state and county officers and
emuna for such services as he deems
advisable, as follows: .

“Section 5—That the president is
hereby authorized to utilize the ser-
vices of any or all departments and
any or all officers or agents of the
United States, and of the several
states, territories and the District of
Columbia, in the execution of this
act, and all officers and agents of the
United States and of the several
states, territories and the District of
Columbia, are hereby required to per-
form such duties in the execution of
this act ns the president shall order
and direct, and officers and agents
of the several states shall hereby have
full authority for all acts done by
them in the exccution of this act by
the direction or request of the presi-
dent.”

Under the authority vested in him
by this act, the president of the Unit-
States has directed me to commun-
fcate with the sheriffs, county clerks,
and county physicians in every coun-
ty in Nebraska, advising them that
a military census will soon be taken
for the purpose of registering citi-
zens of the state. It is the presi-
dent’s intention to issue a proclama-
tion within a short time, designating
the age limits and containing other
information. All citizens of the class-
es named will report for registration
to their accustomed polling places on
the day designated by the president.
The law carries a penalty for a fail-
ure to 8o report.

The services of public spirited cit-
izens should be secured to act as
registrars, two being assigned to each
precinct. County defense councils,
where organized, can render great as-
sistance in taking this census., It is
ho that this work will be accom-
plished so far as possible without
cost to the government, but the fed-
eral government is prepared to pay
Necessary expenses.

Registration blanks and necessary
information will be mailed to county
sheriffs and by them distributed to
the polling places. It is hoped that
prerarationx will be completed for the
taking of the census within fifteen
days after issuance of the president's
proclamation,

You will take immedinte steps to
organize the machinery to carry out
thep resident’s program as outlined
above, and for further information,
communicate with the secretary of
state council for Lincoln,
