‘"TRIANS IN ADRIATIC.

CRUISER HIT BY TORPEDO
London Says Vessel Reached Port!
After Attack by Submarine=Ital-
{an Airmen Damage Foe's War-
ships—150 Die on Transport |

London, May 21.—1t 1s officinlly an-
nounced that the transport Cameronla
has been sunk, One hundred and forty
meén on bonrd are missing.

The British admiralty aunounced on
Friday that 14 mine-sweeping steam
vessels, known us drifters, had been
subk In o rold by Austrian Hght cruls
ers In the Adrintic sen und that the
Britlsh light cruiser Dartmouth was |
torpedoed In o subsequent engngement
with  the Austriun  wurships, but
reached port safely.

The text of the stutement rends: |
*The admirnlty announces  that
from reports recelved from the rear |
admirdl  communding the Adrintle |
squadron, supplemented by the ltal
fan oMcinl communieation, 1t appears
that early Tuesdany morning an Aus- |
trinn force, consisting of Hght cruls
ers, subsequently re-enforced by de- |
stroyers, rhlded the allled drifter line
and succeeded in sinking 14 British
drifters, fromswhich, according to the
Austrian communiention 72 prisoners

were taken,

“His majesty's ship Dartmouth,
with the Itallan rear admiral nbonrd,
and H. M. 8. Bristol immediately
chased the enemy off, assisted by
French and Itulinn destroyers,

*“The chase continued with the ene-
my under henvy and continuous fire
until near Camnro, when, some euwemy
battieships coming out In support of
their crulsers, our vessels drew off.

“Itallan sirmen, after a battle in
the air, attacked the Austrinn wnr-
ships outside Camaro and confidently
affirm that one of the enemy's cruls
ers was on fire and was tuken In tow
off Camaro In u sinking condition.
One other of the enemy’s crulsers was
reported by the British admiralty s
badly damaged,

“During her passage back the Dart-
mouth was struck by a torpedo from
an enemy submarine, but returned
mto port with three men killed, one
officer and four men missing and be-
lleved dead, nnd seven wounded,
There were no other casuanlties 1o our
ships”

Viennn, May 21.—A Dritish crulser
wus sunk durlng an engagement with
English, French and Itallan vessels
ufter an Austrinn naval detachment
had made a successful rald In the
Btralt of Otranto, on the southern
coast of Italy, accoring to an official
announcement made by the admiralty,

Itallan destroyers, three merchant-
men and twenty armed guard vessels,
the statement ndds, “became vicitlins”
of the Austrian rald,

AMPLE GRAIN SUPPLY IN U. S.

the duration of the war, '

The admiralty announcement says
the services which the American ves-
sels are rendering to the allied cause
are of the greatest value and are ap-
precinted deeply.

Messages of greetlng were ex-
chunged bLelween Admiral Sir David
Reatty, commanding the British grand
fleet, and Admiral Mayo, commander
of the American Atlantie fleet,

The Amerlean navy's actual entry
into the war zone has already been
productive of a brush between a de-
stroyer and a German underwater
bont, according to an announcement
by the British admiraity, but the re
sult of it has not been made public,

The destroyer squadron arrived here
and almost immedintely put to sea
ngnin for the hard work that is be-
fore It.

A crowd of several hundred persons,
some of them carrying tiny American
flngs, lined the water front and cheered
the destroyers from the moment they
first sighted the flotilla until it reached
the dock.

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BILLIONS FOR WAR

ALL RECORDS BROKEN IN ARMY
AND NAVY BILL.

Calls for $3,300,846,000, Including
$400,000,000 for American Mer-
chant Marine.

Washington, May 17.—All appropria-
tion records of congress were broken
on Tuesduy when the senute appropri-
atlous commitiee reported the war,
army and navy deficlency b, carry-
Ing a totnl of $3,300,040,000, Including
$£400,000,000 for construction and pur-
chase of an American merchant wa-
rine,

The committee added $503,302,000 to
the house bill, Among the senate In-
crenses were 0000 for the council
of natlonal defense, $1,000,000 for de-
tentlon of Interned Germans, §26,000,
000 for army machine guns and $35,
000,000 for heavy army ordnance,

For the new American merchant
fleet they directed Immediate appro-
printion of $400,000,000 and author-
ized $350,000,000 more for use later as
an “emergency shipplog fund.”

The blll authorizes the government
to commandeer shipyards, factories or
the products of such factories and to
take over existing shipbullding con-
trancts of private Individuals or for-
elgn governments, Construction fa-
cllities taken over are to be pald for
nt n reasonnble price. Persons refus-
ing to deliver requisitioned factories
or establishments would be penalized.

KAISER BLOCKS PEACE TERMS

On Hindenburg's Advice Ruler Turne
Down Chancellor's Pro-
posal.

The Hague, May 10.—The kalser
and Field Marshal von Hindenburg
were responsible for the refusal of
the German chhncellor to announce
peace terms In the relchstag this week,
according to advices recelved here

from Berlin.

It was reported In these dispatches
that the chancellor, Doctor von Deth-
mann-Hollweg, had gone so far as to
draw up a peace offer, sultable to both
Germany and Austria-Hungary, but
when he took It to German Great
Headquarters for the affirmation of
the kaiser, It was rejected at a mlll-
tary council.

REGULARS FIRST TO FRANCE

Executive Sets June B as the Date of
Registration for All Men Between
the Ages of 21 and 31—Re-
Jects Roosevelt Volunteer
Army — Declares It
Would Interfere
With Present
Plans.

| Washington, May 21.—Flatly reject-
Ing that section of the measure which
"would permit Colonel Roosevelt to or-
ganize volunteer divisions, President
Wiison signed the conseription  bill,
| The president signed the army bill
| Just after dinner at 8 p. m, on Friday,
without formallty, and set June O as
the dute of registration for all men be-
| tween the nges of twenty-one und
\ thirty-one for military service,

President Issues Proclamation.

President Wilson's proclamation, put-
ting Into effect the selective draft pro-
vision of the war army bill, signed last
night, follows In part:

“A proclumation by the president of
the United States:

“Whereas, Congress hos enncted and
| the president hns on the 18th day of
| May, one thousahd nine hundred and
seventeeen, approved a law which con-
tuing the following provisions:

“Section 5. That all male persons be-
| tween the ages of twenty-one and
| thirty, both inclusive, shall be subject
| to registration |p nccordance with reg-
| ulations to be prescribed by the presi-
| dent; and upon proclamation by the
| president or other public notice given
| by him or by his direction, stating the
| time and place of such registration, it

shall be the duty of all persons of the
. designated ages, except officers and en-
| llsted men of the regular army, the
navy and the National Guard and naval
militia while In the service of the
United States, to present themselves
for and submit to registration under
the provisions of this act, and every
such person shall be deemed to have
notice of the requirements of this act
upon the publication of*sald proclama-
tion or other notice an aforesaid given
by the president or by his direction;
and any person who shall willfully fail
or refuse to present himself for regis-
tration or to submit thereto as herein
provided, shall be gullty of a misde-
meanor and shall, upon conviction In
the district court of the United States
having jurisdiction thereof, be pun-
fshed by Imprisonment for not more
than one year, and shall thereupon be
duly registered; provided, that Iin the
eall of the docket precedence shall be
given, In courts trying the same, to the
trial of criminal proceedings under
this act: Provided further, that per-
sons shall be subject to registration as
hereln provided who shall bave at-
talned thelr twenty-first birthday and
who shall not have attained their thiry-
first birthday on or before the day set
for registration, and all persons so reg-
istered shall be and remain subject to
draft Into the forces hereby authorized,
anless exempted or excused therefrom
as In this act provided,

Registration on June 5.

“Now, therefore, I Woodrow Wilson,
president of the United States, do call
npon the governor of each of the sev-
eral states and territories, the board
of commissioners of the District of
Columbia and all officers and agents
of the several states and territories,
of the District of Columbia and of
the counties and municipalities there-
in to verform certaln duties in the
execution of the foregoing law, w hich
duties will be conununicated to them
directly In regulations of even dante
herewith.

wand 1 do further procluim and glve
ndice to all persons subject to regis-
tration in the several states and in
the District of Colunbia In neeord-
ance with the shove lnw that the time
and place of such registration shall be
between 7 a. m, and O p.m. on the
fth day of June, 1017, at the regis-
tration plnce in the precinct wherein
they have their permunent homes.
Those who shall bave uttaiued (heir
twenty-first birthday and who shull
not have attained thelr thirty-first
birthday on or before the day here
pamed are required to register, ex-
cepting only officers and enlisted men
of the refular ariny, the nuvy, the
marine corps and the Nationnl Guard
and naval militla while in the service
of the United States, and officers in
the officers’ reserve corps and enlisted
men in the enlisted reserve corps
while in active service. In the terri-
tories of Alaska, Hawall and Porto
Rico a day for registration will be
pamed in a later prociamation,

All Must Co-Operate.

“The power against which we are
arrayed has sought to impose its will
ppon the world by force. To this end
it has Increased armament until it
has changed the face of war. In the
sense in which we have been wout to
think of armlies there are no armles
in this struggle. There are entire na-
tions armed, Thus, the men who Te-
main to till the soll and man the fle'l
tories are no less a part of the army

that is In France than the men benéath
the battle flags. It must be so wilh
us. Tt Is not an army that we must
shape and traln for war; It Is a na-
tlon. To this end our people must
draw close In one compact front
ngainst n common foe. But this can-
not be If each man pursnes a private
purpose,  All must pursue one pur
pose,

“The nntlon needs all men, but It
needs ench man, not In the fleld that
will most pleasure him, but in the en-
deavor that will best =erve the comn-
mon good,

“It 18 In no gense a conscription of
the unwilling—I1t is rather selection
ftom a natlon which has volunteered
in mass,

“The day here named is the time
upon which all &hall present them-
selves for assignment to thelr tasks,

“It s essentinl that the day be ap-
pronched In thoughtful apprehension
of Its significance and that we accord
to it the honor and the meaning that
I deserves, Our industrial need pre-
scribes that it be not made a technl-
il holiday, but the stern sacrifice
that Is before us urges that it be
carrled In all our hearts ns a greal
ay of patrlotic devotlon and oblign-
tlon when the daty shall lie upon ev-
ery man, whether he is himself to be
registered or not, to see to It that
the name of every male person of the
destgnated nges s written on these
Ists of honor,

President Wilson directed that an
expeditionary force of approximately
n division of regular troops, under
command of Maj), Gen, Johin J, I"ersh-
ing, proceed to France at as early a
date us practicable, General Pershing
and staff will precede the troops,

A division contains approximately
28000 men. It Is understood that at
least 20,000 will be Infuntry.

The war bill was enrefully gone over
during the day by Brigadler General
Crowder, judge advocate general and
provost marshal general,

It was announced that all existing
regiments of the guard will be called
into service by August 5, and officlals
estimate that with from a month to six
weeks' Intensive training these troops
will be rendy to go forward for final
preparation behind the fighting lines In
Europe for the fighting that Is before
them.

After the army bill had been per-
fected In both houses of congress and
sent to President Wlilson for signa-
ture the senate adopted an amendment
to the war budget bill to put conscrip-
tion out of force four months after the
end of the war.

President’s Statement.

The president Issued the following
statement at the White House:
“I ghall not avail myself, at any

rate, at the present stage of the war,
of the authorisation conferred hy the

act to organize volunteer divisions,

“To do so would seriously Interfere
with the carrylng out of the chlef and
most Immediately important purpose
contemplated by this legislation:

“The prompt creation and eariy use
of an effective army would contribute
practically nothing to the effective
strength of the armlies now engaged
against Germany.

“I understand that the section of
this act which nuthorizes the creation
of volunteer divisions In addition to
the draft was added with a vlew to
providing an Independent command for
Mr. Roosevelt and giving the military
authoritles an opportunity to use his
fine vigor and enthusinsm recruiting
the forces now at the western front.

*It would be very angreeable to me to

y Mr. Roosevelt this compliment and
the allles the compliment of sending
to thelr ald one of our most distin-
guished public men, an ex-president,
who has rendered many consplcuous
pubMe services and proved his gallant-
try in many striking ways.

“politically, too, It would no doubt
have a very fine effect and make a
profound Impression, But this s not
the time or the ocecaslon for compli-
ments or for any action not calculated
to contribute to the immedinte success
of the war.

Seeks Advice From Both Sides.

“The bhusiness now In hand Is un-
dramatie, practieal and of sclentific
definiteness and precision,

“1 shall act with regnrd to it at
every step and In every particular un-
der expert nnd profession advice,
from both sldes of the water,

Says He Is Responsible,

“He nomed many of those whom he
desired to have designated for the
gorvice and they were men who cannot
possibly be spured from the too small
force of officers at our eommand for
ihe much more pressing and necessary
dutles of training regular troops to be
put Into the fleld in France and Bel-
glum ns fast as they can be got ready.

“The first troops sent to France will
be taken from the present force of the
regular army and will be under the
command of trained soldiers only.

“The responsibllity for the succesy-
ful conduct of our part In this great
war rests upon me, 1 could not escape
it if 1 wounld. ' 1 am too much inter-
osted In the canse we are fighting for
to be interested In anything but suc
CeRs.

“Phe Issues Involved are too Im-
mense for me to take Into considera-
tlon anything whatever except the
best, most effective, most Immediate
weans of military action. What these
means are I know from the mouths of
men who have seen war as It 1s con-
ducted, who have no lllusions and to
whom the whole grim matter is n mat-
ter of business. 1 shall center my
attention upon those matters and let
everything else walt. I should be deep-
ly to blame should 1 do otherwise,
whatever the argument of policy or of
personal gratification of advantage.”
