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NEWS REVIEW OF
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Government Is Now Going After
the Food, Munition and
Fuel Pirates.

CONTROL BILL IN CONGRESS

Other Agencies Attacking the Profit-
eers—Plans Pushed for Huge Amenr-
lcan Air Army—Russia Deter-
mined to Continue the
War Against German
Absolutism.

Uncle Sam last week began paylng
more speclal attentlon to the plrates
that infest the land—the food pirates,
the munition pirates, the fuel plrates
mnd all the obnoxious brood of prof-
Ateers whose greed for money obliter-
ates thelr patriotism, If they ever had
any of the latter quality. The warfare
against these men and corporations 18
‘belng carried on in the way of judicial
investigations that will result In In-
dictments and In proposed legislation
by congress, The latter, of course, 18
the adminlstration food control bill,
which the president has been urging
toward passage with the forceful as-
sistance of Herbert C. Hoover. Mr.
Hoover told a bunch of senators on
"Tuesday why the measure should be
‘passed, and answered all the objec-
tions of its opponents, headed by Vard-
aman, Gore and Reed.

In the house on Thursday Represen-
tatives Madden and Cannon of Illinols
made an attempt to have cotton In-
cluded among the articles to be put
under control, but the Southern Dem-
ocrats rushed to the rescue of the cot-
ton planter and defeated the plan. The
majority also voted down a proposition
by Haugen of Iowa to include cloth-
ing, shoes and Implements in the meas-
ure. The opposition to the bill in the
house was wenker than In the senate,
Benator Sherman of Illinols flercely
attacked the measure as one designed
to favor the city dweller and upnlon la-
bor and to Injure the farmer, and he
took the opportunlty to say some very
\severe things nbout the administration,
asserting It had been asleep for two
years and now had waked up Into hys-
‘terin.

Danlels Jolts the Extortionists.

Secretary Daniels became weary of
the extortlons of the fuel magnates,
and on Monday announced that the
coal and oll the navy needed would be
taken by the government and pald for
at prices to be fixed by the govern-
ment.. Producers of steel found them-
selves facing the prospect of the same
action,

Organized labor also took a hand In
the fight on the food extortlonists and
notified the administration, through
the American Federatlon of Labor,
that unless the prices of the necessl-
ties of life are brought down to rea-
sonable figures, there probably will be
an epldemic of strikes, possibly even
a natlonal tle-up In many Industries.

The federal trande commission an-
nounced it was ready to begin its in-
vestigation of food conditions on July
1; the Information obtalned wili be
turned over to the food adminlstrator
and the department of justice.

Why should not the press of the
country print prominently the names
of the despicable creatures who are
taking advantage of the natlon's
needs? Decent motives belng lacking,
fear of the public wrath might oper-
ate to induce them to cease thelr ne-
farious work.

Planning Great Alr Army.

More and more the government s
pecoming convinced that America's
first big play In the war must be in
in the atr, and the plans for speedily
sending many thousands of alrplanes
and aviators to the front from this
country are belng pushed with vigor.
QOongress 1s nsked to make an aero-
mautic appropriation of $800,000,000
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to start with, and nlready hundreds of
young men are heing selected for the
work and put into training, For a
long time Admiral Peary has been urg-
Ing the bullding up of a powerful air
gerviee for our army and navy, and
Brigndier General Squler has done ull
an active officer Is permitted to do to
forward such a plan, and now the gov-
ernment realizes that an Immense fleet
of alrplanes Is the quickest efective
ald It can glve to its allles In Eu-
ropwe,

The aviation bill contemplates the
establishment of 24 tealning camps und
Instruction In many technleal schools;
the construction of about 2,000 plunes
a month at the end of six months, with
the number constantly Increasing until
It reaches 5,000 a month; the bullding
ut first malnly of tralning and obser-
vation machines and later of larger
number of battle planes.

To fill up the ranks of the regular
army, President Wilson issued a call
for 70,000 volunteers between the nges
of elghteen and forty years, Through-
out the army the recruiting officers
especially emphasized the fact that
men who registered are welcome as
volunteers and will have some advan-
tages over those who walt to be
drafted.

Registration slackers began getting
what Is coming to them last week,
Thelr days of grace having explred,
they were arrcsted wherever found
and chucked Into jall, Several of them
already have been given prison sen-
tences. Though the number of arrests
may seem large, it really is insignifl-
eant when compared with the total
registration,

War department officlals seem to be
having a hard time settling on the
plans for the tralning camps for the
Natlonnl army. Over and over agaln
the speclfications are changed, and not
much headway I8 belng made. Instead
of leaving the detalls to the regular
army officers, who are experts in that
line, the councll of natlonal defense
has taken a hand and put “experts” of
its own choosing In charge of varlous
parts of the work, and the result so
far has been confusion and delay. The
council has been dolng great work In
many ways, but this looks llke a case
of too many cooks. The whole mat-
ter of getting the conseriptive army
and the National Guard into training
only emphasizes the wisdom of a uni-
versal service polley and law,

Submarines Very Actlive.

Germany's submarines put In an-
other busy week, many reports of the
sinking of allled and neutral vessels
coming In. Among the ships sent down
wns the American oll tank steamship
John D. Archbold, flve of whose crew
were lost., The vessel was armed and
carried n gun crew from an American
warship, but the gunners had not been
supplled with range finders by the
navy department.

Vice Admiral Sims, during the tem-
porary absence of the RBritlsh com-
mander in chlef, was appolnted to take
general charge of the operations of the
allled naval forces in Irish waters,
where the U-boats find most of thelr
victims. The giving of this great re-
sponsibllity to the American admiral
shows the confidence the allles have
In his abllity and wisdom.

Twao feats of the Ameriean destroy-
ers In Britlsh waters were told dur-
ing the week, (mne of these vessels
came upon a submarine and promptly
rammed {t, probably sending It to the
bottom. Two others, responding to
wireless calls, rescned 80 survivors of
two British ships that were torpedoed
100 miles away, the farthest polnt west
in the Atlantic the U-boats have oper-
ated since the ruthless campalgn be-
gan,

There was violent fighting In France
throughout the week, but nelther side
made important gains, The Germans
won first-line trenches from the Brit-
ish east of Monchy-le-Prieux and from
the French east of Vauxalllon, but
later were driven back again with
heavy losses. The Canadian troops
captured some positions In front of
Lens, paving the way for a drive on
that center of the coal flelds.

Toward the end of the week the
Germans ylelded to the heavy pressure
of the British in the territory doml-
nated by the Messines ridge and aban-
doned the ground they had held on the
western side of the bend of the Lys

Another German Fiasco.

Goermnny's clumsy diplociney eame
to grief again in the developments fol-
lowing the attempt of Robert Grimim,
Socialist, to induee Rossin to conelude
# sepurnte peace, When the Intrigue
wins exposed, Grimm wag driven from
Russia, and last week Dre. Arthur Hoff-
maun, & member of the Swiss federal
council, who had a prominent part In
the plot, reslgned his office.  The dis-
closures ledd to an exelted mass meet-
Ing of protest and a pro-ally demon-
stration In Geneva, Grimm was de-
nounced for trylng to push Switzerlund
Into the war for the purpose of serv-
Ing Germany, and the crowds stoned
the residences of pro-Germans.

Elihu Root and his colleagues spent
the week getting acqualnted with the
true state of affalrs In Russia, and
were assured by the government offl-
clals that nothlng would be concealed
from them. Commander In Chief
Brussiloff sent to General Robertson
Wednesday a telegram assuring him
that, “In honor bound, free Russia's
armies will not fall to do thelr duty,”

Borls Bakhmetleff, special Russian
envoy, and his colleagues arrived in
Washington and almost Immediately
gave out a statement of the program
of the provisional government. This
Includes the absolute rejection of all
thought of a separate peace and the
achlevement of universal pence with-
out annexations or contributions and
presuming no dominion over other na-
tlons. The provislonal government
will take preparatory steps for an
agreement with Its allles founded on
its declaration of March 27, and Its
chlef alm Is stated to be to fortify the
Democratic foundations of the army
and orgunize and consolidate the
army's fighting power for its defensive
ns well uas offensive purposes.

In Petrograd the all-Russinn con-
gress of workmen and soldiers unani-
mously resolved upon an Immediate
offensive, and the same sentiment was
expressed In a manlfesto Issued by the
military unlon of woman volunteers,
which sald “the workers are appealing
for an unrelenting struggle against an
enemy who Is moved solely by Impe-
riallstlec and slaving tendencles.”

The provisional government has be-
gun proceedings for the severe punish-
ment of various high officlals of the
old reglme, who are accused of
breaches of the laws of the emplre,
Several former cablnet members and
army commanders, Including Protopop-
off nnd General Rennenkampf, have
been indleted.

Crisls in Austria-Hungary.

Not much news was allowed to come
out of Austria-Hungary, but what did
emerge Indicates that the situation
there becomes more critical dally, The
Poles of the dual kingdom are virtual-
ly in revolt, demanding at least au-
tonomy for their land, and nearly all
the people are Inslstent for peace,
The Austrian cabinet, headed by Clam-
Martinie, resigned,

Conditions due mainly to the war
have brought on a crisls in Spain that
threatens to result in the deposition of
King Alfonso, despite his personal pop-
ularity, and the establishment of yet
another new republie In Europe, The
censor, however Is a8 busy there as in
other countrles, and the reports may
be misleading,

Over In China matters seemed to be
settllng down peacefully, possibly In
part the result of President Wilson's
suggestion that the Internal troubles
there be brought to a pacific and
speedy end, Several of the seceding
provinces have aald they would come
back Into the federal fold, and the
president haa called a new parllament-
avy election,

Certaln  notorlously  pro-German
newspapers In Chleago, Milwaukee and
elsewhere, some of them printed In
the German language, are attracting
the attention of the government ngents
by thelr continuous and viclous attacks
on the allles of the United States and

thelr thinly-velled opposition to this |

country's course In the war. With the
sklll of trained writers they may avold
suppression for treasonable utterance,
but thelr sentiment and Intent are evi-
dent, and If they cannot be reached by
legal procedure, they may yet be
squelched by the people without the
ald of the suthorities,

It can be
readily seen that scientifically con-
structed light reflectors will be made
necessary to meet with these strin
gent demands,

30,000 People Visited It

Secretary A. E. Sheldon of the Ne-
braska State Historical soclety sum-
marizes the events of the seml-centen-
ninl celebration as follows:

“The historlcal exhibit was under
the supervision of the staff of the
state historical soclety. Co-operating
with the historical soclety were the
Nebraska Daughters of the Amerlcan
Roevolution, the Woman's Rellef Corps,
the Nebraska university museum and
the State Horticultural soclety. Be-
gides these there were over fifty indl-
viduals throughout the state who
added their contributions either as
loans or permanent contributions to
the historical collections. During the
three days that the historical exhibit
was open to the public a careful esti
mate shows over 30,000 people visited
it and nearly 5,000 registered thelr
names on the historical soclety regis.
try. Historical lectures with motion
film and lantern slides pictures were
ghown three times daily to audiences
aggregating about 6,000 people. The
exhibit was thronged with visitors
from eight in the morning until 11
o'clock at night. The most intense
personal Interest and appreciation was
manifested by the throngs of visitors,
hundreds of whom promised personal
additions to the collections of the his-
torical society. The interest evinced
was 80 great it Is lkely, if adequate
arrangements can be made, that an an-
nual historieal soclety exhibit will be
made at the Nebraska state fair.”

To 8ee That Order Is Carried Out

Attorney General Reed, who inter-
vened to put a stop to the Omaha
strike, will personally see that the
court order is carried out, and will
represent the state at the hearing, set
for June 27, before Judge Leslie of the
district court,

The state's action in the strike situa-
tion is the first of its kind in the his-
tory of the United States, according
to the attorney general. He sald he
could recall no similar action where
a state has intervened to halt both
parties of a strike.

“Should either slde attempt to vio-
late the restraining order Issued by
Judge Leslie,” says Mr. Reed, “they
may find that the federal and state
governments will at once proceed
against such individuals for treason
against the state and the federal gov-
eftnment, hecause, in effect, it would
be lending aid and comfort to our
enemies and will not be tolerated.”

Reciprocal Demurrage Law

Nebraska rallroads will be required
to accept the main provision of the re-
ciprocal demurrage law, which they
are now fighting in the courts, as a
condition precedent to their being al-
lowed to charge the scale of demur
rage rates for which they have sought
permission at the hands of the state
rallway commission.

Before they are allowed to put Into
effect the new demurrage schedule of
$2 per day for the first five days after
free time has elapsed, and $5 per day
thereafter, they must agree in writing
to obey the proviso in the reciprocal
iemurrage act of 1915 penalizing them
it the rate of $2 per day for each car
ordered by shippers, which the car
riers fail to furnish within a specified
time.

To Clear Up Uncertain Points

Attorney General Willis E. Reed
states that he wlll soon start sult
in the Lancaster district court to
clear up some of the uncertain points
in the prohibition law. The attor-
ney general Is still deluged with In-
quiries about certaln provisons of
the law and he belleves that In some
instances it will require an interpre-
tation by the supreme court to clear
them up. The provision which s
causing the most trouble is the one
relating to near beer. The attorney
general Iindicated the sult would be a
friendly test case for all parties con-
cerned to secure the court's Intere
pretation,

Discharged Guardsmen Must Reglster
Governor Neville has recelved a
telegram from Marshal Crowder at
Washington, D. C., In charge of reg-
istration, advising him that all dis-
charged members of the Nebraska
national guard, within the age limits
of the draft law, must register. The
telegram (Instructs the governor to
proceed with registration of any dis
charged guardemen Iin the state,

The Patriotlc league of Nebraska,
organized in Omaha at the outset of
the war to promote patriotism in the
state, {8 now merged with the Ne
braska council of defense.
