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GRAIN CROP
ARE PROMIGING

Western Canada 1917 Crops in
Good Shape.

While it 1 a lttle enrly to predict
what the Western Cannda graln crop
will produce, there Is every Indication
at the present writing that the 1017
erop will give an excellent return,
ports recelved from wll portions of
Muanitoba, Saskatchewnn and Alberta
spenk of good growing weather, 8
falrly advanced stage of all grains,
with progpects ng good us In the past
two years. Should conditions cons
tinue as at present, it Ig safe to con-
clude that Western Canadinn farm-
ers, already free of debt, us a re-
sult of the splendld crops and prevalls
ing high prices, expect from thiz sea
8on's returns to be In a position that
will place them away beyond any fenr
of the future,

The acreage of Western Canadn will
be about the same as last year. Seed-
ing was somewhat later than last
year, but germination was quicker, The
only possible drawback now would
seem to be a searcity of harvest hands,
but it Is felt by the authoritlies that the
fituation will be pretty well cared for
by that time.

Land values are Increasing, but there
I8 room for a much greater Increase
than In the past, owing to the returna
that farmed land will give when com-
pared with its cost. In some districta
land that could have been bought five
years ago for $10 an acre is chunging
hands at $60 an acre, the seller satls-
fled that he Is giving the purchaser
good value for his money. And why
not, when it Is known that In a great
many cases during the past two years
erops have been grown on this land
that have produced a profit of forty
and fifty dollars per acre, over and
above cost of production, These cuses,
while not general, were not excep-
tional.

In addition to the lands that are
offered for sale by rallway companles,
land companies and private Individ-
uals, the homesteading areas offer
great Inducements for those who are
willlng to do a llttle ploneering for a
year or two. By that tlme settlements
would come Into existence, and this
means a condition similar to that en-
Joyed by many of the older settlements
of today—schools, churches, rallways.
The Iland is of high-clnss quality,
gtrong and vigorous, easily worked,
and capable of producing the very best
of crops.

The demand for all grnins for gome

years will be great, and it will require !
all the resources of man, beast and !

soll to meet It. That the prices will
be good goes without saying, but at the
present time there is something more
appealing than the luciative prices
that prevall. That s, the desire to
assist In winning the world war. The
man at the plow Is doing his “bit,” and
the spirit of patrlotism that prevalls
will lead him iInto a broader sphere of
actlon. No matter where he may be he
will look about him that he may find
land to further develop the country’s
resources. It Is possible that his own
state may furnish the land, in which
case he will be quick to take advan-
tage of the offer. If land In his
own state I8 not avallable, Canada
(now our ally) will be glad to furnish
it in unlimited quantity, as she is vital-
ly interested in largely Increasing the
supply of foodstuff which Is now as
urgently needed and Is as valuable as
ammunition to the allled countries,

The appeal made by Mr. Hoover,
United States controller of foods, and
also by Hon, W, J. Hanna, Canadian
controller, emphasizes the need of the
allles, urges economy and the preven-
tion of the waste In food, and be-
spenks whole-hearted publie co-opera-
tlon. Speaking of Great Britain,
France, Itnly, B@gium and their Eu-
ropean allles, they suy:

“For nearly three yenrs thelr man
power has heen engnged In the direct
work of war, nnd In gsome cnses large
areas of thelr most productive lands
have heen averrun by the enemy. Thelr
food shortage and the food to supply
the armies of Canada and the United
States must be wholly provided from
this slde of the Atlantie. The supply
must also be sufficient to cover losses
at sen. Australin, New Zealund, the
Argentine Republic and other coun-
tries are not now avallable to relleve
the situation becnuse of thelr remote-
ness and the shortage of tonnuge.

*“The crop of storeable foods grown
in Canada and the United States sult-
able for shipment oversens threatens
to be entirely Inadequate to meet the
demund unless the whole people de-
termine by every means In their power
to make up the shortage. Every Indl-
vidual 18 under a direct obligation to
assist in rationing the allled forces.
There must be national self-deniul and
pationnl co-operation to provide the
necessury supplles."-—;\durtlsunenn

—French Repulse Tremendous
German Attacks.
By EDWARD W. PICKARD.

The United States Is having lm-
pressed upon It the magnitude of the
war In which It has embarked, and 18
beginning to realize that It must be
fought through to a victorlous finish
at tremendous cost In money, energy
and, doubtless, life. The money end
of It was brought sharply to the at-
tentlon of congress last Tuesday, when
Secretary of the Treasury McAdoo in-
formed the lawmakers thut £5,000,000,-
000 more than had been estimated
was needed, and needed at once. Much
of this will be expended for ordnance.
Senator Smoot informed the senate
that by the end of the fiscal year the

| war expenditures by the United States

are likely to amount to £20,000,000,000,
The figures stnggered the members of
both houses, and there was a hasty
calling together of the senate finance
committee to revise Iits report on the
war-tax bill,

Transportation is now one of the
adminlistration’s biggest problems—
transportation by both land and sen,
but especially the latter, An Immense
number of vessels must be provided
to carry to Europe our troops and the
vast supplies they and the allled arm-
fes, must have, and efforts are belng
made to gather together all the avall-
able ships, even Japan being asked to
release many of her merchantmen.
Mennwhile the plan of building a mon-
ster merchant marine of our own was
given added lmpetus last week, As
had been predicted, President Wilson
was compelled to take a hand in the
dispute between General Goethals and
Chairman Denman of the shipping
board, and he settled the matter by ac-
cepting the resignations of both, and
of Capt. J. B, White as well, He then
named E. N, Hurley of Chicago as
chairman and Balnbridge Colby as
member of the board, and Rear Ad-
miral Capps, long chlef constructor of
the navy, as head of the emergency
fleet corporation In place of Goethals,
Of these appolntments, only that of
Colby was adversely criticlsed. Hur-
ley 18 an energetie business man and
has been on the federal trade bhoard,
Though the elimination of Goethals Is
regretted by the innumerable admir-
ers of the great builder of the Pan-
ama canal, It is felt that no one bet-
ter than Admiral Capps could be
picked to manage the construction of
the emergency fleet, It 1s understood
thant as many steel ships as possible
will be bullt, which was Goethal's plan,

Later in the week the president ac-
cepted the reslgnation of Vice Chair-
man Theodore Brent of the shipplng
board,

Steps in Making the Army.

The need for many vessels Is em-
shasized by the seml-officlul aunounce-
ment that the United States plans to
send to Europe not only 500,000 men,
but more than a milllon as soon as
they can be trained and equipped and
as fast as transports can be obtained
to carry them across, Two more steps
in the making of this great army were
taken last week, The men drafted for

the national army began to recelve
thelr calls before the exemption
boards, the eclty of Washington lead-

Ing the way, and the National Guard
of 10 states and the Distriet of Co-
lumbla was maobhilized to be tuken Into
the federnl service, After n few weeks
of Intenslve trainlng In ecamps, the
best of the guardsmen will be sent
to France to prepare for the spring of-
fensive,

The shortuge of rallway transports-
tion at home ulso I8 troubling the ad-

ministration, though It doubtless will
be remedied with the willing assist-
ance of the Ameriean rallway execu-
tives. The demand for ears already 18
tremendous, for the moving of materi-
als and supplies for the army tralning
camps and for a dozen other purposes,
and it will be increased Immediately
a8 the men of the National Guard and
of the national srmy begin moving to
thelr allotted places.
Russia's Collapse in Galicia.

The collapse of Russin's offensive
in Galleln, due to Insubordination In-
stigated by German agents, developed
into n general retreat, nnd the retreat
into a virtunl rout. Abandoning vast
millitary stores and burning villages,
the mutinous Slavs flew everywhere
before the easy advance of the Teu-
tons, except on the Roumnanian front,
where for the time at least, they stood
firm, Farther north, indeed all the
wuy to the Baltie, the Russians gave
ground.

Premier Kerensky, armed with dicta-
torinl powers, declared he would apply
n pollicy of blood and lron to stop the
mutiny and treason, and General Korn-
lloff ordered his loyal troops to shoot
down any who deserted or refused to
obey orders, but this was ineffectual to
retrieve the disaster. Stanisian, Hallez
and other important citles were evae-
uated, and from the wooded Carpathl-
ans to the region of Tarnopol the
country was full of long columns of
fleeing Mussians on which the Teu-
ton field guns pluyed with merciless
slaughter,

One story from Petrograd told how
loyal troops in Korniloff's army blew
to pleces an entire mutinous division
with It8 own guns,

On the demand of the military coim-
manders at the front, the provisional
government has ngain put in foree eap-
ital punishment for treason, which was
abolished at the time of the revolu-
tion,

However, this second great Russian
slump, serious though It be, is not fa-
tal. Kerensky and his collengues are
determined to rid their country of the
German agents and thelr traltorous
Russian alds. Lenine, the chief of the
latter, is already under arrest, and it
Is believed he will be either executed
as an agent of the German general
gtaff or at least Isolated as Insane,
Russinns and their friends still belleve
thelr new republic will emerge trl-
nmphant from the chaotle conditions
that now hold it almost helpless,

The “Guard of Death,” the hattallon
of Russian women ralsed by Vera
Butchkareff, was In actlon on Tuesday
for the first time, at Krevo, The wom-
en fought well, gaining the respect of
the male soldiers,

No Military Success for Germany.

Germany has scored no renl mill-
tary success of moment for a long
time. The Galiclan affalr Is not a sue-
cess of arms, and though the kalser
decorated some of his  commanders
there, they gained no glory by the pur-

suit of mutinous and disorganized
troops, Rather shonld Wilheln have
bestowed his  decorations upon  the

spies who stirred up the Insubordina-
tion.

In the Champagne reglon the crown
prince hurled his troops sgalnst the
French lines with the utmost reck-
lessness all week long, but the only re-
sult was tremendous losses for the
Germans, for the pollus were indomita-
ble nnd if now and then their line
wus hent, they counter-attncked so fo-
riously that the Teuton could not hold
his small galns more than &n hour or
s0. In some places, especlally on the
Californie plateau, the French ad-
vanced thelr lines considerably and re-
pulsed all attempts to drive them from
the new positions.

Germuny's hullabaloo over pence
terms and Internal reforms hos slm-
mered down to a discontented discus-
slon of Chancellor, Michaelis' Inten-
tions and policles, based on his speech
to the reichstag, which is universally
admiited to have been ambiguous and
even sccretive, As has been sald be-
fore, the politieal upheaval there
doesn't bring appreciably nearer the
end of the war. Many of the opposls
tlon leaders and pewspapers more
than bint that the U-boat campalgn 18
renlly a fullure In that It Is not stary-
ing Englund, and they realize that 1ts
continuance is reducing dally the num-
ber of friends Germany will have after
peace I8 concluded, But the militar
ists of Prussin can't let go of that
wenpon, and the masses of the Ger-

man people, who have an astonishing
cnpucity for self-deception, evinee no |
desire to throw these militarlists out |
und save their empire from ultimnte |
disuster,
Siam Joins Kaiser's Foes.

One by one the smaller nations of |
the world are lining up with the ene- |
mies of the kalser and despotic mill-
tarism,  Far-awany Siam I8 the Intest
addition to the list, German vessels
In Sinmese ports were selzed and Geor-
man citizens were Interned, The In-
fluence of every country that comes
In on the side of freedom and Justice
will be felt, If not strongly now, at
lenst after the war 18 ended. The
Tentonie economlists well know this,
and even now are holding a conference
on post-war conditlons, seemingly still
hopeful that thelr armies ean bring
about the realization of that drenm
of a “Mittel Europn” that would be
self-sustnining and self-contained and
that would always threaten the pence |
of the rest of the worlid, The frus- '|
tratlon of that hope 1s the great ulti-
mate nim of the allles, l

Representatives of the entente allles
met In Parls on Wednesdny for the
purpose of determining the course of |
thelr future polley In  the .Balkans,
which P'remler Rihot, who presided,
sald must be modifled heeanse Greece
fs now ranged with the allles. The
United States was not represented, the
administeation holding that this nation
12 not yet directly Interested in Balkan
muatters, |

Food Control Bill Delayed.

President Wilson's strenuous objec-
tlon to the senate amendment to the
food control bill creating a congres- ]
glonal committee on expenditures for
the war, and the determination of the
house to defeat the senate amend-
ments, epuged a delay in the final pas-
snge of the measure. The prohibition-
ists were bound to have restored the |
“hone-dry" plan for which the house |
voted.

The entente allles held a conference
in Paris and adopted unanimously this ‘
declaration:

“The allled powers, more closely
united than ever for the defense of the
people's rights, particularly In the Bal-
kan peninsula, are resoived not to lay |
down mrms until they have attained
the end which in thelr eyes dominates
all others—to render Impossible a re-
turn of the eriminal aggression such
ns that whereof the central empires
bear the responsibility."

In accordance with the recommenda-
tlon of Genernl Pershing, the American |
army Is to he reorganized on the |
French plan of conformation, This
will change a company from 150 to |
250 men, a regiment from 1,800 to 3,
000 men, and a divislon from 28500 to |
approximately 17,000 men,

The government s planning a sys-
tem of war Insurance that willl pre-
clude the establishing of pension rulh
as a result of this war. It is proposed '
that every man In the army, navy and
marine corps ghall be entitled to Insur-
ance ranging from £1,000 to $10,000, |
paying a premium of £8 a thousand, |
the Insurance helng assumed by the |
government In lleu of pensions; In nd- |
ditlon, the families and other depend-
ents will be provided for by allotments,

Recrulting was given a blg boost
last weelk, partly by the announcement
that drafted men would not be accept-
ed as volunteers after they were called |
before the exemption boards, and part-
ly by the concerted eampnlgn of the |
American and British recrulting offi-
cers. 'The British mission Is obtalning |
large numbers of enlistments In Chi-
cago, New York and other large citles,

Desplte the tremendous financlel
drain on the country due to war ex-
penditures and In the face of fervid
protests from Senators Borah, Ken-
yon, King and a few others, the sen-
ute pussed the annual rivers and har-
bors bill, earrying an appropriation of
£27.054,000, Only eleven members of
the upper house dared to vote against
this “pork”™ measure which, Inlquitous
at any time, Is especlally so when the
nation 18 engaged In a war that will
demand all It resources,
