Selection.

If you have ever been caught in
the spring without a supply of corn
that wu3 fit for seed, do not he caught
that way again. The best insurance
is to gather your own seed at ripening
timo this fall when tho best quality Ls

most plentiful. Pick the seed by
hand in the field, says the V. S. De-p- al

tment of Agriculture, from tho
most productive stalks.

An car on the stalk is worth a doz-

en from the bin, when it come to se-

lecting reed com. On a productive
stalk you know its parentage; fiohi
tho bin it may look good but bo a
worthless mongrel a3 far as seed
value is concerned.

Care of Pullets.

As pullets hupply most of the win-to- r
'eggs, it is necessary to handle

them witli cave when they start to
lay, is the word that comes from tho
poultry department of tho University.
Pullets of the heavier biecds that
were hatched between tho first of
April and the middle of May are well
matuicd by tho first of October and
usually stait laying between then and
the first of November.

This is a critical timo for handling
such biids. Special caie in the pre
paration of winter (matters will be
more than repaid in winter eggs.
Sudden changes arc to bo avoided.
Birds housed too closely after being
used to ficc range are likely to molt
and stop layinsr. Keep the house
open and try to minimize changes in
feeding and housing.

Thrift Thought.

Don't throw away stale bread and
left-ov- er skim milk, Madam House
wife. From them you can make that
simple and well-kno- w but nourishing
dish, milk toast, the United States
Department of Agriculture points out.
This makes a good dish for breakfast,
luncheon or supper, especially for
children.

Heat tho milk. Add a small quan-
tity of butter and season to taste witli
salt. i'our wnue noi over wen-toast- ed

stale bread and serve.
